INTER-ATATE CONMERCE LAW.

Sesater Cullem Confirms the News that
Seereinry Blalne In Taking Up the Bub.
Jeet-The Maeet Imporiant Tnteraational
Quesation New OGceupying Fablla At-
tenttion MoMays—~"War All Along the Line,

Wasmworow, Aprll 15.—Bemator OCullom,
Ohalrman of the Inter-State Commerce Com-
mittes and author of the Inter-8tate Com-
meéres law, eonfirms Thm Eux's news that
Esoretary Blaine Is driving st tne question of
subjesting Canadisn rallroads to the trans-
portation laws of the United Btates. Benator
Cullom and Beoretary Biaine have already
eonferred {nformally on this question, and had
arranged to spend an evening together In dis-
eusalon of it whea Benator Cullom was taken
with the grin. The 1llinols Benator was per-
haps the first of our publlie men to percelve
the Immense importance of this subject and
1t wan at his instance that the Bsnate author-
ized & special committes to make & eareful in-
vestigation of it & year ago, As aplonesr in
this fleld Mr, Cullom’s words are satitied to
econsideration.

* 1t Mr. Blalne has taken up this subjeet In
sarnest, a8 I have reasom to belleve that he
has.” sald the Benator to-night " I shall have
hope of something belng scoomplished. It will
be a pleasure to me to ald him in any war in
my power. For years I have appreeiated the
magnitude of this problem, and have dons my
best to solve It. No other international ques-
tion now ococoupying vpublie attentlon Is
ss important as this. The Itallan dis-
puts, the Behring BHea, the fsheries
negotiations are oemall questions In
eomparison to it. Trade reciprocity with
Canada is nothing If Oanadian rallways are
permitted tn go on cutting the throats of our
transportation lines, disoriminating against
our citfes, and diverting trafMo from its legiti-
mate channels. We must make war on Canada
all along the line. We must adopt her own
voliey of selfishness in every phase of our re-
lationship, till we have forced her Govero-
ment I(nto & more liberal polley. If
her QGovernment declines to treat on
a basls of amity and mutual intarest,
we must carry the war Into Africa, till the
people of the Dominlon eleot & Government
that will reverse Sir Johm Masdonald'a polloy.
For the protestion of our commerflal and
transportation Interests we must Insist upon
subjection of Cacadian rallways to the provi-
sions of our Inter.State Commerce law. I
have already suggested to Mr. Biaine that this
might be dooe by treaty, by whose terms svery
requirement of our law would be exacted of
the Canadian roada A jolot International
rallway commission might be formed to
soe that the law Is faithfully eomplied
with, or Canadian rallways doing bualness
in the United Btates might be required to take
out a lfoense, in which they would agree to
comply with the provisions of our Inter-State
law. Inone way or snother this fssue must be
met and this result secnred. Until that is done
there can be no continuved prosperity for our
rallroads in competition with the Canadian
guerirlls lines, and the commerclal relations
between the two peoples O0an never be satis.
fastory and settled.

=1 am one of the persons.” continued Bema-
tor Cullom., ® who believe that the only solation
of tha maay problams arising from our Inter-
course and, eompetion with the Dominion is In
snnexation of Canadm to the United Buatesn. In
the book of natioms it is written that tnese
pooples are ultimate'y to becoms one. and the
sooner they are brought together the better
for both.

and he waa not seen after Tueaday allernoon.
He was not known to the botsl proprietor.

Coroner Conway was notified, and the body
will ba sent 10 the morgue.
