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A Joint Iavestigation or None,

Tho Benate will resume to-night con-
sideration of the LavoguIN resolution for
an investigation of the canals. The Repub-
lican Benatora purpose, or did purpose when
adjournment waa reached on Friday, not to
allow any bills to be passed by the Benate
until that resnlution is adoptad.,

The Republicans are carefully misropre-
senting tha poaition of the Democrats in the
matter. The Democrata are williog that
there shall be an Investigation of the man.
agement of the canals, but they inslst that
theyahall haveahand ia It. The LAvoNTLIN
resolution provides for an Investigation by
“tha Benate Commlttes on Canals or any
sub-committes thereo!, to ba appointad s
the committes may direct, and to Include at
least one of the minority members.” Very
lonely that one Democrat would be.

If there Is to be an Investigation, let It be
an honest and a falr one, and not merely the
old Republican humbug. The Btate latired
ol paylog for the expenses of Benate investi-
galing committees that, after an Infinite
deal of pother and prying, are obliged to
confoss that thelr search for campalgn
material haa been fruitiess. The manage-
ment of the canals Ia much more than a
mattar of looal politics. It concerns the
whole State. Both branohes of the Loglsla-
turo should be represented Io any Investl
guation of the canals.

If the Republioans ly desire an Investi-
gatlon, they have only to consent to the ap-
pointment of a jolnt committes, The
Democrats would be fools to allow a Re-
publican committes to spend the rest of the
year in gathering tittle tattlo for the pur-
poso of publishing a scries of lles for use In
1892. We’don’t belleve that there is any-
thing In the pressnt management of the
eanals which requires investigation, but if
there ls, the report of a partisan committes
sould not be depended upon.

A revival of the
tariff question, In the form of a squars fight
between protsction and free trade, ls the
maln hope of the Republicans. Thelr
chancets found Iin the prospect of making
the country forget the folly, the waste,
snd the revolutionary policy of the Fifty-
first Coogress In the larger folly and the
economio revolution threatsned by the free
trade irreconcilables. They depend. upon
the Damooratio party to save them from
the penalty of thelr misgovernment.

If the Democrscy is prudent or for-
tunate, it will follow conservative and ju-
diclous men llke CrisP and MoMrInLIN, and
keop the cranks in straltjackets,

A Remark About Horace Greeley.

The School, s very oreditable weekly paper
devoted to the Imtarests of the publie
schools, thinks that » remark made by Mr,
Dawa at the recent Tribune jubllee Is ln-
consistent with the position of THr Bux
toward public education and its proper
limita. Speaking of HonRAc® GREELEY on
that oocasion, Mr, Daxa used thess words:

“The worst soheol that & man can be sent o, and the
woret of all it i4 for n man of geniee. s what ls called &
seif.education There la no greatsr misfortune fora
man of sxtrsordioary talent than to be edoosted by
himssll, beasuse he has of necersily & very peor sohool
master."”

This oplnlon seems to the School tobe di-
yeotly contrary to the opinlon of Ter Buw,
which teaches * that the publio has no busi-
ness to furniph eduocation beyond the merest
rudiments.” If a man who s obliged to
educate himself has a very poor schoolmas-
ter, “the Btate,”” thin(s this earnest friend
snd advocate ol tha public schools, * Is not
far outof the way in providing a good edu-
catlon for all its children, acoording to thelr
capacity, and T Bux should forthwith
square its views with those " of Mr, Daxa.

The squaring, bowever, has been done
already. Thero I8 no conflict between the
opinions of Tae BUN and the remark quoted
by the Scheol. Becauss o man of genius
who ls obliged to educate himself suffers
from misfortune is no reason why the Btate
slhiould bacome his schoolmaster, If it were,
the Btate ought to save all it citizens from
all misfortunes due to poverty; for
properly the law can make no distinction
botween men of genius and those who
have less patural abliity, and between dif-
ferent kinds of misfortune. If the Btate
should give people a complete scholastio

educstion because they cannot afford to get
it for themselves, it should traln them for
every trade and every professlon into which
they desire to enter. It should furnish them
with the tools and implsments necessary for
thelr use, aud it should provide them with
sufficlent cash capital on which to make a
startin thalr careers,

The public school system was not estab-
lshed, snd it is not kept up, as & chbaritable
remedy for any misfortune of the poor, Its
object 1s elmply the welfare and safety of the
Btate, which suffers under a grave danger if
ita citizens aro Uliterats. A popular govern-
ment cannot afford to havae its citisens so
far ignorant; and, as & great part of them
are unable or unwilling to pay directly for
the education of thalr children, it must pro-
vide free schools from the fund made
up by general taxzstion, as It provides
police, for ite own protection, even If It has
to compel children to go to the schools. To
waord off this danger from Iliteracy, the
Btate meed carry the lostruction no further
than the rudimentary branches of aducation
—reading, writing, elementary arithmetlc,
geography, and some history. Nelther .can
it properly sand justly go any further at the
expense of all its people. It has
performed its whole legitimate function
in preventing the evils of illitaracy. 1f
it does mors, it provides education for the
few only while everybody la taxed for the
instruction, and it outrages the religlous
seotiment which reasopably objeots to sec-

ular education so far advanced and so long
ocontinwed. It is furnishing & luxury whea
1t should provide only a necessity of its own
healthful existence.

In undertaking to give this more complets
education the Btats also, as a matter of fact,
enters a flold w s already and complete-
Iy cultivated by private enterprise. All vol-
leges are free in chiel part. The price pald
for tultion at them meeta only a small frao-
tion ol even their caah expenditures for in-
struotion, to say nothing of the intareston
the capital invested In thelr piant. They also
all provide eduoation entirely without charge
t)deserving students unable to pay for It
Here In New York no boy would be pre-
vented from golog to collegs because he
could not pay the fees, even If the college
supported at the oost of ths people were
abollshed. [f he were s good student, the
private collegas would be giad to take him
without charge, as they take many already,
and he would In nowiss suffer becauss
of the distinotion betwesn him and the
students who pay tultion fesa. Free scholar-
ghips aro even made the prizes awarded to
distinguished abllity, They are conferred
as an honor and are sought for as an honor.
Hence the Btats throws away its money In
maintaining a free college for the beneflt of
a lew young men, and at the same time it
vinlates a sound and neceasary principle,

HoRACE GREELEY, moreover, would have
suffered from the misfortune of self-educa-
tion even if there had been & soore of freo
colloges opento him, He could not have
gone to any one of them, for after ploking
up such Instruction as he could get by inter-
mittent attendanoe on the district school,
he had to go to work to earn his living, He
could not afford the luxury of four years at
collage, and therefore he set himself to
learn the printer’s trade, He was too proud
and pelf-rellant to become an object of
charity ora burdenon his parents, struggling
to keap the wolf from the door; for the great
cost of pursuing a collegiats education ls not
the mere price of the tultlon, but the ex-
pense of malntenance during the years de-
voted tostudy. Many boys in oircumslances
llke Homricm GEuELEY'S earn enough by
teaching durlng s part of the year tosupport
themsalves in college durlng the rest of the
tim#; but he could not afford even that much
withdrawal from continuous labor, and he
would not accept tho offer of some of his
richer nolghbors to support him whils at
college. He felt It to be necessary for him
to learn a trade, and a chance to go into a
printing office ocourring, he Improved It.
He was also a boy of a dignity too high to
have done aa some New Hampshire youth
are dolng to got a collegiate education.
He would not have paid his way by
tipa obtained as a walter In a summer hotel;
and therefore he saved what is far more
valuable than anything a college can im-
part--his salf-respect. Genius or not, Hon-
ACE GReErLEY would probably have cut a
poor figure In the world if he had made such
a eacrifice to save himself from the misfor-
tune of melf-education, grievous as that
misfortuge ls. He would have weakened or
destroyed the best qualities of hls character.

We trust, therefors, that our much es-
tesmed Nohool friend will now see the con-
slstency of the remark It quotes with the
opinions and principles held and proclaimed
by Tz HoN.

Our Splendid New Crulsers.

It is evident that becretary TRACOY bas
given the British paval authorities pome-
thing of a fright by his bold assertions about
the powers of our newest war vessels. Hither-
to Great Britain has worried over the possl-
bilitles of the French navy, and only within
the last few months has it found a fresh
source of anxlety In our cruisers.

Now we find some of the experts com-
paring the Barfleur with the New York, and
concluding that the latter is the more
effective vessel, while tho triple-screw
crulsar No. 12, bearing the ominous nick-
name of the Pirate tiil duly christened, is
& special source of alarm. That she will
outrun the Blake Is thought by some to
be certain; and the only open question Is
whether she could catch the City of Parls
and the Teutonlo.

BSo remarkable have been the trial trips of
vessels llke the Charleston, Baltimore, Phil.
adelphia, San Francisco, Newark, and Ben-
nington, surpassing thelr expected speed,
thet the forced draught performancesof the
New York and No. 12 are likely enough to
show them to bs the best In the world of
their respestive classes.

The Danger from Women.

The Mionesota blll making it a misde.
meanor for a woman to appear on the stage
80 dressed as to show the “shapeand form"”
of her logs onght logically to go further and
exoluds women from the stage altogether,
unless they give up their present conven-
tional costume. It should doeven more, and
forbld them to show themselves In any pub-
lio place whatsosver.

The customary draperies worn by women
are so arranged as toexhibit the shape and
form of thelr physical proportions, and
more particularly of thelr arms, busts, and
hips. They also make It evident to every
observer that women have legs, and the
shapo of these Is indlcated by the shape of
the arms, so fully revealed. Frequently in
walking and always In dancing there Is an
aotual exhibition of ankles, at least. Hence,
whether women wear tights or thelr conven-
tional and every-day costume, they do not
conoceal that they have lugs, but always
either suggest the existence of such
pether limbs as & part of thelr physical con-
forimation or make it plainly visible. They
do not hide the fact, and therefors, accord-
ing to the Implication of the Minnesota bill,
they are all * gulity of open and gross lewd-
ness and lasclvious behavior.”

That is the view which the Turks, for In-
stance, take of the women of Christendom
geuerally, They agree with the Implication
of the Minnesota Bolons. Accordiogly they
require thelr own women to go about dressed
in bags, which conceal all the outlines of the
femiuine figure, They also compel them
whea abroad to vell thelr faces, and when
st home to remaln apart from the observae
tion of all men except thelr husbands,

The early Christians, or the Christians ol
the second and third centurics, were very
much of the same mind, * Natural grace,”
suys TERTULLIAN, “ must be obliterated by
concealment or negligence, as belng dan-
gerous to the glances of the bebolder's eyes.
Leat ber be entirely covered, unlees she hap-
pen to be st home." A woman was only to
quit her own house when visiting the slck
or golng to ohurch, and then she was re-
quired to go closely veilod, so that not an
inch of her fsce should be revealed even
when sho waa at prayoer. Bhe was forbldden
to adorn hersell In mny way, for
adornment, of coursa, provoked and
was Intended to provoke observation.
Bhe was admonished to make of herself as
muoh of & guy as posslble, so that she should
bo repulsive to the sight rather than agree-
able, Bhe was not to go abroad for ploasuro,
and she wap not to go totheatres and public
places. Instead of seoking to win the ad-
miration of men, she was evjolood to airive
to atone for the crime of ber mother Eva,
who brought sin Into the world by her

fl

h-phhn of man OCumamxr of Alex-
andria bade her refiect with shame “of what
nature she la.”" The view was that a woman
is necessarily a temptress because she isa
woman; and that necordingly she ought to
keep out of sight as far as poasible.

That is more consistent than merely to
forbld women to wear tights In any publio
place, If It Is Immoral and Indecent for
them to show thelr lags, they ought not to
show any part of themselves. They ought
not toattract the gase and the admiration of
men anywhere, uuder any olroumstanoes,
or by aoy means, If they are beautiful,
they onght all the more to hide their fea-
tures. Moreover, tights are not necessarlly
a provocative costume. A fully drapsd wo-
man may make a far more alluring expos~
ure of herselt than a ballet dancer doss. If
she Is Immodeat at heart, long dresees will
not prevent tho display of her shameless-
neas, but rather assist it.

Therefore the Minnesota biil is not & sufi-
clent measure of prohibition. It will not
pravent the mischisf. A more sffectual way
would be toshut wonisn up and only let them
outafter dark and so clothed as to hide overy
attractive feature. Even then, alaa! we fear
that their artfulness would invent some
method of exercising the sway of their
beauty over the hearts of men.

The Test of Constitutional Amendments.

There Is s simple considerstion which
should be applied to every proposition for
aconstitutional amendment:

Haas there bsen & demand on the part of a
levge number of citizans that such a propo-
sition should be submitted to the people by
the Legislature?

The fundamental law is not to be lightly
altered. Moreover, experiencoe has made it
oertaln that it Is very difioult to Induce the
peopls to accept amendments to the Con-
stitution.

It is evident that,as a ruls, the zeal of
Leglslatures for tinkering the Btate Con-
stitutions far outruns the dealre of the peo-
ple to have the Constitutions changed., It
is, therefore, & mers waste of time and
money to endeavor to foree upon the peo-
ple amendments in which they have shown
little or no Interest, and thatare sure to
be rejected.

There seemu to be a curious notion among
sundry reformers that it lsa convenlent
methnd of stimulsting public discuasion of &
proposition by putting that proposition in the
form of an amendment to the Conatltution.
It is an abuse of the machinery for changing
the Constitution to use It for such a purpose.

Applying the test we have suggoested to
the proposad constitutional amendments
providing for lengthenlog the terma of
office of members of the Legislature and
Btats officers, and for the separation of coun-
ty, clty, town, and village elections from
lagisiative, Btate, and natiopal electioms,
what would be the result? Is there any
evidenoe that any considerable body of the
citizens of this Btate want this lengthening
of terms and this separation of elections ?

There can be but one answer to that quus-
tion. Thereis no such evidence. Untlil it
is produced, discussion of the Important
changea proposed lu these amendments Is
premature and unnecessary; and the sub-
mission of these amendments to the people
will be without sufficlent grounds.

All Qulet Along the Chicago.

The Republican newspapera of Chicago are
relieved frum the painful mental excitement
that has been tangling up their cerebral con-
volutions and wasating their etock of capl-
tals for weeks, Mr. HeupsTEAD WaASH-
BURNE Is undoubtedly elected aa Mayor of
Chicago, and can smoke his clgarette In tri-
umph, unabashed by the jears of our dnds-
distrusting contéemporary, the Chicago Her-
ald, The Hon, DR Wrrr CLINTON CREGIER
has ordered the orayon portrait of his
distinguished features takeu down from the
wall over his deek in the Mayor's office, and
has knuckled gracefully to the inevitable,
Though defeated, Mayor CREGIER seams to
beallright. “I am going to be first and
above all things," he says, “a Democrat.
For the next two years I am golng to saw
wood to help save the Btats for the Democ-
racy in 1802."

That is the talk. The Chicago Democrats
have had as pretty a fight as heart could wish.
About half of them have trodden on the talls
of the Hon. CARTER HARRIBON HARRISON'S
perfect-fitting coat, mnd the other hall have
trodden on the tails of Mayor CreGImn's
Prinoe Albert. We hope they feel better.
Exorise Is always healthful, and the spring
electlons are a good ocoaslon for working off
bad blood and purifying the system. The
HARBBON-CREGIER fight has done very
well for a digression. Mr. HARRBON, o par-
tioular, has enjoyed himself greatly, But
there Is no use in earrying a joke too far. It
1s bad taate and bad polioy.

REGULARS IN MILITIA CAMPA

The Year's Inspections aad the Pelley of
Jolnt Exercises nnd Massuvres,

Wasmixoron, April 19.—The summer's work
of inspecting and inatrooting Btate troops has
already begun for army officers, Lieut.J. B.
Erwin. Fourth Cavalry. aad Liout. C. P. Ter-
rett. Eighth Infantry, being ordered to visit the
Georgia encampment, to be held at Bavaonah
pext weck, Inaddition, Lieut. C. B. Batteriee
Is to proceed to Atlantas and report to the Gove
ernor for iemporary duty relating to the mili-
tis. This makes an early and vigorous start
In a duty which is to be carried ou this year
with increased and unusual eare, socording to
the plans of Gen. J. C, Breckioridge, who is
desirous that only specially qualified oficers
sball be seleated lor it.

The great interest taken in the militia by the
War Department doring the last few yearsbhas
manifested itsall in porsistent efforts to bring
it into closer relations with the regular army.
Officers are now detalled to Btate camps under
inatruetions not only to formally inspect them,
butto furnish such instruotion as is possible,
Detachments of regulars are also asslened
every year to several of the campa. Last year
the Heoond Infaatry, undar Col. Wheaton, sta-
tioned at Fort Omaha, encamped with the
Natlonal Guard of Jowa through the month
of Augost at Cedar Raplds, Buirit Lake, and
Des Moines, kour companies of the Nine-
teenth Infantry. Col, U, H. Bmith. {n garrison at
Fort Wayne, encamped In July with the Michi-
fan troops at Gognac Lake, T'wo troops of
cavalry from Fort Myer, two !lght batteries
from Washington Barracks aud Fort Hamilton,
and two companies of the Eleventh Infantry,
Lieut.-Col, Bush, from Madison Darracks, ens
camped at Mount Gretna with the Pennsyl-
vanim forces, A company of the Eleventh In-
fantry went from Plattsburg Barracks to Brad-
ford, and camped with the Vermont troopa. ln
Wlsoonlin the Third Infantry and the amo
