The Offer Covdially Acsepied—The Thivd
Party Bontiment Gatulng Streagth-It
will Boneflt the Demoerats, as the Al
ante is Reernited In Most Counmtien
Chielly from the Repudlican Ranke,

HorwzrraviLim, April 32.—Two sessions of
the Farmere’ Alliance Btate OConvention were
held to-day, but only prelimiaary work was
dooe  The detalled work was deleaa‘ed to
commitiess, who will report to-morrow. and
the knotty problems which are likely to make
trouble in the organization are ail in thelr
haods, but there have been some Interesting
dsvelopmentain Btate polities, beth inside the
Convention ball and among the delegates and
others who are here upon politieal mis-
slons. The most signifieant thing has
been the easting of the Knights of Labor
at the feet of the lssoe. This was
done by the aoccredl rooresentatives of
the ormanisation, who ssted under the direct
instructions of this order. Mossrs. Hicks and
Maguire ware slected fraternal delegntes to
the Farmers' Convention at the Inat Biate Con-
vontion of the Knights, Ther were instruoted
at the time of thelr appointment that In case
the demands of the Knights wereall refused
by the Legislaturp st Albany this wikter they
should offer the unreserved anpport of the
Knigkts in any third party or other political
plan which the Allisnes might adopt,

The two delegates were invited to address
the Convention soon alfter it opsned this morn-
fog. Hiocks ia the Chalrman of the Legislative
Committes of the Enights. He sxplained to
the Oonvention that he had spent the winterat
Albany endeavoriog to securs legislation In
sympalby with the demands of labor, He had
utterly falled. His demands had been ignored
or ridiculed. and he was convinced of the
fatility of continuing his efforts In the same
o, Aecordingly he had come to earry out his
instructions and to offer the complets oo-
operation of the Enlghts in any politisal plan
which the Allianoce might adopt.
