But on Wednesday when they saw that theMagellan made no sign of firingnpon the townthey ill landed and the business of Pisagua
was resumed

lan sent two steamships into the harbor totransport all who wanted to go to Aries a
small town north of Pisagua Thenhe toll ¬
fled the shipping that on Feb 4 the harbor
would be strictly blockaded The prospect of
starvation decided 2600 of the inhabitants to
