No Colored Republicans Need Apply.

A Convention of the American Citizens'
Equal Rights Assoclation, an organization
of colored men, has beon held at Cincinnatl
this week. One of the resolutions passed
'was a broad hint to Gen. HARRmmOX and the
Rapublican party. It reminded the Admin-
i{stration that colored citizens are appointed
to office In the Bouth, where the sole political
pervices they can render Is to choose dele-
gates to the National Conventions, but are
seldom appointed to office in the Northern
Btates, where their votes are essential to
the success of the Republican party. The
members of the Amerlcan Equal Rights
Assoclation state the case exactly as It
fs. The only uss the Administration
bas for the wcolored Republicans of
the Bouth Is to * secure, If passible,
by these means the election of Administra-
tion dolegates to the Republican Natlooal
Conventlon ; and even for this purpose office
is doled out with a grudging hand. The
white Republicans get the lon’s share, and
in consequence there Is po love lost be-
tween the white Republioan politiclans and
the colored Republican politicians, while
the great mass of the Buuthern colored
voters has lost its Interest In politics and s
losing ita faith in the Republlean party.
The attempt has been made in & number of
Bouthern States to form a white Republl-
can party, and Gen. HARRIBON has been
oredited with a desire to promote such a
party. The colored politicians are dissatis-
fled with the distribution of the patronage,
and they are justitind In belng dissatistied ;
and Gen. HArRISoN may have to propitiate
them more effectually than he has yet done,

The treatment which the colored Repub-
lleans of the North receolve lo the matter of
offices {5 notorlous;’ yet they are active In
polities and their votes are numerous
enough to turn the scalo agalust the RBepub-
licans in all the doubtful Btites. They are
more Intelligent aud more vorsed ln public
affalrs than the average colorcd Repub-
lican at the Bouth, and yet what do thoy
got from the Republican party ¥ They are
very lucky If the party to which they howe
been so falthful Is pleased graclously to
subsoribe a few dollara now and then for
musie and transparencies for thelr campalgn
clubs, A few inferiur or almost mon
pluces may be given to them, but they
nover gel an adequate recognition of their
services or their lmpwrtancs tw  the
party. The Adminlstration seems to tuke
palns sometimes to hunt up lscompetent

One of Cleveland’s Absurdities.

The Oleomargarine act was passed In 1888
ostenalbly for the protection of consumers
of butter, In reality for the supposed benefit
of the dairy interests, In signing it, under
the Influence of BILL BcorT and In the fear
of the agrioultural vote, GrovEe CLEVE-
LAND committed the United Btates to the
polloy of using the power of internal taxa-
tion for the purposa of crippling or erushing
one industry-for the good of another. The
precedent was dangerous, and sure to pro-
duce similar efforts to make the United
States a factor in the rivalries of business.
The Coxaen Lard bill, which fortunately
falled to pass the Fiity-first Congress, was
the child of the Oleomargarine law, and lag-
falation of the same kind s sure to be pro-
posad in future Congresses.

Persona who belleve that such exerciss of
the taxing power is legitimate, are Invited to
ponder the fact that in the case of the Oleo-
margarine act that exerolsse has not ful-
fillled the purposs intanded. The production
of oleomargarine has not decreased since
the passage of the act, but has greatly in-
creased. Here are the returns of the Inter-
nal Revenue Bureau from the sale of cleo-
margarine stamps sinoe the law went into
operation:

It the ulu for May and June are up to
April figures, the amount for the year will
be nearly a million dollars. The attempt to
suppreas or repress oleomargarine has falled
to repress or suppress. There is a great de~
mand for oleomargarine, and the demand
has stimulated production. The Federal tax
has had no effect save to increase the cost
o! production. Cheap butter is the only
thing that can repress oleomargarine,

The millers of thas Millers' National Asso-
elation got a good weloome to New York yes-
terday. and found thas the Produce Excbange
{s insplred by the most friendly feellng for
them. The millers bave e¢ome hera to look
after their business, but they ean doubtless
take some time for other kinds ol enjioyment
They will ind that New York is not only the
great trade centre of the country, but is also a
olty of rare resources and superior at!ractions,

The Buperintendsnt of Immligration has
come to the conelusion that steerage passen-
gors ought to be Inspected belors they are taken
aboard ship In Europe, and that we shounld
bhave a law requiring every immigrant to pose
sesa & medieal certificate of physical and
mental soundnesa. Buperintendent Wenenm
bas taken the right ground. There ought to
be a propar inspection of steerame passengers
before they embark for this country. Buoch an
igspection In forelgn ports would not only re-
lieve us from trouble and expense, but it would
be adrantagedus to the steamship companies,
which are now compelled to take back those
persons who cannot pass the inspection here.

The companles would find it advantageous
to give heed to all the provisions of our Immi-
gration law. Ou Baturday and Bunday Iast as
many as =oven of the European steamships
that arrived here brought passengers who, for
wvarious reasons. waere debarred from landing
and most be carried back to Hamburg, Bre-
men, Gibraltar, and Liverpool. where thoy were
taken aboard, Thlis is not pruofitablo business
for the compi a; but it must be remembered
that they could have saved the expenses thus
{oeurred by providing for the Inspection of the
imalgrants at the ports of emharkation.

A law making such inspection mandatory
will doubtless be adopted by Congresa,

This law ought to be
rigorously enforced In this eity, The news
that it bas been enforced Ina few cases will
soon be known by all offenders, and will serve
84 & warning 1o them.

We bave news from Vienna that Prince
Eant LicatexsTriN has been arrested thers
on the charge of swiudling. In which he lsan
practised hand, and that he has offered to
"emigrate to Awmerioa"” If reloased. We re-
contly referred to the faot that certaln classes
of offonders In Austrin as well as in Germany
are sometimes allowed to choose between im-
priconment and emigration, and that such of-
fonders are apt to prefler this country to the
prisons of their native land.

Yot Prince Kany LicHTessToaw of Vienos
bad bettor not take prasage to Now York, even
in the stecrage. We have begun toenforce a
law under which Immigracts of his kind are
prohibited from landing here, and under which
steerage passengers are subjsoted 10 Inspec-
tion at the Barge Office, If Le should take a
cabln passage to this port. he might flud that
even a man of his rank was unwelcome to onr
shores.

When a man who is indieted and tried fora
orime is asquilted by the trial jury, the pre-
sumption is that he was sequitted beoause the
ovidence was not sufficlent for eonviction.
But the world is now informed by the Grand
Jury of New Orleans that the persons who ware
fndicted for the murder of the Chlef of Police
wore acquitted by the trial jury beeause the
jurymen were bribed, or becauss they acted
under fear of the secret soclety ealled the
Mafia. Therefore. a mob assembles and the
leaders kill the prisoners who were sequittad.
How dld It happen that the ity of New Orleans
bad a trial jury capable o} belng bribed. or oa~
pable of belog intimidated by & seoret soolety?
It does not seem tohave ccourred to the Grand
Jury of New Orleans, or to any of the presses
of that city which justify thelr eourse, that
every community is responaible for the eondl-
tion of its judicial tribunals. If there is a cor-
rupt Judge or a corrupt jury. the reaponsibility
for such a state of things is with thoss who
plsced the one on the benoh and the otherin
the jury box. It is & very strange dootrine to
proclalm that under such circumstances it s
exousable for ths community, whether repre-
sauted by a large or s small number of persons,
to put men to death because they were acquite
ted by & jury which tried them for an offence
with which they were cbarged and did not eone
viot them.

This ma(ter was embarrassing enough for
the Government of the United Biates before
the report of the Grand Jury, TheGrand Jury
bhove now made it tenfold more embarrassing,
Indeed, it Is difMoult to eoncelve how we are to
eatisfy the publio opinion of the world, ifany
one can do it Mr. Bialne can; but his task is
much more diffioult than it was belore. The
gonoral prinelples which cught to govern the
case, 50 far as the persons killed wers forelgne
ers, aro quite plain; but the Grand Jury, in
utter disregnrd of the difficult position in which
the Federal Government was plased, proclalms
to the wor!d that whether the persons killad
were lorelgners or citizens, they, the Grana
Jury, will not perform the duty of Indleting the
persons who commitied the murders, Yet
they oould not be indieted In s Federal oourt.
as the law now stands, nor do I belleve thas
Congreas can confer on & Federal conrt juris-
diotion to try these persons. whosa offeance was
an offence against the soversignty of the Btate,
and not agninst the sovereignty of the United
Btates,

It ls now rumored that the Goveroment of
Italy will address & eircular to the other Gov-
ernments of Europe asking them to unite with
her in an application to the American Govern-
ment, to be informed how we propose In the
future to discharge our trealy obligations In
the case of foreigners who are resident !n this
country under tho proteotion of m treaty. It
will not matter muoch whether suah an applion
tion is madeto our Government or not, In any
event the task befors Mr, Blaine is the same,
md it is & very grave ons.
