|" No careful observer of the recent local
tests in Ireland can doubt that the Irish

hrut. From first to last, accordingly, he
'mnd his followers have supported Mr. Bar~
m’u measure, simply trying to extend ts
~‘gaope and increass the liberality of its con-
oesslons to the purchasar, The leaders,
however, of the MocCARTHY wing of the Irish

. Nationalist party have shown themselves

‘equally sagaclous, They also know that
the Irish tenantry constitute the backbone
lof the Natlonallsts' strength, and that any
politiclan who deprives them of the prof-
fered Government assistance will sufl-
fer for it at the ballot box. They
have turned, consequently, a deaf ear
to Mr. DAvVITTS remonstrances, and they
bave refused to joln the English Radicals in
opposing the Irish Land bill. The result of
‘thelr strategical foresight has been to de-
prive Mr. PARNELL of the only ammunition
which he might have employed against
them. They may say with truth that they
are bettar frisnds of the tenant farmer, for
they have not only furthered the passage of
abill Intended to make him a land owner,
but they have spared no effort to apply the
Land League funds, now deposited in Parls,
to tha relief of the victims of ejectment. It
is Mr. PArNELL who has hindered that re-
Hef, and no single act of his life, I we except’
his relations to the O’'SHEA case, I8 llkely to
prove more disastrous to his prospects.

We incline, therefors, to believe with Mr.
Mromnaxr Davirr that Mr. PARNELL s
politically defunct. Not, however, to Mr.
Davrrr Is due theextinctionof his Influence;

on the contrary, bad the McCarthyites
*Hat¢néd to Mr. DAvITT In the matter of the
Irish Land bill, Mr, PArNELL would have
once more loomed up as a redoubtable figure
in Irish politics at the next general election.

Invading ths North Woods,

these schemes should be successful, the
destruotion of the State woods will not be
long delayed, and tho proposed State park
will bo disparked before it is established,
Our esteemod contemporary, the Herald,
glves this account ol tho projected rallroads:

If the North Woods ara opened by these
raliroads, great tracts which still remain
heavily woodad on acoount of their present
remotoness and Inacessibility will roon be
denuded. The axe will ba heipsd by the
carelesgness of the railroad Inborers and the
sparks from the locomotives, Avarice and
oarelessness will in a few years deatroy what
should be kept as & perpetual sprotaction of
the Hudson and & pleasure resort and
health resort for the people of the State.

The destruction of the Adirondacks means
the dwindling of the Hudson to a summer
brook. That noble river and its tributaries
will be dangerous, swollen floods in the
spring, streamlets or dry beds in the sum-
mer. The wholoe Btate and Io par-
tioular the dwellers In the prosperous
towns and citles along the Hudson
have a vital Intorest In the preservation of
the Adirondacks. The question is not one
of sentiment, not does it concern the sports-
man and the health sseker merely or maln-
Iy. It affects the commerolal power and
preatige of New York, and the health and
comfort of future residents along the Hud-
son and Its aMuents. If possible, the bulld-
ing of these proposed rallroad lines should
be stopped. It would seem to be the busl-
nessof the Forest Commissloners to try to
keep the railroads out of the Adirondaocks.
It Is true that tho General Rallroad law of
1890 provides that the Commissioners of the
Land Office “ may grant to any domestlo
rallroad corporation any land belonglog
to the Btate excepting the reservation at
Niagara and the Concourse lands at
Coney Island,which may ba required for
the purpose of its road, on such terms as
may be agreed on by them." The Commis-
sloners of the Land Office are the Lieuten-
ant-Governor, the Speaker of the Assembly,
the Becretary of Btate, the State Treasurer,
the Btate Comptroller, and the State Engl-
neer and Burveyor. To thess Commiasion-
ers one of the proposed lines, the Adirone
dack and 8t. Lawrence, has applied for per-
misslon to crosa the Btate lands In the Adl-
rondacks, and the application has been re-
ferred to the Attorney-General, who bas
becn Instructed to deflne the powers of the
Commissioners and the lawof 1890. That
law did not go into effect until May 1, and
the Commissioners may be called upon to act
in & matterof the utmost importance almost
befora they have had time to conalder the
pature of theirdutiea. They areall, however,
men of high character and sound judgment,
and we cannot doubt that they are fully
aware of the necessity of preserving the
Adirondack woods. The language of the
statute seems to be permissive merely.
The Herald quotes Attorney-General Ta-
BOR as saying that * the Land Commission-
ers have no power over the forest lands, and
the Foreat Commission now has all the
power that it ever had." Probably the
ocourta will have to settle the matter; and
meanwhile every New Yorker who ia not
interested In the bullding of the projected
rallroads should congtitute himself a society
for the preservation of the North Woods and
the North River.

A Yankee Ferment,

The Btate of Massachusetts had a round
dozen of members in thelast House of Rep-
resentatives. Under the new apportion-
ment It will have thirteen. In any other
Btate than Massachusotts the addition of
a single member to & delegation of twelve
would scarcely furnish an occasion for ani-
mated controversy, but it has already had
the effect of setting the Bay Htate by the
ears and disturbing the placid existenca
of Messrs. HoAr and DawEs, two venerable
Senators in Congress. For many years
these statesmen have held up the two ends
of Masaachusetts, and very little of a polit-
feal nature has been done there without
thelr participation. They have stood like
plllars, DAwes among the Berkshire hills and
HoARr with his ancient and corrugated coun-
tenance turned toward the Atlantic, the ac-
knowledged exemplars and champlons of
the sternest conservatism.

Times change, however, even In Massa-
chusetts, If Benators don’t; and as the result
of recent upheavals, the Legislature now
containe a much smaller number of back
numbers than usual, with a larger nssort-
ment of coltlsh youngsters,whe have not the
fear of Hoar or Dawes belore thelr eyes.
They constitute a majority of what Is known
in pompous phrase as the * Special Sub-
Committes of the Congressionnl Redistriot-
ing Committee," and they have reported a
new scheme that Is caleulnted to make the
Massachusetts elders truly unhappy.

It is customary In most States, when ar-
ranging an apportionment, to make an
equitabla division of populntlon, so that the
claims of nelghborhood and a uniformity of
Interests may be preserved. Thus New
York city has olght Congressmen, Brooklyn
four, and Bufllalo, Byracuse, Albany, and
Rochester one each, The remaining eigh-
teen ore divided nmong the other sectlons
of the State on a torritorlal bnsis, Appor-
tlonmenls are not made up In that way
in Masenchusetts, For lpetance, Boston Is
slashed into four par:e, and to each is added
a few towns, without much regovd to prox-
Imlity or approprintencss. In tho lirst place,
the youngsters of this sub-commitice have
chipped out of Boston Wards Four and Five
—sepamted by the Charles Rver—and tacked
them on to Lynn, Nahant, Malden, Swamp-
scott, and Saugus, and thus put Husgy
CaBor Lopak on & sound fooling for re-
cvlection. Then they have taken Wurds
Nine, Ten, and Twelve, which lnclude the
Common, the DBoston jal), and the Oid
Colony Rallrond terminus, and added them
to Cambridge, Woburn, Sumerville, and
Waltbham, and some other places, to mnke
up the district now represented by BHERMAN
Hoar. Hoanr I8 n Mugwump, nnd his die-
trict is to be so changed ns to shut hilm
out of uny chanve of reélectlon, nn act of
rank revoltagalnat the oMceholding riglts
of the Hoar family, and Inteaded t» make
enny the success of n true-blue Republican
from the district In 1892, Wards Thirteen,
Fourteen, nnd Filteen, which are lu South
Boston, have besn tacked on to Milton and
Quiney, and In consequence, us the Bownfon
Herald lnforms na, *' there was n howl ol in-
diguation when the members heard of this
plan, and were vot Invited to express Lheir
oplnion before it was doolded upon,"” One of
the howlers, a gentleman named Briss,
ono of the old guard of bLaatifle, bric-d-brae
siatesmnen, was, suys the Herald, *'the must
disgusted oo at the State House." When
Mr. Bumss lenrned that It was Intended to
Join Dorchester with Bouth Eoston, Quiney,
and Miltoo, he al once sent a nots to the
committen; but one of tha flippant young
men answerel that as there were 47 Bena-
tors and 240 Reprasentatives, it would be Im=
possible to nsk thew all in to Nind out what
sulted them.

As o matter of fnet noludy asked BLiss,
and so he will have to suffer in sllence, with
Hoar ond Dawrs ns his ecompanions, To
describe all the changes which the newcom-
ers have wrought in the districts might be
tedious, but it may as well be admitted
that Danvers s to be taken out of the Essex
county district and that North Andover will
be with Lowell and so will Woburn, But
FPeabody is to remaln with Salem and Tope-
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fleld, ladculnn mc.rm nnlnmm
Cohasset, while the Attleboros will still bs
with Sbaron, and Chicopes with Long
Meadow and Tolland.

No tidings have reached us conoerning
the maner in which these changes have boen
rocelved by the Massachusetts people.
Menwhile, thoss of the back-number Bay
stateemon who have hair to pull, sre
representsd as now pulllng It; those who
have none are deploring thelr defiolency,
and the disrespectful and unmannerly
youths who have treated the towns and
wards of the old Commonwealth like
Bullercup's bables, by mixing them up, de-
clare that the discomfiture of thelr oppo-
nents Is an abundant reward for thelr
efforts. Unfortunately, no reapporiion-
ment can reach HoAr and Dawes, for they
are Senators; but wears told that coming
ovents cast thelr shadows before.

The Queen Versus s Thief.

From s paper printed In the maritime
town of Coleraine, county Londonderry,
provinee of Ulster, Ireland, we quote the
following report of & trial In the Coleraine
Patty Besalons, bafore the Right Hon. Bir H.
H. Bruce, Bart, Capt. Gaar, R. M., and five
Justices of the Peace. We print here merely
the initlals of the offender’s name given in
the court report:

Y The Quesn, at the prosscution of Pergeaat Ononew
Witanr, Castlerock, eharged a Iad of 14 years, named
J— W — with sisaling four hens, the proparty of the
Rav. Janes Anssrnowo, and one hen, the property of
Mr. Joux Cintow. The orisomer plended gulity, The
Bergoant stated that the valus of ihe hens was under
fivesblilings. The boy Lad sold them to & lady In Lhe
nelghborhood.

*The father of the boy siated that he Intanded 1o
send him to Amerien, whers he had a brother and
unels already reslding.

**The bench (the boy's fasher promising to make resti-
tution for the cost of the fowis and to pay costa and
also to send the oy to Amarica within four wesks)
postponed thelr decislon until that day four weeks."

As this trial was held and this promlse
was given In the court at Coleraine four
weoks ago, it ls to be presumed thatthe
young mapparee of Coleralns has boen
shipped to Ameriea, and he may be here by
this time.

Incidents of asimilar kind are reported,
from time to time, in the proceedings of
British courts.

An American officlal in Liverpool has re-
cently sent motice to our Government that
many lawbreakera or ex-convicts, and
mendicants or paupers, are sent to thls
country from that port. He says: "I
think that at least one hundred of theso
very objectlonablo emigrants leave Liver-
pool for New York every week."

It Is not only the British authorities that
adopt the mothod of procedure lllustrated in
the Coleralne case. We have given recently
the evidence that the eame method {8 taken
by courts and by municipal functionaries In
the German empire and also In the Austro-
Hungerian empire. Certaln classes of
offenders are offered the alternative, im-
prisooment or emigration; and starvelings
are shipped off to save the expense of keop-
Ing them In the poorhouse.

Our Btate Department has just begun to
investigate this nefarious business, so far
as Germany Is concerned in It. Becretary
BrLAINE has Instructed our MIinister at Ber-
lin to lay before ths German Government
the case of NIKOLAUS BADER, a felon, who,
when he recently arrived at the Dargoe
Office, admlitted that he had besn sent here
at the expense of the authoritles of the town
of Btanzach,

The Austrian practice has just been lllus-
trated by newn from Vienna referring to the
case of anotorlous swindler, who, when ar-
restod, “intimated hls readiness" to go to
Ameriea if released from the peualty of tho
law, His intimation seems to have ralsed
no surprise. We have not yet learned
whether his offer has been accepled by the
Court; but, if It has been, the Inspectors at
the Barge Office must kgop a lnokout for
Prince KARn LICATENSTEIN of Vieuna.

Now, tho nelarious and scandalous prace
tice which exists In several European Btates
of sending miscreants and mendicants to
this country must be brought to an end, and
ended forever. Buch Immligrants will not
hereafter be permitted to land at any of our
ports or to come here by way of Canada.

We serve notice to this effect upon all the
Governmenta, authorities, and courts in all
the countries of Europe, including the Petty
Besslons at Coleraine, the town functionarles
of Stanzach, and the courts of Viennn,

A Union Leaguo Bluuder,

The first essentlal to politleal reform
would appsar to be an acourate knowledge
of existing political conditions,

In the Unlon League Club of this city
thero I8 8 Committea on PollUcal Relori.
That committee on Thursday evenlng pre-
sented o report on tho subject of immigra-
tion. A considerabla portion of the report
I devoted to a discussion of past and ex-
fsting methods of naturallzation, and tho
document concludes with a proposed peti-
tion to Cougress, beginnlng thus:

*Wae respocifolly ask your honnrable bndy to ennct &
Iaw er laws which stimil resiriet the power 1o the bed
eral courts of conferring cltlzensbiip of the United
Miated,"

Ot course this recommendation Is based on
the notion that the Btata courts as a rule are
more careless In ndmitting allons 10 citizen-
ship thau the courts of the United States,

That assumption 1s not founded on fact.

Howover it may have been yours ngo, the
mothods of naturalization In the State
courts now compire favorably with thoso
of the Federal telbunals.

Not ounly I8 this true, but tho practiess of
tho Federal courts in making pew cltizens
have intely become 60 scandalous as toat-
tract the attention of Congress and recelve
the emphatie condempation of the Republi-
ean Judiclary Commniittee of a Republican
House of Representatives!

Has the Comunittes on Polltical Reform of
the Union Lesgue Club aver sean o report of
the Committee on the Judiclary, glviug the
results of “an Invustigation of cartain nls
loged Illegal practioes of the United Biates
Courts,” which report was ordered to be
printed on the 17th day of February last ?

It 18 a very inleresting document. It
shows that the United Btates District Judge
for tho District of Massachusetts hus been
In the habit for years of allowlog the vlerks
or deputy clerks of the eourt to Issue patu-
rallzation papers to nliens In the absenco of
the Judge, on the theory that he was con-
structively present, and, of course, without
any actual knowledge on his part as to what
wns golng on. And Judge NELSON himself,
under whom thls ecandaluovs laxity pre-
valls, did not seem to think thero was
anythinz wrong about it when examined as
n witness on the subject. Thae Judiclary
Committes commands ths praotice of the
Massachusetts Btate courls In respect of
naturalization, ns compared with Judge
Neusox's Inexcusable methods; and statis-
ties show that ' all Lhe Btate courts through-
out the Commonwealth durlug the last year
only naturalized 1,505 allens, while the two
United Btates courts In the city of Boston
paturalized nearly or quite 8,000 allens, many
ol whom came from distant parts of the
Btate, in partles of fifty or seventy-five at a
time, sometimes provided with only two wid-
neases lo testify for all."

That the naturalizsation laws should be unl-

lamlr and more m lﬂlhm in
the Btats courts generally may be conceded ;
but that the Federal coutts have shown any
such superfority In their methods as to re-
quire the entire business of naturslisation
to be turned over to them, is a proposition
which will not sariously bse maintained by
any one familiar with the abusse in the Fed-
eral courts developed by the Republican Ju-
diolary Committeo of the Republican Fifty-
first Congreas,

Fine Types of Manhood.

It Is acceptable news from Mexico that
President Diaz's Government has at last taken
n stand wmgalost the overrledzing of the
natlonal eredit for the building of railroads.
It Is high time for Mexieo to ‘eall a halt in her
subsidizing polley, and to take warning fmm
the financial ruin of the Argentine Govero-
ment, nond from the fall of Brazilian credit
throngh that poliey. In Mexieco, within the
past tem or itwelve years, the. Government
has subsidized railroads untll, st this time,
its financial obligations to them amount to
nearly $100,000,000. Twelve years ago .there
wern but 372 miles of raliroad in the country,
while now, according to & report just made,
there are nenrly 6,000 milex. Few of the lines
are paying expenses, and the traffic over many
of them [s very light.

Preaident D1Az holds that the existing lines
of raliroad are all that will be needed for
many years to come, and Ia oprosed to the
continuance of the subaidizing poliey aa dan-
gerous to Mexlcan eredit. There Is reason 1o
believe that hin views on this subieqt will meet
with the approval of the Mexican Congress.
