But far better than a wap to give
she public a clear Idea of the people who
dwell in Russia’'s new Aslan empire, Is the
series of )ife-slze el bnologleal models, repre-
senting all of the tribes and nations from
Blberls to the Afghan frontler, that may
pow be seen at Mosoow. No people in the
world bave witnessed such remarkable
in their country, In their babits,
views of lite as the abo-
ropresentad Lo these lile-
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-nm Heore, rot Instance, are types
of thet of Turkomans whose ohlel do-
oipation a few years ago was stealing Per-
slan, slaves to sell In Bokhara and other
states alopg the big rivers. They knew
nothing of settled ' government, waged war
almost incessantly une upon the other, and
lived By efim’e. To-day they no longer ko
on slave ralds, the wild .hors*men have
turned to peacelal puruulb. urder relgns,
and alave markets are no’more; for slavery
has been aboliahed. In 1888 l!okhm. the
richest, most enlightaned, and most holy of
the Mohammedan natlons of Central Asla,
deolared the complete abolition of alavery;
and the 40,000 Persian slaves who were found
in Khiva were long ago restored to the land
of their fathers.

It ia worth while to obtaln a clear concep-
tion of the agencles that have wrought this
wonderful socisl revolution. Foremost
among them I Gen. ANNENKOFF'S rallroad,
which the Russiaus mistakenly call “the
longest raliroad in the world.” At the Mos.
cow exhiblUon there is auserles of models
which tell the story of this great work,
showlog how It was carried across the deaert,
the struggle with the enoroachlog sands,
the surmounting of engineering difculties,
and the bullding of a great bridge with tim-
ber brought from Europe.

This falr would not be a rapresoutame
exhiblition if there wero not a fine collection
of the manufactures for which Central Asis
has been famous for centuries, Visltors to
the Moscow falr will soe models of Bok-
haran houses.fitted with the heavijest and
softest of hanglogs, fabrics of beautiful de-
slgn in woollen, cotton, aund sllk, dellcate
and .artistlo products of the gold and silver
smith, and carpets that have been admired
for ages for softness of texture, beauty of
deaign and colorlng, nnd the great slzo of
the single woven pleco; and beslde theso
producta of Orlental art are othera showing
the assimilation ot Wealorn Ideas. Poots
who have sung the pralses o! the vine
riponed in Aslan valleys will perhaps de-
riye no poetic Inspiration from the fact that
Central Aslan wine Is ndw ‘sorved Lo the
wealthy native and his harem from bottles
with cork stoppers. The exhlbitlon also
showsthat Western ideas concerning liouse-
hold furniture, tollet articles, and many
other products have put their mark unmls-
takably upon Aslan manufactures.

The Czdr Is turning the Jews out of Rusala
and keeping the world out of Central Asins.
In the old days of caoal trafc a large quan-
tity of English wares passed from India and
Persia to the marts of Central Asla, where
the goods were none the less welcome be-
cause they were made by the hated Inficel.
To-day, with a rallroad to Samarcand, Brit-
ish trade practically has been suppressed.
The American company, which in 1887 ap-
plied for an allotment of land In the neigh-
barhood of Merv, for cotton cultivation, was
not permitted to establish Itself In the
Trans-Casplan. It ls almost Impossible for
solitary tourista to got -permission from 8St.
Petersburg to travel over the raliroad be-
yond the Casplan, though a Freoch tourist
agency has had the good fortune to lead two
small parties of alghtsecra to Bokhara and
Bamarcand. It {s evident that Russia In-
tends to monopolize about all the good that
is to come out of Central Asla, But none
the leas the world admires the remarkable
work that Rusala Is dolng, and wonders at
the political, sccial, and Industrial changes
she has wrought in fifteen years, revolu-
tionizing a great region that was wedded to
the thoughts, the prejudices, the manner of
1ife revealad In its history for ages past.

The trausformation Russla Is working in
Central Asla is a far greater wonder than
anything yet accomplished by the rivalry of
the European nations on African soll.

The Ilutor.tlon of Beer to the Boston
Music Hall,

To-night will he a great night for Buston.
The reunion of Beer and Muslc will be cele-
brated at the Music Hall. It may be two
years and it may be three sloce tho Bos-
tonlans have been permitted to sit in that
solemn temple and regale their souls with
| the playing of an orchestra and thelr in-
terlors with beer. 1In more primitive but
still recent, times the Great Organ was the
glory of the Musle Hall and wonder of the tri-
montane city, and travellers from Tatnuck
and the uttormost parts of ' Dukes and Baro-
stable heard that lnstrutment and went home
happy. Where is that Great Organ now ?
Where |s the public taste which it was sup-
posed to gratify? The time came when
Boston couldn't be Induced tn go to the
Muslc Hall and hear the wind thunderipg
and ‘sobbing o those mighty pipes,
and gaze upon the bronze BEETHOVEN
and crack peanuts stealthlly, The
fashion In amusements has changed
and broadened, and *China' or *Federal
| Btreet" played upon the Great Organ would
no longer be regarded in Boston as a satls-
{ying entertainment.

Bo the organ was takep down, and n series
of summer popular concerts was given in
the Music Hall, and beer was allowed to bLe
gold upon those sacred premises, A sigh of
regret went up from the whole State at the
desacration, but tho desecratlon pald,, we
belleve, while the Great Organ lind béeun, In
the langunge of the drawutic critics, an or-
tistlo success but a financial fallure, . The®
was someching very atiractive to the In-
genuous Boston mind in golng to those son-
certs. The music was good, but that was
not the charm, The new amusement seemeod
po dellghtfully wicked that Boston renlly be-
gan to fancy Itself an earthly paradise some-
where betwson Dresden and Paris. Some of
the straighter-laced wagg:d their heads
wisely, and wondered what Doston was
coming to, with Its fiddling and boozing,
but many of thein went, perhaps in the un-
charitable hope that they would see some-
body the worse for beer, and be able to write
ao lodignant letter about It to the news-
papers, perhaps for the sake of studying
the depravity which in the minds of many
good people I8 assoclated with the partner-
ship of music and beer.

The concerts went on proaperously uutil
the Puritan sentiment of Boston became
sroused. The Puritan sentiment can never
be happy If it sees sume one else eo, anl it
counts that day lost whoss low desvsnding
sun doesn’t see It meddling with sowmebody
else's business. The Puritan sentiment de-
cided that musle accompanied by beer was
fmmoral. Sothe Musly Hall could get po
license, and as musio without ber has no
charms to soothe the Boston breast, the
concerts were given up. A visit to Revere
Beach or a clambake at Downer's Landing
became the chief diveralon of the town In
the warm months. There was great de-
pression among the gayer bloods, aud much
complaint that the cost of liviog had been
increased by the ncoessity of golug to New
York twice or three times instead of oncen
month. But what was to be done 7 Massn-
chusotts was having one of her perlodical
temporance drunks. Bingular.y evough,
while o law was put upon the a'atuty books
to compel eodentary drinking, sedentary or
other drinking In the presence of an orches-
tra was forbldden. The little tables la the
Music Hall vibrated no longer with the
pasalon of the big trombone snd the olatter
of beer wlasees. This year, howéver, reason
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has returned. The General Court has per-
mittad the reatoration of bars and per-
pendicular imbibition, and the Muslo Hall
is permittad to hear onoe more the fury of
the orchestra and the shuffiing feot of the
walters. In Boston, by the way, the walters
wenr glanses as wall as oarry them.

“ We ahm.ﬂd go to thess conceria to be
amused,” says our thrilling Mugwamp con-
temporary, the Boston Post. *'We recelve
enough musical Instruction durlng the
musical season. We pay a heavy tributes to
Art, and In the summer we need relaxation.”
It would be as useful to tell the Boston
peopls to avold self-consclousnesa. They
exist to Instruct and to be instructed, and
the solemn task of gel’-improvement and of
improving others aits heavy on their mouls.
A citizen of this town might find the Muslo
Hall * pops” amusing, but ho would wonder
why the Boston psople do. They ait through
the concerts with a mien reverential and ap-
prociative, or disdainful and condemnatory
aoflording to the nature ol the programmo
ancdthe names of the composers represanted
on It. They want muslo that Is grand,
gloomy, and peculiar, above all, instructive,
and the cheery, devil-may-care tunes that
make tho best minstrelsy of summer, aro an
abomination to tholr oyes, Wo say to theic
oyes, for Lthe programmo seems to glve the
cue. Ono night, Itis related, no programmes
could ba had, on account ot a printers’ strike.
That night. Horr Waoxzr and Monslour
OrrespAch wers applauded equally. 'Tisa
queer sound, though, the Boston applause,
something liko the crackling of twigs on a
irosty morning.

Don't be frivolous If you go to the Boston
Musie Hall. Don't imagine that you are
there to converse and make merry. You
are Ina sohool room, and you must learn,
not play, A hiss aaof Germnn opera fanat-
{es will probably smack you on the car if
your attitude ian't revcrential during the
musie. Indigenous swells may havoa larger
liberty. Itls rocognized that Lhey are try-
ing to teach Boston & naw codo of behavior.
Forelgners, too, are treated with indulgonce,
and it Is sald that fivo or six, eepecially ple-
tureaque of board, halr, and deineanor, are
retalned to give the place an exotio alr.
Thus are the Bostonlans entioed to go there
and get a glass of beer and a gloss of travel,
and soe the great world. Thoy don't driuk
very much beer. Beerls cheap, but not ns
cheap as -Lhey are frugal. Besides, they
have, as everybody knows, an analytl-
enl mind. They would bo happler If
thers were & chomical oorner to the
Music Hall, and they could amnalyze
each glass of beer when It Is brought
to the table, just as they analyze the music
and their emotions at hearing it, the soclal
status of Lthe persons about them, and the
physiological, psychological, and othlcal e!-
fect of the pretzels.

It Is not for outsiders to question the cus-
toms of a people. Doubtless Boston enjoys
{tsalf in Its industrious and unsmiling way.
We copgratulate her on the revival of the
beer pops, and we hope that enough musical
critics will stay in the town through the
summer to tell hor what muslec she llkes.
