"We received Information this atternoon
that the houss in China had suspended and
that the branch houses at London and New
York were 1o follow this exampla. We hat had
no premonition of i{t. Ican say nothing mora,
exoont that a statament will be made in & fow
days."

Tho oMees of the firm In this olty are at 60
Wall sirest. The houss Is one of the old«
est and Lest-known Ameriean firms In
the Chion trade. 1t msarted eixty-eight
years ago as successors of Perkina & Co,
of Boston. For many years the hesdquarters
wers at Hong Kong, with branch offices in
most of the China ports, and the firm were
originally large owners of steamships em-
ploved In Chinevs waters. Thelr credit has al-
waya stood high in this and other markets,
the wealth of the present firm belng eatimuted
at over $300,000. The firm consists of W. H.
Forbes, H. D. Forbes, John M. Forbes,
Jr., C. Vinesnt Bmith, Goorge M. Wheeler,
B. W. Pomeroy. and E H. M, Huntiogton.

Their business of late yeara has been
alwost entirely & eominisslon Dusiness, tens
and sllks being thelr main trade. Thoy took
orders to Import Chinese manufnctures and
products, and also fllled orders for Chiness
aceount, Iradstresi'a report of April 15 sald
that the firm was then engaged In organizing
a bank in London to do general bankio in
Hong EKong and other Chinuse porta. ey
were to be the general agents and managers
of the bank.

It is ton early to sum up the sffast of the
textimony already taiken upon the mind of the
Britlsh matron. who, as these good Iadlas will
admit, has n groat deal to do in moulding
public opinlin. 1t Is anfe to say, howsver, that
both the plaintifT In thislibal sult. *ir Willlam
Gordon-Cumming, and the refendants, Ma
and Mra.

ance in eourt. Everybody expected him Tedn
thils, and nobody would have been disappointed
had he done so, but to the sstonishmaent af
almost everybody present, ths Lord Chis?
Justiee bad hardly settled himre!f comfortably
in the cushions of bia chair and just emitted
the solemn “hem™ praliminary to saring
somothing, when Albert Edward. Prince of
Wales. s1lll accompanied by his Plaithful ri-
wate Beorotary, Bir Francls Kncllys. entered
the court in better condition, it would seem,
than upon the oceasions of his two previous
visits, bowing and smillng to the audlence
assembled, who respectfully rose 1o their feos
as the jovial helr apparent appeared,

As he drew near tn the bench the Prinece
bowed 1o the Lord Chiel Justice snd tothe
ladive on the latter's right, and then. alter s
oulck glonea around the ecourt in which he
peomed to take Ip eversthing and sverybody,
he settled himsell down comfortably in the red
valvet arm chuir on tne Chiel Justice's left.
wiped lis bald spot tenderly with a snotiess
white handkerchief. satiled the cressss of his
clothes with a gentle hund. adjvsted his neok-
tlo earefully and was prepared for the business
of the day.

Immedintely upon the Prince of Waleshaving
gettled himsell to his sutisfaction and to the
rellel of all present, Bir Charles ltussell. Joad«
ing counsel for tie defendayts, slowly aroes
from his tent, bowed tothe Lbrd Chief Justice,
to tho members of the bar, and to the ladies,
and commenced his nddrass on behall of hig
elionts. Hir Charles Legan snenking in alow,
distiuct volee, 1he toues of whieh hy gradually
raised untll thedistipguished lowyer was heand
clearly throughout the court,

Bir Charlea ealil that bis eliénts had been,
much ngatnst their wishes. corapelled to take
tbe conrse which they bad adopted.
