We do not question that Sir
Winniay Gonbox-CoMMING was gulity of
chenting; his behavlor, when charged with
the offenee, can be explalued upon no other
theory. I is extremely doubtful, however,
whether any jury would have convicted
him on the evidence of his accusers, and

tho conciugive testimony agalnst him
waa hls  written agreement never to
play caris agaln. In return for that

agreement, “which stripped the unhappy
minn of nll means of defence, they who
wruag it from him bound themselves to
absolute secrvey regarding his wrongdoing.
The pledge was broken. Who broke it?
With ons exception, all the persons cog-
nizant of the affair swore in the witness box
that they had never diviigad It to a human
belng. The excention was the Prince of
Wares, who, signifleaully enough, was not
qu#stioned on the point by counse! on either
sldo, We eay significantly, because CuM-
sina had tesufied that he lirst learned that
the promise of sovrecy had been violated
through Lady Bnooxe, who, on the plat-
form at a rallway station, taunted him
with having been detectad In cheatlng
al cards. Now, there Is no mystery
whatever about the channel through which
Lidy Brooxe mlght have recelved the In-
formsdon, Did she receiva it through that
channel 7 The counsel, ns we have sald, re-
fralned from putting the question. Did they
know that the Prince of WaLEs had blabbed ?
It Is certainly not easy to nccount for their
obliging forbearance upon any other hy-
pothiesis, Batif it be true that the Prince
ohtained from a friend o virtual confeselon
of shameful behavior, and then, after giv-
ing a solemn pledge of socrecy, divulged
the misdead to the world, ho is certainly not
qualified to serve as a model of the conduct
becoming an officer and a gentloman,
Altogother, the Prioce of WaALEs must re-
gieb that he ever paid that visit to Tranby
Croft. The loyalty of tho Non-conformlsts
will not survive the disclosure of his gam-
ung habits, but what may gall hlm still
more is the reprobation of his brother officers.
His willlagness to conalve at retalning a
card sharper on the roll of the British army
will not bo readily condoned; and his repu-
'tation for trustworthiness will suffer unless
bho can manage to efface the deepening lL-
pression that he Is himsell responsible for
the divulgation of s painful story.

He bas devoted some attention to histor-
teal researches and has produced credita-
ble historical and blographiocal writings.

The pressnt requirements are good spelllog,
legible writing, Intelligence enough to write
an original letbar, famillarity with certain
branchea of arithmetle, and a elight knowl-
edge of Amorican history. A knowledso of
American history is a very good knowledge
for an American citizen to have, but why
should It be required of a Government
elerk? Is thore some mysterious charm in
American history so that even a slight
knowledge of It makes n man better fitted
to do the jobs set for a Government clerk 7
Will knowing the date of the battle of Ben-
nington or the Mecklenburg Declaration
make & man add a column of figures cor-
rectly or keep a cleaner set of books ? Why
will a man be the better clerk for kmowing
these things than for knowing how to play
thes banjo or turn a double flipflap ?

Where did the civil service reformers get
the notlon that a Government clerk should
have n slight knowledge of American his-
tory ? s it the custom of private business
firms to employ no clerks that have not at
least & slight acquaintance with American
history ? Does Mr, RoosEvELT examinats
candidates for the post of cow puncher on
his ranche in American history ? Can he tell
at this moment when glavery was Introduoed
into the colonies? Can Mr. Commissioner
TrOMPSON give the name of the last royal
Governor of South Carolina? Can Mr, Com-
missioner LYMAN give the date of the founda-
tion of New Haven? WIill thess gentlemen
or anybody elss Ioform us why a slight
knowledge of American history should be
required of a Government clerk or any other
kind of a clerk ? As an historian Mr. Roose-
vELT I8 best qualified to give the Informn-
tion sought. WIill he not do it when he has
equelehed the dissatisfaotion in the Twenty-
first district ? The commercial world Is even
moro deeply Interested than the Government
in getting good clerks.

The Toves of Men of Uenlus.

Mr. THOMAS HIrcHCOCK has just pub-
lished n delightful book on the * Unhappy
Loves of Men of Genlus," and the Messrs,
HARPER have Issued the volume in a taste-
ful typographle form which well befits the
dolleacy of its subject and the literary grace
of Is treatment.

Mr. Hrroucock 1 one of those men who
can be truly described as a man of learning,
even at this time, when the term implies so
much. What he knows he knows exactly
and thoroughly; and, as the rango of hls
study end information Is wide, including
many and various tislds of thought and in-
quiry, the acouraey and the profundity of
his Knowledge sre the more remarkable.
Hoe Is one of the most learned and sagaclous
writern on floance at this day. He
{2 also distingulshed n8 & practical
financler, of a Judgment which Is al-
most unerring. He was educated as
a lawyer, and his ossociates at the Law
Bchool of Harvard, lmpressed by his high
intellectual ability and his extraordinary
grasp of legal principles, expected for him a
career as a great jurist. But these very
qualities made the routine of legal practice
distasteful to him, and as, happlly, he was
able to turn whither he chose, he has found
more gratelul occupation In sclentific and
philosophic study and reflectlon touching
the causes and Influences which determine
and affect the material conditions of human
society, and mould and color its intallectual
and spliritual development.

The subject which he treats In the beautl-
ful volume published by the HARPERs has s
peculiar charm and Interest for Mr. Hircr-
COCE, whose mind Is of a poetic cast hardly
leas pronounced than its phllosophle and
severely Intellectual character. Of all the
forces affecting mankind, the passion or
sentiment of love is the strongest, unless it
be religlon; and even of religion love Is an
integral part. The two arc Interwoven in
the whole history of the race, and in thelr
manifestation they are closely simllar. The
ecstasy of the enraptured saint and the
transports of the enamored lover are very
much allke; and as religlon grows more
spiritual, love becomes more elevated,

It Is of this elevated love that Mr, Hrrom-
COCK treats in this volume with the delicacy
and sympathy of an author capable of its
fullest understanding and interpretation,
Atatime when even the lovellest women
writers are pleturing loveas a carnal and de-
vouring lust only, he celebrates it as a
poetie Inspiration and a lofty and refining
influence In the lives snd characters of
men of genlus. He tells of the loves of
GmpoX and Mme, NECKER, of Dr, JOEXBOX
and Mrs. TARALE, GOETHE and CHARLOTTE
vON STeIN, MOZART and ALOYSIA WEBER,
CavoUR and an unknown divinity, and Ep-
WARD IRVING and JANE BAILLIE WELSH,
afterward the wife of THOMAS CARLYLE. In
ench of these cases both the men and the
women were distinguished for thelr gifts
and sccomplishmonts, and In none was the
sontiment manifesterd otherwise than in its
purest form. It was respect, admiration,
and friendship elevated and translated into
exalted and poetio love. In the case of
GispoN it yielded eventually to sslflsh
prudence, but the unalloyed sentiment itself
remalned long in both his own mind aud
Mme, Necxen's, if, indeed, It did not con-
tinue vital to the very end of the'r lives,

All the loves described by Mr, HiTCcECOCK
wero unhappy in their consequences, eo far
as concerns the fruition of marriage, though
in the men more especially they produced a
profound effect extending through their
whole careers and serving an Important
purpose in their development. Buch sentl.
ment is really stronger In men than women,
It goes deeper and It rises higher, the ma-
ternal lnstinet, and not love for the lover,
belng the overmastering passion In women,
When womean love men the most, the ma-
ternal quality most dlstingulshes thelr sane
timent for them.

Bo far as Mr. HircrOoOCK'S book teaches
any definite lesson, the lesson may be that
the ideal love of the man of genius, bred and
fed by the Imagination, is not likely ever to
find satisfaction in matrimony. It can sub-
sist only in the imagioation; and that ia the
explanation of the frequency of unhappy
muriages among mea of genius. They
loved not mortal women, but Immortal
divinities created by thelr poctle fancy.
But the run of men are not men
of genius. Those rare beings are soat.
tered singly and at long intervals in the
history of the race, Usually tho marriage
of one man to one woman (8 the most suc-
ecossful of human compacts and unions, as
the results of the multitude of June wed-
dings now occurring will bear r d wit-
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the facts presented In & manner so engaging.
His volume Ia an Important contribution to
Nterature, and it Is of universal Interest.

The Tin Plate Trust.

Tua Welsh tin plate combination, one of
the most riotioeable developments of reeent
business agitation, has decided to shut
down, for tha major part of it, during the
coming July. According to the London
Times's statement of a few weeks Ago,
about slghty per vent, of the tin plate man-
ufacturers were in the agreement that con-
stitutes a “combing,” as our antl-monop-
olists understand it, and the assent of the
remainiler was looked for. At any rate, the
tin plats busineds la already enough of &
trust for wearly fifty works to shut down in
unison in order to squeexzs the general
product down 1o the dimensions of the most
advantngeons markoet,

The tariff, however, which accordiog to
antl-trust argument of the fres trade sort,
would naturally, if not ncceasarily, bo the
foundation of this British trust, happena to bo
in force in America. It isoften a hard job
to make tho facts accord with the theory.

Thoughts on a Foundling Asylum.

1t lsaram pleasure to find in the blue-
coversd magazine established by Uncle
EvARTS a contribution from a literary Con-
sul of the old-tashioned sort. Ths Reporia
in recent years have run mostly to tarifl
statistics and arld tabular statemsants of
trade. The cultivation of style for its own
sake, the formulation In felicitous phrases
of graceful and well-consldered sentiment,
have been too mmuch neglected by the Con-
euls in thelr officinl communioations to
the Department of State. Give us back
the litorary Consul, and may his adjectives
never withor!

Our very ablo and Intelligent representa-
tivo at Bordeaux, Mr. Honace 4, KxowLES
of Delaware, has recently visited the inter-
esting institution established near that
town In 1619 by Mademolsells TAxzIA for
the reception of foundlings, and known as
L'Hosplce des Enfants Asslstés. His Im-
pressions and reflections have been com-
municated to Secretary Brarxez, and pub-
lished by the lattor in the last number of
Cousular Reports. We need not apologize
for reproducing In generous extracts the
best parts of this notable eszay on found-
ling asylums. Consul EXOWLFS begins with
a description:

“How many Rousseavs,” asks Consul
Kxowwnes of Becretary BraiNe, *have there
been in France 7 And then the Conaul fur-
uishes the SBeoretary of State with the an«
swer: “It la pot diMeult to determine; the
statistics of every foundling asylum are at
your disposal."

Lot us now return with Consul KxowLes
to the sombre structure of Munich granite
on the bank of the Garonne, from which
Mmaneav and Bt. VINCENT DR PAUL, JEAN
Jacques, Hazurrr, and PraTo have led his
offlclal pen so far. We enter and Inspect tha
two hundred and fifty eribs, "each as neat
und as clean as the active white-capped Sis-
ters of Charity who move nolsalessly about' :

ture, publishes to the country through the
Government Printing Offlce:

This chalr is the well-known four, Intended
for the receptun of abandooced infants, Lut
now fnllen into disuss throughout France,
Even in 1870 there were only four tours still in
operation In that country. The modern
method of reception requires a minute In-
terrogation ol the mother by the asylum
clerk, and the full record of her name, age,
occupation, and future Intentions with re-
spect Lo tha Infant she brings. 1f she desires
to claim ths child atsume future time, a
colored ivory neckince Is hung about Its
neck, blue beads for boy bables and red for
girls. If the mother abandons the child for-
ever, the necklace iz white, A sllver medal,
with the figure of St. VINCENT DE PavUL on
one side and n number on the reverse, ls at-
tached to the necklace, and both the neck-
lace and the tag remain upon the foundling
until it Is 12 years old,

Consul KxowLEs's lmagination, however,
dwells longer on the earlier and more dra-
matioc method ol reception by the turn of
the wheel:

Politics, the Young Man, and Hls Girl.

Mr. JoRN BULLIVAN CLARKsS0OX has sent
from Europe, where he is now engaged in
etudying clvil service reform, inthe progress
of which he takes so much Interest, a letter
accepting the Presidency of the Natlonal
League of Republican Clubse, In discours-
ing of the policy which the League should
pursue, he recommends that the educational,
moral, political, musical, and goclal influence
of women should be mhde use of, “We
should utilize,"” he says, *Lthe friendshlp of
Republican women in these olubs. Young
men can carry on the discussions or debates;

thusinsm and intelligenca of the nelghbor-
hood can thus be utilized for the service of
the Republican party, otherwise the causs
of good government. In this way the
lelsure of winter months can bs made the
most profitable and effective for the party.”
Mr. CLARKSON sitrikes a rich veln here; the
only doubt is whether he can work it. If
the young women can bo Induced to go to
the Republican club meetings, the young
men will be unable to stay away, and
the songs and recitals will be appre-
clated much more than the talk about
the McEmxpLEy blll or gerrymandering
in Mlehigan. A cholr of pretty girls trolllog
out Republican campalgn ditties would
ba Irresiatible In the country towns unless
the Democrats could meet the emergency
with prettler girls, belter slngers, and more
catching tunes, The competition of the
campalgn poets vught to produce somsthing
really creditable under such inspiring clre
cumstances. The author of that unfeeling
but truthful Republican song, ' GROVER'S
in the Cold, Cold Ground,"” which was bawled
out without mitigation or remorse of volce
by 8o many bundred thousand throats in
1848, might spring azain to the heaven of
highest-hearted song, and some Democratio
bard migh! fire a dynamite ballad at the G.
0. P. Bince the days when the supporters
of the great-great-grandfather of the Hon.
BeENJAMIN HarnmsoN McKee rejoiced In
such beautiful distiches os:

This ball we rall,"
and the potent assertion that

thio married, and often very illemarried,
arts of poesy and music hava been employed
to gibe at the opposition party and extol the
other, and the “Campalgn Songstar" and
the campalgn singer have done their best,
which bhas usunlly been very bad Indeed. If
a majority of the young women of the conn-
try can be persuaded to take part In the
next campalgn, that campaign will sing as
woll as hum, and their influence will reflne
and refresh campalgn poetry. The educa-
tional effect of the sort of campalgn which
is proposad by the Iowa Gulllotine might be
less than bhe imagines. The young man who
goes to church with his particular Inexpres-
sive she, tends rather to ldolatry than to
theology; and the young man who sits next
to her at o Republican elub meeting will not
bave an eye single or & mind open to re.
marks about the tin plate industry or the
protection of pup seals In Bebring Bea.
There will be a good deal more fun, but the
interest In purely politiesl questiops will
bardly be enlarged. It may bo urged that
the young men will be stimulated to greater
preparation and exertion, in ordeér Lo distine.
gulsh themselves In dobates that are to be
heard by so delightful an audlenoe, but will
this be the case? The gift of persusaive
spocch is most valuable to a young man
when be ecan employ It suoceasfully
in pleading his own cause belore
Corip C J.; sod this power of pri-
yate orstory will be worth more among the
young women than any amount of spsechoea
stuffed with facts from the campalgn text
book, or the greatest effort of the member
for Buncombe, Women have fallen ln love
with men for many reasons since Mines.
EvE gave up Paradise for pomology ; but did
anybody ever bear of a woman's falling In
love with & man because he was mighty in
denouncing the Cottonsced Trust or fall of
figures in regard to the Aperioan tyade with

West Afrien ? The youth who 1s the best
collar and elbow wrestler In his nelghbor-
hood will be more looked up to by the In-
digenous damscls than the serious young
man who wrestlea with the Customs Admin-
Istrative bill; and a wellset-up figure Is
better than many Pub, Docs. Doubtless the
young womeh will listen patlently, but it
any great oumber of them are to take an
absorbing Interest In politics, they will be-
comae politics In the eyes of the men, and the
Internal economy of the Republican party
will not be benefited thoreby. No man can
80rve two masters, and though politics is a
fascinating pursult, we suppose that Col.
CLARKBON will not pretend that it is more
fascinating than the new element which
he wants to lotroducn, Besides, although it
I8 ensy enough for the women to draw the
men to politienl meetinga, it will not bs so
easy for the men to draw the women.

The enthuslasm shown by the spindie side
of the Alliance In the campalgn of last fall,
eapecially In Kansas, was probably in Col.
CLaRKSON'S mind when he recommended
the Republican clubs to enlist women. That
enthuslasm took one form, however, which
Cul. CLABRKSOX cannot safely encourage if he
wants to live In peaces in thess United
Htates. The Eansas Alllance girls boycott-
ed all thelr sultors who wouldn't promise
to eupport the Allisnce ticket. The Alliance
or the mitbsn was the alternative presentod
to the young men of Kansas, Husbands
who held oui against the moble order of
Hayseeds wore boycotted by thelr wives.
Recaloitrant young mon who rejeoted
PerFER and BIMPSON were made to wear
the willow. No wonder the Alllance had a
thumping big vote, But Kaneas ls a queer
commonwealth, and its people are used to
bearing infractlons of thelr rights with
meeknesa. Many young moen bowed before
the storm. Bome of the firmer spirits lost
thelr sweethearts, and still goash thetr
teeth at the nnme of the Alliance. In most
Btates the young men ars not plgeon-
livered. They demand the girl and the
vote, too, with Ineldental protection agalnst
belng boyeotted by her. If Col. CLARKSOX'S
schems for feminine magnets at the Repub-
lican clubs Bhould be carried out fo the
extent of making the young women
as flercoly and despotically partisan
as they were In somo parts of Kan-
sas In 1899, the young men of the country
would arise in their wrath and messsacre a
fow Presidents of State Leagues, and Iowa
would betoo tropleal for her eminent alvil
service reformer. Polities is a great iosti-
tutlon, but it cannot be allowed to como be-
tween the Young Man and his Girl,
