pensiy, Juns 231.—The spesch with whioch the
Fmperor closad the session of the Pruasian
Diot yasterday Ia regarded as broad and states-
manlike, and 18 approved on all hands except
Ly some mombars of tho Upper Houss, who
wara compelled to bend to s wiil more Impert.
ous than thoirs fn eortaln moasures of domea-
tie lesisin tion demnnded for the bonefit of the
eountry nt largo. His reforenco to the proser.
yitlon of peaco was moat gratifying, and was
recolvod with a round of hearty chioers.

The Fmpoeror Is sura to do somothing char-
actariatio on these occasions. and he did not
miss the opportunity yesterdar. When he had
flulshoid his address, nnd the assombly was
wialting for Bhim to pmss out as usnal,
attoriled Ly  lis  suite, the Emporor
stopned down from thoe dmils on whieh
the throne wua areoted and advanced to Count
Bohulenburg-Beetzendor!, Ho sndok hands
w ith the Count and heartily thunked him for
tho speech Inwhiobh he defended Chancellor
von Caprivl ngainst the attack of Count
Holeothal 1o the Diet on Thursday., He far-
ther showad his approciation by appolnting
Count Bchulenburg a Lientenant-Celonel, Dy
this striking notlon the Emperor made every-
body foel.ws It wias kis Intention to do, that his
confidence in the imperial Chancellor was un-
diminished, apd that attacks upon him were
viawed with distinet disfavor. The rumors
whieh had been accumulating for some time
past predicting the downfall of the Chancellor
wore thus dlspelled with a single blow, deliv-
erod In tho most conspledous manner,

The northern tour of the Emperor is 1o ha the
most varied and elaborate he has aver entered
upon, 'he programmse hns been flzed as fol-
lows: Tha Emperor arrives at Kiel onJune 25,
whers he remalos untll the forenoon of the
gnh. Thence hoe goes with the Empress to
Hamburg., yleldina to the Invitation of the
Boants, In the afternoon of the same day, he
will embark on the stcamer First Blsmarck
for Hellgoland, where the men-of-war Mars
and Koenig Wihelm will be stationed to meat
him. During the night the feet will sall for
Wilbelmshaten, whera the Emperor Is to
witness on the 80th 1he launch of an ironclad.
In the afterncon the Emperor and Empreas
will sall on the Imperial yacht Hohenzollern
for Amsterdam, where they are to be enter-
tained soveral days by the Duteh ecourt. At
tho conoluaion of that visit thelr Majesties
will sall for Cowes, Isle of Wight, where they
become guests of the Queen of England.

Itis noticeabls that a change has been made
in the lattar part of the programme, ths im-
perial fleet golog to the Bolent instead of the
Thames, as was ot first proposed, so that the
Emperor on landing may be recelved Immedi-
ately by the Quesn. The official programme
dops not embrace the future movements of
thair imperial Majesties in Europe.

A singular confliot has arissm between the
Emperor and the directors of the Exhibition
of Works ol Art. The Committes of Belection
refusad to mocent and emciuded from the
collection & portrait of Field Marshal
von Moltke, palnted by the Hungarian
srtst Vima, and finished just previous
to the death of the great General
Vilma tried repeatsdly to obtain admission for
his ploture to the exhibition, but without suc-
oess, Finally, bo managed to gain the attens
tion of the Emperor, He carried the portrait
to the royal castle, and, obtaining an audience,
pubmitted It to the Emperor. His success was
immediate. The Emperor axamined the work
with the minutest scrutiny, was struck with its
sxcellence, and, with the memory of the Gen-
eral’s lineaments and expreseion fresh in his
mind, pra{sed the artist for their falthful and
litoliks reproduction. Not content with merely
expressing his admiration, the Emperor
purchased the portrait on the apot at & high
figure, for himself, not for the Natlonal Gallery.
Bulbsequegtly he torwarded the plcture to the
exhibitlon from which it had previously been
excluded, and ordered that it be bung in tho
best position In the gallery. This order was
earrled into effect yesterday; and artistio clr-
¢lew, whoro jenlousy of Hungarian painters 1s
rampant, are stirred from centre to olrcumfor-
enos by n sensatlon to whish they dare not
&ive volce. No Inold8ot could fllustrate more
distinctly the grip this darlog young soversign
bas upan all clasans of society.

Two of them
sscaped 1o Hamburg, and the other two eluded
the escort which was taking them to Biberin,
Ferdinand, now known as Mahmound Pasha.
was one of the latter, and the other was his
brother I'aul.who went to the United iates,
whero ho has become a prosperous merchant
In Galveston.

It has just come to light that a flendish at-
tempt was recently mado to wreok a traln near
Pankow on the rallway between Darlin and
Btottin. An offlefal. Inspecting the track at 10
o'olock at night, found the ralls tornup at o
point where tho line passes a high dam, and a
plough fixod Nrmly In the bed of the road.
The oMeer bad barely time to stop an express
train, erowded with passengers aud loaded
with treasure, which was approaching at a
bigh rate of speod. Bearch was made in the
viclnity, but no traee could be found of the
misoreants. Detsotives are now on thelr
tracks, but no srrests have yot been made.
That suech an atrocious attempt should be
made here In the heart of elviliration cavses
muoh Indlgnation.

Whan the Germans Inid selge to Strassburgin
1870 the oities of Basle, Borne, and Zurich sent
a deputation to the threatened town. offering
to remove the women and children to Swltzer-
land, and keep them there until the selge was
over. The people of Brrassburg, desiring to
perpetuate the memory ol the humane act
have decided to erect & monument in one of
those towns, The Bwiss Federal Councll has
recommended Basle, where the movement was
initiated, and it has accordlogly been resolved
that the monument shall be bullt in the publle
sqguare of that elty.

The police at Wurm, near Alx-la-Chappelle,
have arrested Theobald Schellepberg, & cun-
ning swindler and forzer, who had lived the
sembiance of a godly life, and was highly re-
epecied and trusted by the townspeopla. It
was his custom to eonduct his swindling oper-
ations under a false name from Jondon, whern
hespent mont of bis time, He malntained &
wile and family at easch place, and did a thriv-
Ing business In his nefarious occupation. His
identity bas been established beyond eavil
Ho hnd nlready been scntepced in  cone
fumaciam in glx German towns. When thess
eumnulative sentences have been served out.
England will request the extradition offthe
criminal to anewer charges agalnst him for
glmilar practices in that country.

The German Government has declded to
send two men-of-war to Chinene waters, having
concluded that the maval force now therels
Insufliclent to protect German residents and
Chbristian missionariea. The Captaius of the
outgolng vessels mre {nstrocted to take any
measures necossary to insure the safety of Ger-
mans or German interests,

The pollee of llaomburg have forbladen
wrestliog matches, bul. nevertbeless, & re-
markable struggie came off Inst night at the
Belle Alllance Club in Altona between Tom
Connor and Carl Abs. Connor undertook to
throw Abs upon his back within thirty mine
utes, Absthrew Connor in ten minutes, and,
Connor [ailing to coma to time.

PROBABIY IT WAS MARSH.

LITILE DOUBRT THAT HE OR A COM-
FPANION BTHUCK FREEMAN.,
Freeman in SBore of I-Three Detectives
from Phllsdsiphin Tracking Him
Through the Jerney Woods—The Deteo.
ive's Thres Vinlts to the Lone Ustinge
—A Vivid Deseription of the Third Visit
by Livery Htable Heepor Huorley=The
Distriot Attorney's Interview with Free.

Braryo Laxe, N. J.. June 21.—United Btates
Beeret Service Detoctive Max Frenman of
Fhilndelohia, who was murdarously assaulted
on Friday night at Oomo, near Bpring Lale,
when lie was about to urrost Prealdont Gldoon
W. Marah of the Keyrtone Dank, may live or
may dlo of his Injuries. His ohinnces sre
about even., Dr, Trout, in whoss office he lay
to-day, sald his body I8 conipletely paraiyzed,
Ho retains all his montal faculties, He suffers
Intenre paln, To.day the paln was so great
that he falnted three timas.

The generally expresssd opinion in Bpring
Lake is thot the assault on the secret service
man was not made by Marsh or any of his
friends, but by tramps or fugltives from jue-
tice other than Marsh, who may have chosen
the littlo cottage on the outskirts of Como ns &
refuge. There Is good ground to believe, how-
over, that the oplnlon s manufacturod.

Marsh and the crew that wrecked the Key-
stone Dank have many friends In Bpring
Lake, The place {s one of ths most
popular of the summer resorts on the
Jersey ocoast for DI'hilndelphin peopla. The
cottages are ownod by I'hliadelphians and
the hotols are Mlled with wealthy people
from that eity, and atlenst two-thirds of these
people sympathize with tho accused men.
Marsh'a friends In the town Insisted to.day
that the bank Presldent was safe In Drazil, and
they affected to lnugh at the (dea that he had
been pecreted In Bpring Lake, and especially
ut the detective's account of the assnult.

From Investigation made by the writer It
seoms almost certain that Marsh bhas heen
socroted hore, and that Lo or a eompanion be
bad wors willing to commlit murder to escape
arrest. On May 20 two men drove into town
In & buggy. They looked as though they
had travellad a lone distance. They went to
Timothy Hurley's stable and hired a cab. One
of the men had & two weoks' growth of beard
on his face. The other one, the man who
hired the cab, sald his name was Lober. They
ordered the driver of the cab to take them to
Manasquan to a barber shop, They were both
shaved there and were then driven back to
Bpring Lake. They went to the Essex and
Bussex Hotel, which fronts ou the occan. The
man who had had the two weoks' growth
of beard on his face ordered the car-
riage to be ment to the hotel again on
the following day In the mornlog. He re-
marked that he might want to stay in Bpring
Lake quite a long while, and he wanted a good
llvary servica. A few hours later in the evene
logon order was sent from the hotel to the
livery stable for & oarriage at once. It was
sent. The man who wanted it was the same
who bad ordered It for the followlng morniug.
Hetold thedrivertodrive him up theroad along
tlie bench, The driver left bhim, lLie thinks, nn
the beach at Como,

Timothy Hurley, the owner of the lverr
stable, had sesn Presldent Marsh on Marsh's
previous visit 1o Como.
