The proface to the beok. which 1a signed by
Gen. Dutler, is so Interesting In Iteslf that it
Is worth a complote reproduction, It Is a ehnr-
neteristic pieco of work, and, unlike most pro-
fnces, It will rocelve ns mueh attention from
thn reader aa any other vortion of the book.

*The preface ol a book.” Gen. Dutler says,
"“is usually wrltton after the book is finished,
and Is as unusually left nproad. It in not.as
& rule, therefore, either a convenienco
or a necesalty. I wenture,
It nt tho outset as a vehicle for conveying the
purnoses of writing the book at sll. Having
lived through and taken purt in a war, the
