loanes through thelr miscondue:. Of courss
this defect could be easliy remedied hr the
Leglslature, and in view of re.ent occurrences
it Is very likely that ic will be.

1should not omit to mention that thers aro
diroctors who, without the inrentive of 1he
fear of legal penaitios, and in many Inatnnces
without adequats remuonsration. do Inr more
for their constituenis than mnerely to rote lur
oMcers. Attho cost of much versonal iucon=
venlence. aad fraquontly of considerable loss
to themsslves, they ilsvote 10 the offlees of the
inatitu*ions they direct an amnunt ol time
and thought far beyond that require ! by thelr
striet duty. sad with the happiest results.
They make their institutions succeed, but
they nlso help to diffuss the unfounded bhellef
to which I called attontion & week ago, that all
direotors are bound todo 81 much asther do.
and are biamewarthy If they dn not. The
stockholders who profit by the labors of such
men are lucky, but those who do not have no
reason to complain.

And this lends me 1o remark that, in my
opiufon. the greut majority of investura ln the
stocks of corporations have nn extremely In.
adequate iden of the difMlculty of earniog Jivi-
dends upon them. nnd of the risks of loas In-
curred In couducting thelr a¥alrs The capl-
tal of a corporation, in the tirst p'sce, 4 al-
moat slways larger than that of niost private
concerns, and its bus<iness corresp ndiogly
more axtended. Otherwise thera would be no
need of ita Incorporation as & means of bring-
ing together amall amounts o) capital into one
great aggregate. With this lnerease of eapital
nnd of businesa the opportunities uf loss Are
multiplled. nnd, hampered ns ther are by a
eranse of thelr sibility, tho oMeers of the
comreany do not ususlly fesl at liberiy to take
the rlsks which Individunis do, and of thus
makiog areat profits at o single atroke. I
know that there are exceptions to thin ruls,
but, like those of the zealous and devotel
directora [ have mentione l. ther nre not fre=
quent. and should be highly prized when they
are found, Most corporations are ennduc'ad
fn a humdrum routine way. und | wonlor that
ro many of them auccead as well as they Jo.

.They mnake, wnen they make. Ly dollnrs and

eante, aod lose, whea they lose. Ly hundreds
and thousanis nf dollars. Danks, especially,
bave a hard time. Ther are the targst for
every sort of rascality of which that perpstrat-
ed by the dishionest elerk of Bhipman, Bar'ow,
Larocque & Chioate. and which cost two or
three bank= over $300.000, [s the latest mpeel-
mon ; the State Lagisiataro and Cungress are
Loth hostile to tRe n; thalr tawes aro onor-
mous, aod 80 Is their outlay for rent and elerk
hire. To meetall thess losses nnd exponses
they have to plek up ionumerabls Iit-
tle amounts of Inlercat nnd discount.
which on ® money mnarket Illke the
presont count up very s'owly indeed. Truat
compnaniea do better. because they handle
money In larger sumes; but they, oo, nre ex-
posed to the attacks of all kinds of irresponsi-
ble borrowers. whose objeut is to raise solid
eash upon moonshine schemes, and who too
frequently succeed In their efforts. Aslothe
manpazement of rallronl companies and of
manufnoturing corporntions it Is altogether
beyond my comprebension, snd, thoiefore, I
suppose 1 may fairly presume, boyond that of
the average stockholder. Those that muke
money are, apparently, the survivors in s
strugile for existenos in which the weanker
ones have gome under. Allthat an intending
purchaser of thelr stooks can do Is to guess nt
the future by the past, und bope for a con-
tinuance of good luok.

When I look back over my long Wall strect
experience and review the careers of the lun-
stitutions which make their headnuarters
there, I think the stockholders have, on the
whole, come off mueh better than they bad
any right to expect. While they are doing
pothing, or at least attending to ather busi-
noss, the men in whose hande they have placed
thelr money have been tolling and pweatiog in
their behnll, and turniug out to them divi-
dends to the earning of which thelr cofpera-
tion bas not in the Jeast eontrituted. Taking
lnto aceount the weakness of buwman nature
snd the tetaptations to which ite selfishness is
exposed, ] esteam Lhis result & mark of bigh
moral development The wopder is not
that there Is so mueb fraud and rascal-
Ity io the management of corporations, but
that there (s so little, It reminds mo of what
l.ord Cliva said to the commities of ihe
Hovse ot Commons who were lnterronuting
bim concarniog thy extortlons with wlhilch bo
wits charged in tho government of Indian,
" Gentlemen, when I conslder my opportunls
tles. 1 am astonished st my wmoderation.” Ia
the same way, when 1 eonsider bow great are
ihe opportunities of Preaidents, cashlers, and
