Three pistol shots were fired at the corner
of Thlrty-tourt- h street and First avenue yes
tordny morning.

Lawrence Coatello, who keeps a saloon at
the northwest corner of 1 hirty.fltth street and
First nveniio, says that he heard the shots,
nnd thnt immediately nltorward u man reason-
ably well dressod rushed It. to his saloon with
a smoking revolver In his hand.

"Where Is that man?" he shouted.
" Put up that gun." said Coatello, and then he

took tha man by thethroatandgentlybenthlm
back across hla knee, not quite far enough to
break his back,

"Oh. If I caught that I'd kill him." said
the man.

" Who are yon ?" asked Costollo.
"Never mind," said the man. "I'd kill him If

I got hold of htm."
The fruit render at tha comer of Thtrty-fonr- h

street nnd First avenue savs he heard
the rhots. Before thoy were fired two men
walking up Irom the ferry grnppled with each
other. One luoke away nnd the other ran
alter him up the avenue.

One of the forry hands says that he heard the
shots, too, nnd that before they wero tired h
saw two men get off tho ferryboat and walk up
tbe street. Halt a block awayone snreaincdt

"You shall not have her," and then he
smashed thootbor In tho nose and ran oiT. Tbe
smashed man chased him and drew a revolver
and fired the shots

The bootblack nt the ferry says, like the
other three, that he heard the shots, and ,

thatbefoie they were fired two men who had i

come from tho ferryboat called each other
llnrs. Ono satd. "I'm onto you, see?" and i

then he ran off. Tbe other man drew his
snd ehnsed him.

The Ln corymnn on the corner save ho saw
ono mnn running nnd n crowd following, nnd
then he hoard live shots. Shooting was so com-
mon In thnt neighborhood that ho didn't par
any attention ti It.

Mr. aiimtm. who has a saloon on tho onth-we- st

corner of Tnirtv-fouit- h street and first
avenue, snvo t' nt u couple ot oast eldo toughs
got to sorapolng. and ono drew his revolver
and tired it three tlmos.

Tho man who cleans tbe brass wannmakeia
In the saloon on the opposite side of the street
says thnt two mon walked up from the ferry,
and. just ns they wero opposite the saloon,
rncti drovv a revolver nud tired sovernl shots at
the other. Then both ran. nnd a crowd fol-

lowed them.

To-da- y n man eamo from Troy to view tbe
body, thinking It might be thnt of his mother,
but after looking nt the face be snld she was
not his mother. He Is the only person who has
called to view the bo ly, and no luqulrles have
been received by the Coroner.

Early this morning ns nn old woman named
Woolfo was passing through n dark alley she
was eet on hy a man armed with a sharp knife.
Tbe place where the assault was made wns
dark and dismal, and as tho hour was early
the usual prowlers had sought refuge In door-
ways or under ar hen where they lay In
drunken slumbers. Aa rows are of almost
hourly occurrence la Whltechapel, no atten-
tion was paid to what was taken for one of the
usual drunken scufP.es.

From whut can be learned o! tbo circum-
stances surrounding tlio attack. It appears
that the mnn usod his knife with ferocity. He
grnspod the woman hy the liend.iind. drawing
bar back with ono band ncrois ber mouth,
sllencod her crle. whllo with tho other hand
ho diow tbo knife across her throat. Inflicting
aterrlblo wound. Then ho plunged the knife
Into ber body renontedly.

Theto was a deep wound on tho woman's
arm which, it Is belloved. was received while
sho wai attempting to ward ofr tho blows
aimed nt her body. When released from the
grasn of her assailant, tbe woman dropi cd to
tho ground with the blood pouring from her
wounds, Whon shortly afterward she was dis-

covered by it policeman sho was unconscious
and Inn dying condition. Mie Is 70 yenrsold.
The pollen ore hunting for some clue that will
lead to the identification of the muiderer, but.
as ln nil the other Wblicehnp! criiuis, the
assassin hue disappeared, leaving no trace ex-
cept hi- - mutilated vi Um.

The woman wa taken to a hospital, and she
recovered cuiticlenily to tell of the ttaok. bbe
la nuerman. and, unlike the other women min-dere- d

nud mutilated In Wbl ociinpel. she was
not In the company of the man who nttneket
her, but was panning along the street when
the assassin spuing on her. She suw the glit-
ter of the upraised blade, but was unable to
escape from his giasp.

She ralsi d her arm to defend her throat from
the sweeping blow aimed at It and It was
through this movement thnt the wound on her
mm waa received. Whon the man released
her Irom hla grasp ebe fell on a doorstep. De.
hpite ber teirib.e Injuries, she still tetntned
possession at her senses, and though the
wound In ber throat was bleeding profusely,
sho was able to rtloiilnto, tbo knife not hav-
ing renehed the windpipe.

Several persons passed while she was lylngon
the doorstep, nnd though tbey endeavored to

what thetrouble was she could not
speak hngllsh sutllcientU well to make them
understand that an attempt hud been made to
minder her.

It Is undorstood that the police found a rnror
covered with blood neon be scene of the crime.
Tbe wound in tbe woman's throat could have
teen mnde with nr7or as could also tbe deep
cut ln her arm, but irom tbe nntuie of the other
wounds tt Is believed tint they were caused by
either a knife or n dagger, as they appear to be
stabs.
