Tho trouble
Is an old one, nnd has existed for almost four
years. It began when Mr. Lodge first o.tme to
Congress, and has grown with tlmo.

Wben Mr. Lodge was elected to the Fiftieth
Congress great things were expected of htm.
He had everything In his favor education,
ability, money, and position. Put the verr
first step ho took in Washington was a dis-

astrous one. Oen. Pat Collins was Chairman
of tbo delegation, and ho consulted with his
colleagues to find out on what committees they
preferred to serve. Mr. Lodgo remarked
that a place on the Ways and Moans,
the Appropriations, or the Foreign Af-

fairs Committee would about suit blm.
This remark earn to the earn of Oen.
Collins. The Oeneral smiled and rather ad-

mired the effrontery ol tbe cow member, but
at tbe ssme time he thought It would be a
good thing to give blm a lesson early ln his
career. Fo when the committee slate was
made up the name ot Mr. Lodgo was missing,
and when Upeaker Carlisle Inquired the rea-

son for It Oen. Collins told him the story nnd
Is alleged to have said that the delegation did
not care what became of Mr. Lodge. Mr.
Lodge was put on tbe Committee on Elec-

tions, as that wns about the least desirable
plane for a youug and ambitious ni era bar.

The royal yacht Hobenzollern, btarlng Em-
peror William, arrived at Kiel at 6i o'clock
this evening. The Emperor did not go ashore
but remained on board tbe vessel, which ho
will make bis headquarters for the present

The report of Dr. Leuthold. who baa been
attending the Emperor, Is that the Injury to
his limb In so rapidly nrngroslng to acuta
tbat hewlll probablyhe abt- - tn resume the par-
tial use nt his leg snd foot within a week.

Official telegraphic despatches received hero
during the evening Indicate tbat It Is tbe In-

tention or Emperor William to car it ont the
programme which be had planned bo ore tho
accident occurred, with the exception of wit-

nessing the Tempslhof tevlew. on the Via Inst.
He will, however, tnko command of tho Ease

Trusslsn military manoeuvres. He will also
take part lu the Bavarian evolutions, becom-
ing the guest of the lleeent at Munloh. at
which place preparations nre being made fnr
a grand reception io he given In honor of the
visit of Emperor William. Thence the Em-
peror will go to Sehwarr.enau tomeet Emperor
Fiauus Joseph and witness the Austrian
mnn'cuvres. .....The llwtn fViurtrr follows
Zrilunn and tbe Taotlilatt In earning at tbe Chi-
cago Woi Id's Fair project, on, the ground of
the gJowth of American hoatlllty t" everybody

and everything outside tbe United btates.
Among the German newspapers advocating

the largest possible display of German prod-
ucts In Chicago tbe popular Kttmr Journal Is
prominent. The Journal contends that Ger-
many would be powerless In a war of commer-
cial reprisals against America. It reminds the
I eople of tbe strength of tbe German element
In the United States, and says that Germans
ought not to renounco the loremnet dace at
the Fair which their numerical superiority
should assure them.

OltLKAXISTS ix covxar.
The Count of Parts Decline to Adopt the

Poller Hla Adherent Approve.
London. Aug. 8,- -A conference ot tbe lend-

ers of tbo Orleanlst party was held at Bbeen
House, tbe residence In England of the Count
of Peris. There l Increasing discontent
among the Count's adborents. This feeling Is
duo to the refusal ot the Count ot Paris to
adopt a moro actlvo policy than tho one now
followed by htm. His adherents believe that
the movement, ot which Cardinul Lavlserle Is
tbe leader, looking to an alliance between the
republic of franco aud the Vatican, la assum-
ing proportions tbat threaten the success ot
tho Orleanlst plans, and they urge the Count
to adopt a policy tbat will counteract the
effects ot the Lavlgerie movement upon their
scheme.

One of the Influential supporters ot tbe
Monarchist movement. M. de Bourdon, a mem-
ber nf the Frenoh Chamber of Deputies,
urged that tbe Count ot Paris visit Borne and
mako u personal appeal to tbo Pope In support
of his claim, or at least, to secure from he
Holiness n promise tbat ho would withdraw hla
ron-e- to tbe policy advocated by Cardinal

The Count nf Paris, after listening to the ar-
guments, declined to accept the proposal.

M. de Bourdon also urged the fount to Issue
a manifesto calling uion the clergy to rally
around tbe standard or the Orleanlsts. but
tbe Count also declined to entertain this prop-
osition, declaring that be would leave that io
an Orleanlst Blsbop. The Count held tbat
time would show the policy of Cardinal Lavl-
gerie tn be i.n impossibility. Tne republlo
and religion, be declared, were opposed to
enob other, and it waa impossible to leoonclle
tbo differences between the republlo and re-

ligion,

An Aeronaut Killed.
London, Aug. 8. A balloon accident occurred
y at Leeds by which an aeronaut named

Hlgglns was killed. Miss Devoy bad a narrow
escape from death. Tbe ascent of the couple
was watched by quite a large number of peo-

ple , and wben tbe balloon was released It
rapidly soared upward amid tbo cheers of the
crowd. A cross bar was attached to the bal-

loon, and It was tho Intcnttou of tha couple to
give a trapeze performance wben tbey had
reached a sufficient height and afterward to
descend by means ot a parachute. After the
balloon bad risen a short distance it was
caught In a current of air, and, wbllo still as-

cending, drifted sideways until It struck a
telegraph pole. Tbe couple were sitting on the
bar, and when the balloon struck the pole tbe
bar swayed to and fro In a frightful manner,
threatening at every moment lo throw tbem
to the gronnd.

Mies Devoy. thinking It wonld be essler to
drop from tbe bar before she as tbrown from
It. lowered nerseff by her bands, hung for a
moment, and then let go. Tbe height from
which she dropped was not great, and she
landed on tbe giound unhurt The balloon
then swung upward, and. as It did no. Hlgglns.
who still retained bis idsoe on the bar. became
entangled In the telegraph wires, and in a
flash be was swept off ibe bar and fell, twisting
and turning, upon a fence. He strucktou bis
buck, and received sucbterrlole injuries tbat
he soon died.
