Provincial
of the order In America, and the Her. John
Baptist Phlllpps ot Dunkirk. Superior of 8t
Mary's ltetreat of that place, who said the mass
for his brother's soul. Among others who
were there were tho Ber. Mgr. do Conclllo. St
Michael's Church, of Jersey Cltv, sod the Rv,
Fathers MoPbllllps of Plains. Pa.. McAndrowt
of Wilkesbarre.
