Mary Jone Scott, the wife of Josaph A. Beott.

business as horse trainsr roveral years ago, is
an Inmate of the Manhattan Hospltal euffering
from scalds. Ehe received the scalds on July
24 at the hands of her son Charles, whois 556
yohrs old,

be knoeked her down and then poured hot
watar on her from a kettls, She was senlded
principally about the loft lip. Her right knos
nnd lelt ankle were nlso wenlded, but not so
badly, The akin over her 6t hip hnd come off
with her clothing, lenving A epace alghtesn
Inches long by aliout ten inehes wide entiraly
denuded of skin. This was covered with athilek
biack slough, whioh had to be removed before
thero conld bs any hope of ita heallng. Ten
days later the wound was atill raw,

rosorting to skin grafting. It was n anestion
with the surgeons ns to whom they could Nnd
who would be willlug to sacriflce nny of thelr
skin, Finally thres newapnaper mien heard of
