Toople In evary part of Jersey Clty are come
plalning about the eondition of the water, It
is a common ococurrencn when faucsis Are
turned on the first time In the morning for A
black, thiek, (ll-amelllng I1quld to run out. It
has the annearance of Ink and amells like
sewaire, After the atream han been running
for m few moments it beaomes clearsr. but the
odor remains, Thoers In also a black, noxious
src'iment which settles In the basins and
emits n disgusiing odor. The smell resemules
somawhat tho smell of putrld flsh, This enn-
ditlon of the water has existel for several
woesks nnd |s gradunlly growlog worse., Many
peracns In the city do unot drink the water
until it has heen bolled. Eierybody that
can  fliters it, but fitratlon makes bt
a slight {mprovement. The fiiter catehes
all  the impurities that nare held In
susvenslon, but It loos not abnte the bad
odor, Jeraey Clty's drinking water was naver
In such n condition before. and It seems to bo
Rrowing worse every day. Some Improveinent
mnlght be made by * blowing off” the brdrants,

bitthnat oannot e done because the quantity of
water in the distributing roservoir is so rmnll
that blowing off tha hydrants would sarfounly
tterf.re with tus supply. The Strect und
Viter Commisslonors ure in a aflemmn, They
are recelyine numerous compinints ayery day.
