Changes In mill-
tary organization, Improved equipments,
smokelens powders, and new rifles are havinge
thelr first real campaign test, and much may
depend upon the result,

pain, The sffect of the water Is to crente a
elight swelling, 1esembliog that caused by the
sting of s gnat. The space marked by the
swelling remains Inssnsible for some minutes,
#0 that Inclslons can be made without causing
the slightest pain, The method of procedure
is very simple. The skin at the point
whers the injsction is to ba made I8 firat made
perfectly aseptio then the point of & Pravazs

yringe filled with distilled water s inserted,
;.‘Ilm syringe is slowly emoptied, and & whits
blistar appears slmilar to that enused by s
gnat'ssting. The size of the swelling will de-
pand upon the amount of watar use A half
minute after the syrinee is withdrawn the
space distinetly marked by the bifster {n in-
sonnible and can be cutInto withont causing
paln.
