W. n. Hearst's eteam yacht Vamoose. form

erly known as tbe HerreiborT boat No. 1G5, bad' a fast trial down the bay yesterday. She fully
came tin to the expectations of those on board,
and surpilsed all who saw hor steam through
tilt waters.

The day was not a favorable one for a fast
trial. The wind was blowing hard from tho
eastward, the water was lumpy, and a dls.agreeable rain was falling.

Mr. Hearst boaided his yacht at the foot of
.Thlrty-fllt- h street and tbe North Itlver about 3
o'clock in the afternoon. Skipper Henry Staus-woo- d

wus at the wheel nnd Theodore Hellbron
had charge of the engines. About 3:20 o'clock
she cast off from Thirty-fift- h street, and turn-in- g

slowly round in tbe North Illver proceeded
down to the Battery. At 3:35:30 she waa ofT
Twenty-thli- d street, and going at about halfspeed, with 140 pounds pressure of steam.
The motion was felt but very little, although
she was then going as fast as many of tbe
crack steam yachts can go at their best. Shetook just flmlnulos 55 seconds to reach Pier 1a very crodltanle performance. '
