the friends of Lincoln. The Oonvention was
the ablest aanembly of the kiad ever oalled
togother In this conntry. It was the first
national deliberative body of the Republioan

omatitusnay. It wasthe suddem eruption of
the lutense ressniment of the people of the
Norlth agaiost the enoroachmsnts of slavery
in Northern Territor ss, and nsither In the
oharacter ol lta leaders nor in the record
of its procesdings did It rank as a distine.
tivaly deliberative body, It nomioated a
romantio adventurer for P, esident—a man
untried In statesmanship, who had done
Jittle to ecommend Lim to the eonsld-
erate lulgmend of the nallon as Its
Chisf Maglsirate In & vorlod of unsommon
porll. Tue eampalza that followad was ono of
unusual brillianey, and resulted In anchorlng
nearly all of the old Detnvcr.tio Btates of tho
Weat {o the Republlean column.

For nearly two yonrs Le ore the meeting of
tha Clleago Cunven ion in 1360 the lepublle
ean pariy had one pra minant leadler who was
recognized as the comlng candidais for Presi-
dent. ‘I'he one man who had d.ne most to (n-
apire and crvatailize tae lepublican organizn-
tion was Willlam H. Seward of New York.
Certalnly two-thirds of the dolegatss chosen
to the Conventlon preferred him for Presldeut,
and a declded majority wont to Chicago ex-
pecting to vole for hi4 npomination, Had
the Conventlin ba¢n held lu sny oth-
er place than Chltago (It s quita piob-
able that Beward would have Lesn sue-
casnful; but evsary circumytance seomed to
eonvergze (o his Jdafeat whon the delegntes
came face to face |n Chicago to solve the p ob-
lemof a Hevublican national vietory, U1 the 201
men who voted for Lincoln on the third and last
ballot, not leas than 100 of the'n voted relucs
tantly agaloat the candidale of the!r euolece.

Lincoln was not seriously thought of
for Presldent until but a few weeka bafore the
meetiog of the Nat'ousl Convention. Dlalne
has truly rald that the Ktate Convention of 1l-
linols, hell Lut a short time before the mact-
ing of tho Natlonal Conventicn, waa surprisad
st its own spontaneous aud enthualastie nom-
inatlon of Lincoln, He had been canvassed nt
bome and In other Sia:en as & more than pos-
alble eandidate for Viee-"reslilent 1 wall
remember Lincoln mentining the fact
that his own delegation (rom Illlavis
was not unltedly Ia earaest for his
nomlination; but when the time ecamo for
oasting thelr votes the entbusiasm for Lincoln
