Some of the nob then got a ropa and triad to
lasso the Marlows, but th brothers were up to
that trick and It could not be worked on them.
The mob tbu pokes! their gun through tho
bar of th cuge and threatened to shoot tho
Marlows whero thoy stood It they did not corns
out to bo hanged iiulotlr. They punched nnd
struck the Murlotf with the onds ot theirguns, but ther neither tlrad on thorn nor en-
tered the cave. Tiring of this snort thu m b
Jl'ially abandonod th attempt and left the jail.
Th Marlow talked tho runner over, and,
though they had recognized most of tholr as-
sailants, decided to disclaim any knowledge of
them, honing by that ooutse to secure tholr
own safoty. About 10) yards from the jail Is a
ceme'err In that ttis mob had deposited llvo
ropes with nooios. Tuojo wore found after-
ward.

Aftar taking counsel together the loaders ot
the mob hit upon a new plan. In accordance
wlih It they aroused the town at about 4 o clock
and gavo out aclreuinstantlil account ot how
a gang of desperadoes from tho Indian Terri-
tory, led br Uuono Marliw. had rnldon Into
to.vnlntha nljhl nud made an atiomut to nip-tut- o

tho jail and rescue the otner Mnrluir
bora.

Dining tlie
day theso startling "faets" wore tolegmulieil
to United States Marshal Cabell nt Dallas. Its
dlroctod by telegraph his deputy.

boats there como from. Their curiosity could
bo satisfied by vl-l- ts to tho towns in northern
New York where the boat building bliBlntss
flourishes.

The Adirondack lakos on ons Bids of Bt.
Lawrence oountr and ths St. Lnwrenco Iltvsr
on the other elds create a large demand for
pleasure boats, hunting canoee, nnd similar
small craft. In response to this demand boat
factories have been established at Clarton,
Ogdensburgh, Canton, and in ths Saranao
Inn region ot the Adlrondaok woods.
A eklir and canoe company at Clay-

ton builds rather lurge, long boats with
considerable "dead rise." oomblnlug apeod
and enfoty, for use In the St. Lavvrenor. The
boats made In Ogdousburgh rosouible the Clay-

ton boats. The Saranao boats and canoes are
used almost exclusively for fishing and dear
hunting on tho numerous Adirondack lakes
nnd rivers, nnd hence the chief objects of th
builders are s pood and lightness ot construa-t.o- n.

The sportsman demands a spocdy boat,
aud it must also be light, for tho re are numer-
ous "tarries" whore tho hunter must carry
the canoo on bis back through the woods.

In Canton, the shirs town of St, Lawrence
couuty, another class of boats is proiuced.
Hero are annually constructed between JUO
and 40u pleasure boats, open canoes, decked
cruleiug canoes, email cruisers, aud a few
stoatn launches, 'iheso boats, except the
orulsers and the cruising canoes, are designed
for ths uso uf pleasure seekeison unlet waters.
They do not have the speed ot ths Sarunno
boats, and are smaller and lighter thnn ths
Clayton boats. Thoy have considerable dead
rise, ate built on liner linos than the bt. Law-
rence skiffs, and are not broad bottomed.

The process of building tbo Canton bouts Is
Interesting. Towaichtbe growth ot a small
boat from day to day. from tho laying down of
the koolson to tho llulshlng strokes ot the oiler
who i olishes tho smouth hides, is a delight to
nil wno like to see the shapely thlnus grow,
'1 he first stop Is ths laving of ths koelaonon
tbo "lorm" orfrnmo which servos as a model
upon which the boat Is built. A ksolson Is
made ot seleoted. clear, straight-graine- d oak.
Is from three-fourth- s to one lnoh thlok. and
about four Inches wide In ths centre, taptrlng
to about an lnoh and a half at the ends. Ths
stem and storn posts, which are either of
natural-croo- k hackmatack or HtraUht-grnino- d

bent oak. are tnon llttod to the keelson and
screwed down with brass screws.

Tha keelson and stems form a skeleton to
which the thin strips of boards callod "streaks,"
forming the s'des ot the boot, are attached.
These streaks are about h of an
Inch thick, and the streaks of the finest graJs
are mads from clear whits cedar. The best
cednr Is obtained mostly from tho forest of
Canada, A slightly Interior quality ot cednr Is
used In the sooond und third grade boats,
while cltiur white pin, one-foui- of an lnoh
thlok. Is used In tho obeapost grade of bouts.
Those streaks nra put on In " k '
Ftilo. that Is, ths odge of each streak Is
finely bevelled so as slightly to lup over
the Btreak to which It Is attached
and form a perfect joint. The streaks are pat
on in pairs each pair differing slightly from
ths preceding pair, iron) six to nlno pairs are
used In the best bonts. und tho more Btreak
usod tho liner the lines ot the boat. Boats of
eight or nine streaks are less liable to leak
than those of live or six, A wide streak whon
wot will swell more, and whon dry will shrink
more than a narrow utriu. and thus. In, time,
the joints will beoomo important and the boat
will leak.

Tno streaks nra out bo ns to fit snugly In
their Doslllona without being waiped. If tho
streaks are warped to tit there is always more
strain upon thorn, and consequently more
danger ot the boat's leaking. Most of tho
streaks are mode from a single piece of otdar.
bat many, especially tn ths longest boats, are
made from two pieces of cedar fastened to-
gether with copper nails so as to form very
close-fittin- g joints. Tho reason for making
theso lougorstroaks In two pieces is that to
out a long streak from a single board would
often Involve cutting ths wood across tbo
grain, whereas by using two pieces an almost
Mralght-gruino- d streuk is obtained. Ths
streaks vary lu tbleknoss. the garbourd or bot-
tom streak being the thickest.

Alter the koekson and stern posts are In po-

sition tha gnrboard stieak is nailed to the
keolson with copper noils vorr close to each
other and headed down on the inner side of
the bo.it. Where nulls cannot be cllnohed,
biass sorewsuro used. The rest of tho atreaka
are put on In a similar manner, aud ho tUht
are tho joints that no lead Is laid botweon tno
streaks. It Is ouid thnt this method of putting
on streaks without using loa gives batier sat-
isfaction lu iho c iso of small pleasure boats
und that there Is less danger of tbo boat's leak-
ing.. The numbar of stre.rks from six to nine,
nud their slope and beval wholly determine tho
model ot tho boat.

W hen nil tbo streaks have bean put on the
ll-- structure or oak koolson and cedar sides,
which Is now callod tho ' shell," is taken from
tho form uud placed right sldo up. Tno shell
Is ready for the gunwiles and the ribs. Tho
gunwales are geuorally mndo ot selected ash,
while the Inwales are mndo of Spanish crdar
or mahogany. The ribs uro half rounded
pieces ot wood, about h by ono-hal- f
of nn inch, and nro milled to the luslde of tho
boat about an Inch and a half apart. They
strengthen the sides and keoptho boat In itsproper shape. Tha ribs aru made of red or
slippery elm, In pome of tb boats savvod
kneosof natural crook hackmatack ate used
Instead ot ribs. The boat mar now bo used,
but to secure perfcit roaults it Is put In a sort
of a tight-fittin- g rack and allowed to remain
for somo time.
