I he Huntings of Women.
A paper read before tlio Urltlsh Associa-

tion at CuulliV lecited well-know- n facts as
to the infeiiorlty of women's earnings as
compaicd with mpn's. Except in a fow
cases of pleco woi k, their pay in manufac-
turing Industries averages from one-thir- d

totwo-thlids'loe- It is smaller also when
they competo with men as teachers, com-
positors telcgiaphcrs, and clerks; but in
artandliteiatuie, anil wherever they have
extrnordlnaiy special hkill or genius, there
Is no sueh discrimination against them.
. This lower lato of pay for tho run of
women Is not duo to any disposition of em-
ployers to take iidvautugoof thelrweakness.
The piieos of tho labor mniket aro not gov-
erned by sueh considerations. They are
legulated by quality and supply, and if
women's work was worth as much as ruon's.
It would command as high a price. Tho fact
that tho pay for it is loss is convincing evi-
dence that It Is inferior In Quality. Hence
tho only genornl conclusion that tho author
ot tho paper at Caidlff could uath is that
men beat women In tho tompctltion by pro-
ducing more, and nl-- o by producing what Is
moro valuablo in tho miuket.

As a lcmody ho advlsod thnt the train-
ing of women should bo improved, and
ho buggested that they might profit
by combining for their own piotection.
Hut tho dlspanty between tho capacity
of men nudwomeu aswoikeibdoes notcome
fiom any nrtillclal cause. It is lUud by na-tui- e.

As u rule, women cannot bo tolled
upon as steady wotkeifa to tlio bamo extent
as men. A sober ami healthy man cnu keep
at hU employment day lu and day out and
fioni ycai'ond to ycai'send. It is not so
with a woman, 1 in. statistics of factoiim,

ami oflh'cs show that tlio nocesary
lois of time fiom work is moro with womeu
than men; nml of comso it must bo s,o.
Nor can women bediivcu llko men, Thny
muH bo ti on ted with greater consideration,
for which Indulgence they hao to pay in
lo-- s wages,

It Is obvious, therofoie, that women can
compete, with men lu tho labor maikct only
by taking wniillcr pay, no mat-to- what their
ti.ilning may bi. Tliey aKo suffer in tho
niiiiiuftii.tuiliig employments, whkh they
follow most geneially, by tho competition of
feiuii.ino workei.-- , in vn.sl numbers, who can
iilloul to ghii their labor for a siiuill price,
bi c.uiii! it Is pei formed at homo as a method
of making n trilling addition to th

families or of employing honi
wldi liotlieiwii-- would bo spent in idlcncM.
Evi'iy woman who iloos her own family
bowing in whole or in paitlsa competitor

This
year, according to a correspondent ot the Lon-
don Tune$. the Jows had no money to lond, but
were realizing all they could on their own
property to take with them across tho frontlor.
As 11 natural connequence. In whole districts
no purchasers appeared In the spring, and the
farmers were unable to hire laborers, and only
"nn Infinitesimal portion of the crops" was
harvested.

Tho question of Cinndlnn annexation to
the United States as recently prosented in Tin.
Sum. receives tho following commentary by tho
Xontftm ddrerfiMr.'

"There ll much truth In the itrklureiof Tna Sis
ai v, q ara alliorry to admit. Our ew York contempo-
rary looki on the amalgamation of the Dominion with
the I'nlted statei as the one remedy for our present
position ai tue needed stimulus to our national exer-
tions We take leave to dlfler from It There It room
lu North America for two nations. Canada a Ideal
future le national, and there li no reason why she
should not In due course achieve hir complete lnde
paadence."

In regard to the question of room, there is
room for much that we have not got, aad alru
much that we might wish that we hadn't got.
Tbore Is plenty ot room within our continental

pace, but not within reason. The United
States of North America should be the Go-

Hay.

Slore than 10,000 of the Italians who havo
sought homes In the Argentine Ropublfc dur-
ing the past few years have left thac country
this year because tho Government did not
keep tho promises by which It drew thorn
there, and they could not make a living. In
like manner n good many of the Russian
Hebrews who went to ltrnzll a snort time ago
havo already loft that country became the con-
ditions of life there aro not favorable to them,
and because they could not got the bounties
offered to Immigrants by tbe Government.

The Governments ot nearly all the countries
ot South and Central America have for years
past been trying to attrnot Immigrants from
Europe by offering to pay their passaee, or to
give them employment, or free farms, or even
nums of money. The Argentina Government
has compoted for them with the Brazilian, nnd
tbe Peruvian with the Chilian, and tho Nloa-- ,

raguan with the Guatemalan. , 1'erhaps about
a hundred thousand Italian, Spanish, and
German immigrants have thus been drawn to
those countries within a few years ; but mean-
while there has been no end to their com-
plaints that tbe promises made to them had
been broken, or to their attempts to get away
from tbe countries In which they had expected
to prosper.

In this country we get every yenr as many
Immigrants as wo deelro, without tempting
them by false promises to come here.

In view of the b'g crops of all kinds
throughout the country and the consequent
prosperity ot the farmers and planters, who
constitute the great majority of our country's
population, it Is not unreasonable to look for
an Increase in the brlsknoss of all kinds of
trado within the next half year. Theonter-piisln-g

men of commerce and trade in Now
York aro piepared to cope with any amount of
business, nnd to supply their customers In all
tbe States ot the Union with everything that
may be needed by thorn. It Is not in vain that
this city stands aloft In Its world-wid- e ronown
as the commercial emporium of the United
States.

wlth'ev-Tiensut- Huston in tho Chicaju
JleraM bitterly criticising l'resldent Unrrlson,
and exposing that distinguished gentleman's
relations with his loading mnnncer in his own
Btato, has croated a profound sonsatlon all
over tho Wost. Little else has booa talkod ot
hereslnoe Its appearance. Mr. Huston has
denied that It was " authorlrod," but
no one who Is familiar with tho insldo
ot llepubllcan politics in Indiana doubts
for ono momont that it oxpressos
Huston's real sentiments toward Harrison.
Huston managed throe Btato campaigns lu
this Btato for Harrison, nt a personal loss,
ondoxpendod alarge sura ot monoy to advance
Harrison's Interests.

publlean for all time. It did not ocour to him

Hopromleod through
Huston that the workors should bo rowarded.
Huston did not rersonnlly desiro to becomo
Treasurer ot tho United States, but accaptod
tbe ofllco at the personal request ot tho Presi-
dent, under tho improsslon that In being near
the President ho would be consulted about
the appointments no far as Indiana was con-

cerned, and he would tlnis bo able to rodoom a
number of promises he had made to dologates
from othor States at Chicago for votes for Harri-
son, to contributors to tho campaign fund in
Indiana at well as to workers.

many Inlluontlnl Hopiiblienu. who aro now
only too anxious to get oven by opposing tho
President's renomlnntlon.

Tho following Is 11 specimen of tho Presi-
dent's action: One ot tho Indiana delogatos, in
running nround Chicago, foil In with a delo-ga- te

from Ohio. Tho Hooslor delegate ascer-
tained that his Ohio fr.ond dosiroJ to warm
tho seat of tho Collector of Internal lleveuuo
for his district, and would bolt Sherman and
voto for Harrison provided ho could be assured
of that appointment should Harrison be nomi-
nated nnd elected. The Ohio delegato was
taken to the private room of the Harrison
monnsers, and was assured that the committee
would see to it that ho should have that or
some othor equally good appointment, provided
ho would support Uarrieon. The Ohio dele-
gate carried out bis part of tho contract and
received tho curses of his own delegates for
so doing, nnd was threatened with political os-

tracism, Vc..bu too remnlnod true to bis pledges
to the Harrison managers. After Harrison's
inauguration the Ohio delegnto became a can-
didate for the ofllco and obtained a Inrge num-
ber of recommendations for tho post, but was
bitterly opposed by Senator Sherman and the
Sherman dologates from Ohio at the Chicago
Convention because of his desertion of Sher-
man at a critical moment.

Tho Indiana delegato through whom the
promise was made was appealed to. He
wont to Washington. He had an interview
with the President and explained the
nnangement and referred the President to
tho managers for a verification of his state-
ments. Thereupon Harrison coolly Informed
him thnt the Ohio delegate did wrong In not
standing by Sherman, aad ho could not ap-
point him. That Indiana dolegato now says
that Harrison Is working to o Inula tho support
of Bonator Sherman for a renomlnailon nnd
seemed rather anxious to llnd a chance to do
Bnmothlng that Sherman would appreciate,
even If such act repudiated a solemn promise
rnadobyhlB accredited managers nt Chicago.
He says tho President has gone back on a num-
ber of such promises when ho could make a
friend in another State by so doing, feeling
that be could take care of Indiana through his
nfllceholders.

This is only one of tho many of Gen. Harri-
son's acts that have mndo him enemies by the
hundred In his own party in Indiana. Another
is his treatment ot Col. W. W. Dudley, who is
a political power in his own party In this State.
A largo number ot prominent workois were
robing upon Col. Dudloy's influenoe to secure
them certain appointments and his going
baok on that individual has obtained him tbe
onmity of that clas of his former political
frioeds.

He has offended another class ot political
frionds by his nrroganco and llsh-llk- e coldness
whon they call on him at tho Whito Houso
meiely to pay their respect. Home of them
ho scarcely rocoguUei. He nets ns if ho was
conferring a favor by shaking hnnds with
them at his public receptions.

He has lost tho support of the civil sorvice
roformors. roost of whom supported and la-

bored for him in his raie. The Hon. W. I).
Poulko, President ot tho Indiana Btato Civil
Service Association aud one of tho brainy men
of tho State, is in onen opposition to hie

and the Virll Sercice Chronicle,
edited by L 1). Swift, tho Secretary of tho
btato Committee, is opposed to his renomlna-
ilon. These are only a fow of the enemies he
has mndo In hU own party in thli State and
clsevvhero, and ho hns made bis own State,
county, and city Democratic.
