Tho Trades Union Congress nt Newcastle.
Tho twanty-fourt- h Congress of the Trades

Unions, now sitting at Xewcastlo, ecoms
likely to piovo tho most Important nieotlng
of tlio kind over hold In Great Britain. An
unusually largo numbor ot scxiletlos is rep-

resented, It bolng foreseen that an attempt
would bo mado to reach a dellulto decision
on two questions of extreme Interest to
working men, tho expediency, namely, of ob-

taining an eight-ho- labor day by legisla-
tive enactment, and of organizing a distinct
labor patty.

It will bo remomborcd that at tho Con-

gress which convened In Liverpool last year,
n resolution In favor of n. legal eight-hou- r

day was carried, but only by a small major-
ity, and In tho face ot strenuous opposition
on tho part ot tho wearors and spinners
and a consldorablo section of tho miners.
It was expected that both parties would this
year rally their forces for a final test
of strength, but tho result of tho voto
reached on Tuesday uint bo regarded 03
a drawn battle. It would have been
one thing to pass a resolution calling
upon Parliament forthwith to mako an
eight-hou- r day binding In all trades. It
is qttlto another thing to carry, ovon by a
lnrgo preponderance of votes 2S3 to 1C3 a
resolution requesting tho British Govern-
ment to convoko an international coafer-onc- o

for the pmpooof arranging, in
with all foreign Governments, an

International eight-hou- r law. It la perfectly
tt no that if Drltlsh artisans wotk but eight
hourf) a day, whllo their Continental com-

petitors work ten or twolvo, British prod-

ucts being moro costly would oventttally
bo ousted from tlio market) ot tho world. A
consideration of this fnct. howovcr, did not
hold back last ycat's Congress at Liverpool
from demanding nn lmmedlato passage of an
eight-hou- r law, and If such a measuro Is to
wait until Continental Governments acqul-esc- o

in llko legislation, It will bo virtually
postponed to tho Greek kalends. Tho day is
far distant whon Gorman and Italian, or oven
French worklngmen, will obtain nn eight-ho- ur

day In all trades, and theroforo .tlio
Bchemo ot tin International conference will
como to nothing. It 1?, nevertheless, quite
possible that before this Congress adjourns
on Saturday, It may call on Parliament to
gho British worklngmen an eight-ho- ur day
by statute.

The suggestion mado by
Mr. F.nwuw Dicey that tho Conservatives
bhould adopt tin; eight-hou- r programme,
has not, of couise, tin; slightest ehunco of
being accepted by such n leader ns Lord
bAi.isnuny. If, then, British attlsaus nro
resolved to hao an right-hou- r day, appar-
ently thoy will be dtivonto start a party
of their own, seeing that neither of tho ex-

isting political organizations will assent to
their wishes. That Is just what workmen
had to do this summer In New South Wales,
and tho result of their voting for candidates
of their own was a complete derangemont
of political calculations.

As very little is known In this country re-

garding tho constitutions, scope, nnd alms
of the trades' union congresses, some facts
lelntlng to tho subject may be of Interest.
Tho congi esses meat yearly, tho first of
them having assembled In Manchester in
18C9. Theie wero then present only thirty-fou-r

delegates, representing about 118,000
persons; in the present Congress there are
upward of 000, representing a million and a
half of working people. Tho delegates aro
elected nnd paid by tho various societies
and councils sending them, and each dele-
gate must present credentials duly signed by
the officers ot his pocloty, together with two
dollars and a half toward the expenses of tho
Congress. The Parliamentary Cotnraltteo Is
practically a permanent body, elected by tho
whole Congress yearly, nnd supported by
voluntary contributions fiom trados unions
or trndos councils. Nooutsldo lielpls accept-
ed. Tho Fnrllnmentnty Committeo carries
on tlio work from year to year on tho linos
laid down by tho congresses, and reports its
pioceedlngs to each successive Congress on
tho dny of Its nssembllng. Tho only paid
olllcor istho Parliamentary Secretary, whoso
salary Is now $1,000 a year, but an honorn-iltii- u

of $73 is voted yoaily to tho TrcnBUtor.
Tho other expenses aceruo fiom tlio Idling
of ofuYes, from pilntlng, statloneiy,
postage, and tho preparation of Par-
liamentary papeis--. At leant fifty

measures In tho lino of icine-di-

legislation hao bconmuiooi' less tho
outcome of tiie combined action of tho
trades unions slnco 1c began In 1803. Dining
tlio whole peilod of twenty-fou- r years the
aggregate expenditure of the Parliamentary
Committeo has been less than 458,000, of
which less than $15,030 has bcon paid as
sulaiics. When wo contrast this tiilllng
outlay with tho quuntlty of useful work ac-
complished, we must acknowledge that the
PnrllnraonUiry Committoo of tho Biltiah
trades unions hns mado n return kablo lecoid,

Not a Puro Messing.
Tne suspicion of tlio Hobrow tradoa that

Baron i; ll:uscu'b fund for tho roliet of tho
oxllod lttiBbliin Jews Is used by " unscrupu-
lous cnpltnllits to cheapen lubor" must bo
entirely without reason. Tho American
Jows who are assisting him Incairylngout
his niagnitlceut piojootof philanthropy nro
men of tho highest character, and tholr
charitable motives nro unquestionable.

It Is not doubtful, however, that these
trados havo good reason to foar tho sudden
inpourlng of many thousauda of tho tofu-gee- s,

who will como to compete with them
lu tho labor market. Iliac Is nn inovltablo
consequence of tho beucolencn of Baton
UB liiUbUf. It was bound to occur, who-
ever nihiht havo chargo of tho dlspeii-du- of
tho fund In this country, nnd howovor gteat
might bo their sagacity nnd tho olevntlon of
their put pose.. When tho Itusshw Jews
mo brought hither they must be put
lu the way ot getting woik nnd support-
ing thomsolvcs, or the chnilty of tha Baron
,will prom n cttrso to them rather
tliiin n blt'Snliitr. lll ptojeet, theiefme, is
not to ostablldh colonics of pun pet b, but

of workers for their own riving;
ami, of course, such settlements, tutifkinlly

stimulated and rapidly built up, must In-

crease tho competition In the labor market
to a Borlous extent. Tho clothing trade Is
ono In which tha Russian and Polish Jews
already horo havoongaged In vast numbers,
nnd it Is natural that the rofugeoa should
turn to It also because of n similar aptitude
for it, and because It opons to them tho best
chance ot earning tholr bread.

Baron Dnllinscit'.s colonies aro planned to
consist ot both agriculturists and factory
operatives. In a central village factories
are to be set up as schools for toaching tho
exiles the manufacture ot clothing, and
nboutltnreto bo small farms for such of
thorn as aro adapted to agriculture. Itwn9
obvious from tho first that the sit-
uation of theso settlomonts in tho
vicinity of Now York nnd Philadel-
phia would mnko ot them communities
of factory operatives rather than farmors.
It Is easier to tench men somo branch of
clothing manufacture than to get farms
roady for them. A farming community must
necessarily bo ot much slower growth thnn
a factory settlement. Tho land must bo
cleared and broken, houses and barns built,
nnd tho growth of crops awaited; butns
soon as tho factory plant lfl ready and bar-
racks for tho operatives provided tho fac-

tory settlement Is propnrodfor business.
Inevitably, therefore, the great majority

of thettusslan Jowbrought hither by Baron
DElImscn'ti munlllcenco will bo epeedlly
Introduced Into tho labor market, to com-
pote with tho multitudes of their race who
are now picking up nmengro living by tho
mnuufacture of clothing. His project ot
agricultural colonlos cannot bo carried out,
except after long delay, nnd It is very
doubtful whether It will ever provo a suc-
cessful enterprise on n large scalo. Tho
Jews now coming from Ilussla are llkoly to
puruo the same paths as those followed by
their countrymen already on tho ground.
'J hey will be governed by the satno law of
demand for their labor, and their tastes and
capacities are presumably about tho satno.
Baron de Hiesch can assist their emigra-
tion, but he will not bo able to control them
after they got here. They will tight for a
living In the best way they can. and will
keep up tho contest, though tholr compet-

itors nro of their own race. Undoubtedly,
too, employers will be quick to profit by the
addition to tho labor supply, whether they
aro Christians or Jows.

So vast a scheiuo of benevolence bb that
undertaken by Baron he HrnscH must

feci ions disturbance in the labor
market. It cannot be helped. No wisdom
can nvevt It. For that reason, and not
merely because of nntl-Saftil- prejudice.",
country after country has expressed n

The third suction of the
Immigration act of March lt prorldes that
steamship or othor agonts shall not Induce
aliens to cone here by circulating adver-
tisements In any foreign couutry; and
the fourth section ot lbs net pro-
hibits these agents from "soliciting, Invit-
ing, er encouraging the immigration of
aliens" In anr war whatever, under penalty ot
the exclusion of snoh persons as may thus bo
inducod to come hero.

In Urge measure, to
the operations of steamship agents in Euro-
pean ccuntrlcj. In Italy, in Austria, and In

Great Britain there are many hundred ot these
agents, and their gains ara proportionate to
their success In enrolling steerage passengers
for the United States. Now thnt Austria has
determined to put a stop to their operations, it
is moro than likely that Italy, Germany, and
England will follow suit. By doing so they will
aid in enforcing the provisions ot the Imm-
igration laws ot the United States.
