starved, and sacrificed by a sentimental con-
nection with tho Island across tho sea. Mr.
Blake soma time ago would have boon satis-Ho- d

to have testod for a tlmo roclprocltr. but I
om dellghtod to lonrn that ho will soon

lilmsclt ns In favor ot annoxntlon di-

rect, nnd declare that tho time hns cone by for
nn opiate, reciprocity. From constant com-
munication with all parts of tba Dominion,
and my experience ot twonty-fli- o years' resi-
dence thore. I am morally certain that when-
ever Mr. Blako decldos to do ho. tho great
majority of the Canadian people will about
amen nnd amen.

With n view to eliminate from tho discussion
In Canada a renowal of the treaty of 1854. nnd
unrostrlcted roclnroclty as proposed by Sir
Richard Csrtwrlght, and to oxclte In Canada
an tavostluntloa ot the eftjet of a treaty ot
commercial union with a view to annexation,
I suggested tbat the ltopublioan Convention
at Rochester sliould adopt tbe following reso-
lution, but decided not to press It:

Jifiolrrt, That we approve ot negotiating with Ens'
land. Canada and Newfoundland a friendly treaty ot
commercial unloi relating to DrltlMi North America
and the llrltlsh Weft Indies, each ai wi.l In effect ex-

tend the nrovlilona ot the McKlnley tariff to the Arctic
Pea. ahd thereby enlame the market for onrsnrolui
natural and manufactured product!.

No one forosaw moro cleurly than Sir John
Mncdonuld the terrlblo condition disclosed by
the Canadian census. He dare not defer the
eloctlon until after he was compelled to pub-

lish tho facts. It was to betaken by Mb own
appointees nnd he could not dispute the re-

turns. He knew that their publication would
be fatal to his continuance in powor. and
would Inevitably force tbe premature dissolu-
tion ot Parliament.

An attempt has been made by revenue re-

formers to chargo the exodus from Canada to
this country to tbe polloy of protection
adopted by Sir John In 1879. The exodus be-

gan to be alarming as soon as we had re-

covered from tbo lluancial effect ot the civil
Avar, nnd Canadians begnn to feel tbo offset of
tbe abrogation ot tho treaty ot 1854. British
connection is the chlof cause of tho exodus.
Europeans bavo been unwilling to cross the
soa and neek a new home under a monarchy;
therefore wo have received tho great bulk of
tbe emigration to this oontinent. Population
onuses development and progress, capltnl fol-

lows growth. Mr. Blaine's tronttes with Spanish-Am-

erican countries havo opened tbe eyes
of the Canadians to tbe powor of the large
consumer and tbo importance ot Canada's
sharing In tbo benefits of trade.

An Intelligent Csnndlan from Nova Scotia
said to me a tliort time since: "InourproWnce
we aro standing on our tiptoes with tbo wutor
up to our ears. Our only hopo 1m nnuoxatlon.
We have excellent lands. great mineral wealth,
nnd a good cllmato, but we are losing our
population. If wo maintain British con-
nection, by 1000 we Bhall bave lust all ot
our active young mon and women, and the
convertible value ot our real property and
llxed Investments will have declined one-half- .''

Onourunrt it would boa mistaken charity
to grant the Canadian people free access to
this market while they persist In maintaining
British connection. Separation from Groat
Britain Is, in a commercial sense, a surgical
operation, absolutely necessary to healthy
growth and development. The actual pain
will ba far less than the anticipated pain. Tbe
day for opiates has clearly gone by. A declara-
tion from Mr Blake will clear tbe sky. I pre-

dict that Blaine and Blako will yet clasp hands
and together complete tho consolidation ot
the two great Eaclish-spoakla- g families on
this continent, In the boet Interests of all tho
LngllsU-speakln- g famllios upon tho earth.

land Is In a dilemma over tbe auestlon of
home rulo for Ireland. Canada, with much less
anxiety and fear nt oonsoqueuces, is 'puzzled
over seteral problems, nomolr: Imperial

commercial union with tho United
States, annexation, nnd Independence. The so-

lution ot any one of theso would more or Iohb
effect a change In our preseut fiscal aud po-

litical onndition.
Tho advocates of imperial federation are

chiefly ultra British Canadians, with moie
than practical Ideas ot this problem,

A large majority ot Canadians view It as im-

practicable as well as undoslrablo. To the
French Canadians, who conhtltuto nearly one-thir- d

of tho whole population ot Oanuda. and
who ore of another rare and languge. It has no
attraction whatevor. Their traditions are not
those of England, and tbe glories of that coun-
try are nt the expense ot those memories which
they still cherish ot their own mother country,
France, never forgettlug that tbey wro torn
away from ber but little over a century ago by
victorious England, At a plonic givon by the
St. Jean Baptlsto Society ot Montreal some
time ago, at whloh was present Prince Boland
Bonaparte, tbo President of the society In wel-
coming the Princo, said lu his address:
" Franco forgot her children and Canada wns
ceJet to England. Cnnnda has remained
Fronoh, England Is our mistress, but Franco
will always be our mother. Canadians pre-
serve in their hearts tbe memory ot Franco,
nnd this memory will never, never die." The
Prince Immediately replied: "It France torn
momont forgot Canada, modern Franco will
never forget her."

ProleBsing a religion looked upon with some
suspicion by the masses of Ureat Britain, tho
FienchCnnadlnns fear that imperial fodera-'Io- n

would strenglhou those prejudices
against their raco and religion ot which thoy
alieady with some reason complain, and which
might eventually lead to sorlous consequences
to them. Oroat Britain eagaged for years In
tierce Continental wars, and with ber North
Amerlcnu colonies u open nnd active rebel-
lion, very prudently granted by Aet of Parlia-
ment In 1774 to her new subjoctt In Canada,
conquered but a few yonrs before, thoso me-
dal rights and privileges wblch those people
now so jealously guard, their watch cry being,
"Nos lots, nos lustitutlons. ct notrelangue."

policy. It Is not long slues charges ot a want ot
loyally were almost unlierselly hurled against the

ot Canada because they ohoae to pro'ect
their Induetrltaby thelmpoilllonof a duty upon Iron
Ituboited Into their territory squally as aitalnat
tngllih ant foreign markets For a longer period the
people ot Canada hara expressed tha Irritation they
feel nralnatthe mother country for what they con-

sider as evldenoe on her pari of a want ot s)mpatlir
with her colonies, and an Inluatloe to a great portion of
her empire. Illsalnitst fair to aaasrl that the llrltUh
method or scouring tha ll.lalilylof har colonial anhjeote
le to deal with them on preclaely the eatne footing
aa ll'o subjects of foreign powers. And It Is grossly Il-

logical for Fnellali stattimen to blams tho politicians
ot the Dominion for pursuing the system they them-
selves Inamurated. ot treating friends and foes on a
hails ot equality, li cannot be doubted that our free
trade policy has asrloualy retarded Iho progress of the
Canaillan Dominion. It has deprived her ot sharing,
with oilier dependencies the best opportunities of sup-

plying the meat and corn market ot r!nglald. The
producer! ot the United States hava open to them, duty
free, their vast market In America and thoee ot Eng-

land. Canada has virtually only tae British market to
look to. and hare the excessive compstltlon of btr
stronger neighbor precludes success, it Is little to ba
wondered at that Mr. Golitwln Smith does not stand
alone In his dealre tor commercial union with the
United States or thai thole who are prepared to adopt
a more extreme course do not dlmlnlih in authority or
numbers.

The second problem Is commerolal union
with tho United States. Tha n Po-

litical economist. Mr. Uoldwln Smith, and Mr.
Erastut Wtman, the Canadian millionaire ot
New York, hove undertaken to prove that a
solution ot this problem Is practicable. The
latter gentleman, from a thorough knowledge
of his own native country and the country ot
bis adop Ion. is able to treat the aubjoct with
much intelligence and ability. While a certain
number of Canadians favor commerolal union
with tbo United States, a larger number be-

lieve it neither praotlcable nor desirable, and
maintain that from the outset CanaJa would.
In a sraat measure. lose the power of control-
ling her own lltcal affairs, and that this move-
ment would finally lead to annexation, a rosult
which many Canadians believe to be the aim
of commercial unionists.

The third problem, tbat of annexation to the
United States, is one. the solution ot which
the French Canadians fear, and for the same
reasons as those previously stated as against
Imperial federation. Numerically powerful
In one ot the wealthiest and most Important
provinces, Ouebec. they exercise great Influ-
ence aud take a large share lc the adminis-
tration of the Govermeot. federal and pro-
vincial. Wealthy, intelligent, edueated. and
zealous In all thelrdutiet, the French Canadian
ltoman Catholio clergy control educational
Institutions of their own in the Dominion,
whoto tbolr young men, on very reasonable
terms, much cheaper than those of similar
Protestant institutions, can be educated for
the Churob, bar. journalistic or publio life:
and tbe ambition of a large majority of young
French Canadians so educated is to be priests,
lawyers, doctors, and members of Parllnment
Few. as oomparod with the English-speakin- g

Canadians, engage In commerce, but they fill
the professions.

Many Canadians aro undor the Impression
tbat our American cousins are willing, ready,
nnd anxious losolvo the problem ot annexa-
tion for us, but it is asserted by American
politicians ot experience, that should this
question bo seriously placed bofore tbe Ameri-
can people, It would very probably moet with
strong opposition from one or tho other ot
their great political parties, as was tbe fate ot
Dakota, which was unable until recently to
obtain admission Into the Union as a Stat-- .
owing to tue joaiousy ol one political party
against tbe other. This was also the reason
ffhich prevented the ratification ot tho Cana-
dian fisheries treaty at Washington. It Is safo
to ar that the French Canadlaus are not, only
satisfied, but prefer the present regime in Can-
ada, and the same may be said of the English-speakin- g

Canndians. with the oxeeptlon of a
limited number ot admirers ot the American
people and their political institutions.

The solution of the fourth and last problem.
Independence, while apparently distant, may
not be impracticable. Canada is an immense
country, extending from tho Atlontio to the
Poclllc Ocean, and now united by that glgantle
undertaking, the Canadian Paclfla Hall-
way, passing through a vest and mar-
vellously fertile region, capable ot

n population as lurge as that
ot the United (States. Mav we not rear
sonnbly predict tne existence In the futuro ot
a nation In this vast British oouatry, possess-
ing tbe vitality and noble traits ot the
great tnatornal nation, and alo those ot her
eldest daughter, the United States, avoiding
the errors and dufucts, nnd accepting only that
wblch is good and wise, from the two kindred
nations? What has civilisation to bestow tbat
Ehe may not hope to attain ?

of Canada to tbe United States. Annexa.
lion will then. Indeed, become a " moving
question," and wo ought to bo looking at itdispassionately with a single eye to our own
Interests.

able tor tbe Union. We know what astets wo
shall bring into such an alliance. What will

If anr. lost than 70. equal to
a debt bnsed ui ou population for this countiy
of S1.850.OJU.UOO. ostlmtitlug our population
now at 05,000.000." Cloarly. if ihese estimates
bonncurate. thennxlety of the Canadian Lib-

erals to get the bann publl-he- d between tho
Dominion and tho Union Is qulie ns intolllgl-bi- o

as the eagerness ot
British and Continental noblcmou to exchange
their coronets for tho tnsh of American heir-csi.e- s.

Of course, I am nwsr.'. as doubtless
also is Mr, Glen, thnt the roal value
ot calculations based on tho relation ot
debt to population Is not Msty groat.
It It wero pottlldo. us unluckily it Is not, to get
at exact estimates of the assets or the wealth
and resources of a country, such estimates
would giro us a much better basis for measur-
ing ihe nressuie ot publio debts. We might
then be nblo. for oxnmplo, to provo thnt
Uurcnsland, which In ISS'J was carrying a por
capltn publio debt ot tail. 57, was loally loss
burdened by thnt dcot than tho Argeutine

which In 1880 was canylng a por capita
pjtillo debt ot J82.UU. tveverthclesi. tho
English Investors who nro having such a
pleasant time now with their Argontlne loans,
hnvo mortally offeudod (Jueeusland by declin-
ing to advnnce a small additional auin to that
great Austialhtn dependency.

Taking per capita cstlmntes, however, for
what they are worth, It Is pretty plain that
Canada, with n per capita dobtof $70 accord-
ing to Mr. Glon. has moro to gain Irotn an-

nexation than the United States. Our por
capita debt in 1880 was no moro than tJJ.03.

Without positively nnd finally rejecting the
ndvancos of our northern suitor, might we not
with advantage invite him. not indeed to tnrry
nt Jericho until his beard be grown, but to
got his affairs into hotter order before ho
asks us to set up housekeeping with him?

Certainly we ought to Insist on his mnklng a
clean breast of bis affnlrs. While Mr. Glen,
who is urgent for the nuptials, tolls us that
Canada owes 70 per capita, the ofllclals of the
Dominion in the "Statistical Year Book of
Canada" published la 1690. put down the
amount at no more than $40.79, now nro these
two conflicting OHttmaies to bo reconoiled ? If
theoOlclAl estimate Is correot, the per capita
burden on Canada is rather less thanS) por
cent. In wolght thun thnt of O eat Britain,
which in 1889 onrried a per capita Indebted-
ness otS9.3D. But even at the official figure
it Is very nearly 100 per cent, greater than the
per capita burden of the Federal indebtedness
of tbe Unltod States. W. It. II.

In Chrybtle street, a bit south ot Hester. lie
was one of its first pupils, being admitted In
1827. igot in later, say 1810. It must be ad-
mitted that both should know considerable
about the older Bowery, when huge trees liuod
It from tbe Boston stage station, opposite tho
bouse to which Charlotte Temple dlod, up to
the bay scalos. When the Professor and I
went to No. 7 It wasn't a grammar school, as Is
possibly apparent by this communication.
It had the democratlo title of publio
school. I can namo a wholo lot of
our schoolmates, many of them, like the
Blotos and Georce W. Gan:z. prominent In bus-
iness elides, who well remember tbo Bowery
Presbterlan Church, tho entrance to which
was CO Bowory, a door or two north of Walker
Btroet on the west sldo. Tho Professor was
one of Its Sunday school pupils, and recollects
that tne girls occupied one gallery while the
boya occupied the other. He was always op-
posed to the separation. Tho edifice was a.
brick one, the rear resting on Elizabe.h street,
where the entrance to the Sabbath school was.
Whenever services wore in progress a chain
across the street suggested no thoroughfare.
Tho first of Infant classes now so preralont
was instituted there. Tho superintendent of
tho school In Prof. Qreaton'a tlmo was a Mr.
