Their Agitation In Berlin nnd Its Xamarh-abl- o

The movement of Berlin waitresses to ele-

vate their business positions haB already led to
reforms of several abuses. Bhortly after the
last of their threo stormy mass meetings, about
sixty proprietors of beer gardens, in whloh
bcor is served br young women, met and
adopted resolutions which have been Intro-
duced into practice. A few ot the curious pas-
sages of the resolutions read thus:

" Waitresses mar sit at tables with attests in
their respective oircults. but mar not become
too lively, nor drink great quantities of beer,
nor take part in dice or card playing, nor allow
any man to take hold ot them, cto. A waitress
may sit with guests only with a view to enter-
taining them. It Is forbidden that on such

a waitress should talk on questionable
subjeots, listen to indelicate conversation of
the guests, or laugh over such conversation,
but she muBt at once leave tbe table when im-
proper expressions are used br guests." No tnbleful of gneats mar have more thanone waitress at once.

''As soon as a guest has drunk op his beerthe waitress must ask him it h will havemore.
It fs forbidden to waitresses that ther sleep

in the quieter rooms nf the restaurant It Is
strictlr prohibited that ther smoke withguests. Hinging nnd hopping and skipping
are not allowed. The wearing of silk jackets
aud waists is to be discouraged. Tlie wearing
of buttonhole bouquets Is permissible. Greatmountains ot llowers, however, may not beworn."

Cellini, the Italian artist, who died
In 1670. and. at one time In his lit,
performed some military exploits, ahe nub.
ject was also mentioned by Araso, the Doted
French physicist and statesman, who died la
1663. The superstition or the ancients In r.
sard to rain following battles, which Is otu
mentioned by the opponents of ths concussion
theory, was on entirely different matter, II
referred to rain happenlns, not immediately
after battles, but a lone; time after them aal
after the bodies ot the slain had putrefied.

In 1870 1 suggested, in an article publish!
In numerous papers throughout the country, '
that some experiments ought to be under.
taken to develop the natural principle that
seemed to be involved and determine If it couM
not be made of benefit to tbe country. At the
same time I assumed the task ot Investigating
the eubjeot and collecting facts bearing on it,
In 1871 1 published the first edition of " War
and the Weather." The sole purpose of this
book was to advocate the undertaking
br the Government of suoh experiment.
and in It facts and arguments wen
presented going to show that there wen
the strongest reasons for believing that
such experiments, properly would
besuocessfuL Later I lectured on the sub-
ject throughout th oountrr. In 1871 and agala
In 1871 1 memorialized Congress on the sab,
jeot. asking that an appropriation be made for
such experiments. These petitions were pre,
ssnted through the Hon. O. B. Harwell of Illi-
nois, who was then a member ot the lower
House. Mr. Farwell became Interested In th
sub Jeot and made various efforts to secure the
appropriation asked for. In this, however, ht
did not succeed until during hla last term at
Benator. When at last he did suceeed the
amount at first appropriated waa onlr IXOOQ, ,

Later $7,000 more was added to lb If i am not
greatly mistaken, this latter amount was not
aeoured until I had sent a large number of
eopies ot M War and the Weather " to membersof Congress, which I did after conferring wltS
Benator Farwell and receiving from him a int.. gestlon tbat I should do so. I hope Ipardoned for saving that the facts and phrfoio-p-
