one accompany Lincoln, and the voteran sol-
dier was oompellod to surrender his chaige.
That prelim nary que-tlo- n settled. Scon di-

rected that I'm tin. Lincoln and Lamon should
at on. e proceed down to the fiont steps of tbe
hotel, where theie was a vast throng waiting
to receive thorn, and that Curtln should call
distinctly, so that the crowd could hear, for a
carriage, and direct the coa'hman to drive the
puny to the Kxecuthe Mansion. That was
the natural thing for Curtln to do: that Is. to
take the President to the tiovi-rnor'- s Mansion
as bis guest; uud this excited no suspicion.

Before leaving tho dining room Oov. Curtln
halted Llncolu and Lamon at tbe door and In-
quired of I. anion whether he was well armed.
Lumou bad been ehoson by Llnoolu as his
companion becnuso of his exceptional nhy-ie- al

power and prowess, but Curtin wanted assur-a- t
co that he was properly equlpred for de-

fence. Lamon at ome uutourod a small
arsenal of deadly weapon-- , showing that ho
was literally armed t tho teeth. In add tion

They were In advance of tho time
for the starting of the Baltimore train and they
wero driven nround on llroad street, as tho
driver was Inlouned, In search of some one
wauled by Kenney nnd tbo deteotlvo. until It
was time to roach the station. When there, they
entered by the public doorway on llroad street
and passed directly nlong with other passen-- I
gets to thee ir. where their berths had been
engaged. The tourney to Washington was
entirely uneventful and at ft In the morning
tho train entered the Washington station on
sohedule time. Seward had been advised, by
the return of his son from Philadelphia, of the
probable execution of this programme and he
and Washburn were In tbe station nnd met
the President and his party, and ait drove to-
gether to Wlllard's Hotel. Thus end the etorr

Oodhavn, Greenland, June 29. Our first
stopln Grcoolandl How different from whnt
we had all expected I For the lust two or three
days we have run nlong the blonk shores ot
this " Land of Desolation," sometlmos at a dls
tanoeof forty miles, again not more than ton.
High, toworlng mountains, dovold ot any sem-
blance of vegetation mountains raising their
lofty heads 5.000 feet, ending at times tn
needle points, ngaln roundod nnd still holding
the iwrpetual snows foi mod a black,
Inhospitable barrlor on our right The
bright sun gllstenod on the grcnt Ice rap or
" Inland Ico," whloh covors tho whole of Green
land from east to wost and from south to
how fnrnorih? liotwoon the jngced peaks this
great Inland ice sea sends fn7on rivers Into
the deep blue ocean- - whlto streams, winding
down tbe precipitous valleye-betwc- on lofty
peaks, until reaching the coast thoy pour
their congealed water tn tbe lorm of euor- -

oonrtAv.v, mnnon and of disoo.

mous Icebergs Into the sea. These frozen
rivers aro glaciers, and among them some of
the largest ln the world. Tbe Fried, rlckshnab
Glacier has a sea front of seventeen mlled. and
moves probably with ns gi eat a speed as any
clncier known. For miles before ne rame
to this great frozen river we met Icebergs

I from tbe size ot our little vessel to that
of a goodly sized bill, where every shade of
green and blue and white shone in the warm
sun. while cascades leaped cheerily from their
irregular and jagged surfaces to plash into the
een. The face ot this glacier is about 200 feet
higb. and has pushed ln front of It a moraine,
which forms a narrow beach; gicat caverns
and crevasses scar Its face, while now and
again a roar as from a park of artillory is
heard, announcing tbo birth of nn iceberg.
Above the Frledoriaksbanb Glacier tho Ice-

bergs were scarce and small. As tbe current
setB during this time of the year southward,
the Icebergs from tbo glacier aro carried by It
Into the North Atlantic

The morning was bright nnd clear as we
eame to Dlsoo. The perpendicular hasalllo
cliffs rose 2.030 feet or more on our left; little
cascades leaped from shelf to shelf, while bore
and there a creen spot Indicated vegetation.
We entered through a narrow rass the little
harbor of Godhavn. the gun llred. tho anchor
dropped, nnd the Kite lay apparently on tbe
Burtnre of a large mountain lake. On landing,
crowds ot natives throned the wharf. The
grass grew luxuriantly between and over
some of the bouses, white and yellow flowers

opened to the light of the morn'nc sun, and
the air resounded with the melodious notes ot
tho snow bunting.

much uloo, peeping out at us as wo pnssod wo
crossed a narrow of laud which unites the
small granitic islet of Godhavn to the high
mountainous Island ot Disco.

The sounds they make aro soft and something
Hku those nf an UMlian harp. It Is bind to ex-
press, or lather Imitate, on paper, the melody
thov sing. It runs somotblng like this; " Wee
ho hehi do de, vveeho. dledldum."

This sound cannot bo maje with any effect,
except when the shad travel In schools. The
singing of a ingle shad is too lubletob
beard nbove the ripple of the water. This year
has boon the Hint, probably lor a decade, that
tho Hinging snail has luvored tbe fishermen ot
Delnw.iro Hay. Cant. A mold, one of tho nldeBt
and iiiotdttiithftll of South Jersey fishermen,
