WAsnisoTOK, Sopt. 21. If any portion of tho
Census Offlco Is In cxlstonco vhon tho Fifty-secon- d

Congress meet, an Investigation will,
no doubt, bo set on foot that wilt bring to light
Bomo astounding facte regnrdlng tho mothods
employed to produce tho misleading and

statistics that havo been ctvon to tho
world. Probably no census that has over been
taken In this or any other countn has boon so
utterly discredited as tho prosont one. Tho
bureau has been conducted as a political ma-
chine, nnd Its figures doctored In tho lntorest
of tho Ilopubllcnn pnrty. For this policy tho
Superintendent of tho Census, Mr. Robert P.
rortor. Is lu n largo measitro responsible.
Thcro exists, howovor. In his bureau another
class ot abuses, besides tho Juggling of statis-
tics for which ho cannot bo held to account,
although, as head of tho bureau nnd responsi-
ble for Its manngemont, ho cannot altogether
escapo censure. Those abuses ha o beon car-
ried on for many mouths, and constltuto a
scandal thnt may soon call for polico interfer-
ence If not stamped out by tho Federal officials
undor whoso eyes they nro carrlod on dny aftor
day. They aro of such a naturo that tho wholo
truth about them may novor reach tho public,
but enough bus been nnd will bo told to rovoal
tholr hideous nature.

While It Is true that among tho several hun-
dred clorks appointed by Mr. Porter thoro
woro a largo number of efllctont and desorvtng
men, wonuin. girls, nnd boys. It Is also truo
that associated with thorn thoro woro nnd now
aro pemonsof both sexes unfltto bo engaged In
any rospectnblo business. Many of tho chiefs
of division, too, are totally unfit to have chnrgo
of Important work or to bo plnccd In control of
nlargu number of clerks, and somo of thorn aro
persons of bud character whoso presenco In
tho ufllco Is an Insult to the rospectnblo clorks
emploj cd thero nnd n dlsgraco to tho United
States Government.

Many hundredsof clerks havo boon employed
Inco tho work ot taking tho eleventh cousus

was begun, and. ns was tho c.ia.i ten years ago.
tlicy wro all appointed within a short spaoo
ot tlmo nnd without opportunity to gain a
knowledge of their character and qualifica-
tions. Asthcunppolntaionts woro not under
tho jurisdiction of tho Civil Service law. they
woro made for tho most part on tho recom-
mendations of republican Congressmen nnd
various other persons of more or loss Influonco
and prominence In tho G. O. P. Thus It was
that when the Census Office was well undor
way its pay rolls wero burdened with tho
nnmes of many porsons, men nnd womon of
tho worst posslblo moral character, many of
them beli.g placed In chargn of competent
and rospectnblo clerks, elderly women.
voung girls, and young men. Thosohend clorks
wore tyrants in tho orders which they issued
regarding tho qunntlt: of work to bo done and
whose private conduct has boon demoralizing
to tho ontlro oflioe. Thuy woro responslblo for
the orders that compelled tho womon to per-foi-

u certain amount of work every dny. sub-
ject to the penalty of dismissal, and who car-
ried out this si.stem relentlessly until Secre-
tary oblo was compelled. In tho interest of
humanity, to put a stop to it.

During tho past summer the work of getting
before the country tlm Inaccurate statistics
collected and compiled by tho bureau has beon
so far advanced that a largo portion of the
office fon.0 haR been discharged. There nro
now comparatively few clerks at work, but tho
dlv !nn chiefs, ns far as heard from, aro all on
duty still and earning on their war of peiso-cutln- n

against such of their subordinates as
havo boon so unfortunate ns to fall under
their displonsure. It would bo Impossible
to onumernto all the abuses perpe-trnte-

but one or two nmples will
furnish n good Illustration of tho whole.
In one of tho largest of tho divisions, situ-
ated on ono of tho floors of the Ninth
stroot building. veritable reign of terror ex-
ists. The chief is a man of notorious charac-
ter, and tho assistant is his companion in evil
doing. Thoso two ofncinls havo repeatedly
attempted to securo tho removal of especially
competent clerks who protested against their
scandalous conduct In tho office Timo and
again they marked them for dismissal, only to
find that a stronger Influence than tholrs was
enlisted in their behalf.

A few weeks ago thero wero Imported Into
this division from a neighboring city two noto-
rious women of tho town, who wero placed in
churgo of tho work performed by the clerks
whom tho chiefs wero anxious to get rid of.
Tho conduct of tho imported clerks was so
scandalous, especially with regard to tholr re-
lations to the chiefs, that three ot tho ladles
rebelled. They refused to bo insulted further
by taking assignments of work from tho " v Ho
creatures." as they called them, and tho result
wns that they soon found their sen Ices dis-
pensed with. There was still one lndy in tho
oftlcp whom tho chiefs feared, because they
knew her to bo aware of their improper con-
duct, bhe Is a woman of the highest charac-
ter, a momberof one of tho best families in
Washington, and an acquaintance and
friend of tho most worthy people. In-
cluding the wifo of tho Superintend-
ent of tho Census. Being unable to rid
themselves of tho presence of this ladywlth-ou- t

securing her discharge, tho chiefs com-
menced a systematic attempt to ruin her char-
acter. In fact, they endeavored to put Into
effect a boycott against her. They went to tho
lndy who had immediate charge of her office
work and thnt of other clerks, and represented
her to be a womnn of the vilest character, with
whom no decent persons should associate.
Their cowardly attacks did no harm, because
tho high character of the woman thoy assailed
wan too well known, but thoy succeeded In
starting a row thnt mar end seriously for them.

Last winter a chief of idv Islon In the Census
Offlco was turned out of a n board-
ing liouso because of tho scandal created by
her conduct, but the women recently Imported,
and the men responsible for their employ-
ment and tho Insulting treatment of tho re-
spectable, clerks In the offlco seem to bo far
inoru worthy of punishment thnn she.

Early yesterday morning tho Italian flag was
hoisted at tho City Hall and It waved thoro all
day long. Mayor Grant being out of town, ap-
plication was mado to Prostdont Arnold of tho
Board ot Aldormr n for permission to hnvo tho
Italian colors displayed, and tho request was
at unco granted.

The drivers wore
men who would not nttempt to molest
a parade of any other nationality, but
they thought it fun to "monkey with the
dagos." ns one said who was taking n truck
load of rags to a paper mill. Ho tried to drivo
through tho lino at tho corner of Broad ami
Market streets, and In a moment his wagon
was swarming with sturdy Italians, who
threatened to kill him. He was in a bad ilx
until the polico took a hand in and let him
through the lino. At tho junction of Spring-
field and South Orange avenues tho driver of a
South Orange car tried to back through tho
lino, and six Italians swarmed upon the plat-
form and attacked him. while a dozen others
turned the horsos aside and threatened to de-
rail thn car. Bjstandors took the part of tho
driver, and n llttlo riot wns started. Several
stones were thrown into tho ranks of the pa --

raders. and tho six policemen who ran back
from tho head of tho line, had a hard tlmo re-
storing order. Awomnu was knocked down
In tho melee as sho w as tn ing to get out of tho
cars. No arrests wero made.

FIFTY IXCltES.

Mr. Charlea N. IUgglne of Brooklyn I.anora
Forty Sllnutea at the Upper End of a
Tarpon I.lne, but Iuad Ills Game.

Everybody who casts a lino In Grent South
Bay nnd ndjacent waters knows thoso tw o

sportsmon. Charlos 8, Hlgglns of
Brooklyn nnd Henry A. Tnppln of New York.
They both have cottages at Babylon nnd spend
a grent deal of tlmo on tho water. Last Satur-
day they took Copt. Price's sloop and went
outside off Flro Inland to chum for blueflsh.
Tho stnrt was made from Babylon nttl o'clock
In the morning. Tho sloop wns headed for tho
Whistling buoy, throo or moro miles out.

Messrs. Hlgglns nnd Tappln, Cnpt. Prico
and Capt. Norman Whlto wero thu only per-

sons on tho sloop.
It took nbout threo hours to roach tho fishing

bnnks in tho upon sea. A good stiff breczo
wns blowing, and tho current was swift.
Messrs. Hlgglns nnd Tnppln dropped their
lines overboard nnd wero quickly rewarded.
Tho bluellsh were running well. Tho two
fishermen wero kept hustling to land tholr
catches until tho current consedtoset. When
this happened, nbout noon, twenty-eigh- t nlco
big blueflsh hnd beon captured. Capt. Prlco
dropped anchor then to wait for the turn of tho
tide. Capt. Prlco dropped n line over the side
of the sloop to pass awnv the time. Ho had
barely thrown It Into tho water when he goto
nlbblo nnd n minute later ho landed u big
wcnkllsh. Mr. Hlgglns got out tho tarpon rod
and reel which he won In a fishing contest
last summer, attached a light sinker, and was
was soon yanking weakllsh out of the water.
Mr. T.appln did likewise. Aftei twenty-tw- o had
been caught theio was a lull.

By and hv theio wns a tug at Ml. Hig-gltis- 's

lino which nearly jerked the rod from
his hands. Mi. Tnppln took hold of the rod to
fool tho strain. Ho has had lots ofeviiorienco
with sharks, and nt llrst he thought Mr. Hlg-
glns had fnstenod a shark. The two fishermen
were in the stoniof tho sloop, and tho strnln
on the lino mndo tho sloop tug at her anchor
chains. Tho strain, however, was not as steady
as s usuall" tho ease' when a shnrk has swal-
lowed a hook, so Mr. T.ippln concluded that It
must bo something else. It could not be a lilue-lls-

hoonu-- o it displayed too much strength.
Mr. Tappln saw at once that there was going
to bo a mightv light, and he ordered Cant.
Price to cleat tho sloop of all lines, to give Mr.
Higgluscvoiv opportunity. Ml. Hlggins stood
hrneid In tin tornwlth ono hand on tho reel,
keeping tho line taut. The llsli was dead
game. It woiked off from tho boat several
hundred feet, keeping down deep In the water.
Aftoi some minutes it began tn work around
the sloop townid the bow. Mr. Hlgglns did his
best to previ nt the llsh from doing this, fear-
ing thnt his lino would foul tho anchor chain
and he would thereby lose his prize. Tho llsb,
howevei, nppnrcntl). had tho strength of a
horse, and do what ho could Mr. Hlgglns could
not alter its course. Mr. Tappln .mil the two
Captains stood by fairly sweating from seeing
Mr. Hlgglns sweat.

inch by inch the llsh pulled Mr. Hlgglns to
tho bow of tho sloop. Tho llsh was i Ircllng
the sloop and it was perfectly apparent that It
Intended toern-sth- o sloop's hows. To prevent
this Mr. Hlggins had to jiress both Capt. Pi Ion
and Capt. white Into service.

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TASCOTT JOINS TUB INDIANS.

ITU Brother'a Neicotlatlona for the Bar.
render or the Fugitive.

Chicago, Sept. 21,-T- ho fact has beon mado
publlohero that Frnnk Tnscott. n brother of
William Tnscott, tho alleged murderer of Mi-

llionaire Amos,T. Snell. held negotiations with
tho police authorities six months ngo looking
to tho surrender of his brother. Tho terms on
which tho surrender was to bo mndo wore that
an Indictment for burglary against tho fugl-tlv- o

was to bo nollo pressed, and thnt ho
was to receive tho reward of $50,000. offered
by tho relatives of the dead man forhlscnp-ture- ,

to bo used In his defence against tho
chnrgo of murder. The negotiations, however,
fell through, Frnnk Tnscott becoming suspi-
cious that tho Polico Department would not
glvo bis brother fair treatment.

Tin so facts are ndniltted by Pollen Inspector
Marsh, who was at that timo Chief of Police.
Mr. Mnrsh never knew where Tnscott wns In
biding. Defective Duffy, who was concerned
In the negotiations, savs thnt. In his opinion,
tho evidence against Tnscott Is not suMclcnt
to convict him.

A despatch from St. Paul says that tho fugi-
tive, twoiluys ofter Snell's murder, arrived at
St. Paul, where ho remained a week. Thence
he went to Winnipeg, tlienoo to a farm fifty
tnllos from that point, and eventually to thn
Turtle Mountain reservation, where ho joined
the Indians, nnd Is now a member of tho Tur-
tle Mountain band, having adopted the Indian
costume nnd customs nnd mnrrled a squaw.

Mr. Hearst Is generally
credited with living at the Brunswick when ho
Isn'tnt Yonkers oralmnrd tho Vamoose, but It Is
also said that hn lives at several other hotels
In town. Ho novor can bo found nt nny of
them, howevei. Ho likes to feel sufn from tho
hordes of beggars and peoplo with empty
pockets nnd Impossible projects, who help to
mnkn miserable tho lifo of a man reputed to bo
more than ordlnnrily rich.

Mr. Hearst Is proprietor of the San Francisco
Exammn. and Is only temporal ily in town. In
1K) ho contracted with tho Bemtngton Paper
Mills of Watortown to supply paper for thu rr

for live years at flvo cents a pound. He
accepted tho paper for over a year, nnd then
refused to toko any more of It. Ho nid tho
company was no longer sending him tho
quality of paper e'ontnieted for. The company
claimed that it was. nnd said that Mr. Hearst
had broken thn contract to save money, paper
having gone down greatly In price. So tho
company brought suit for J17I,000 dnmages.

Lawyer A. L. Jacobs of this city began to
hunt for Mr. Hearst nt Wells. Fargo A-- Co.'s ex-
press office, as thev were understood to be his
ngents. Men hunted thn offlco for a couple of
weeks with papers, but did not find him. Then
tho lawyer hired threo "detectives." They
haunted tho Brunswick, tho Mnrlborough. and
tho Fifth Avenuehotels without success. They
also went to his rooms nt Yonkors. but found
nobody but Chineso servants who talked only
pigeon Bnglish. They waited around Tebo's
wharf, where tho Vnmooso ties up. but nevor
found him there. Finally they concentrated
their attention on thn Vnmooso. nnd after dog-
ging tho llttlo flier from dock to dock for a
week, nt length set eyes on Mr. Hearst for tho
llrst time on rnturday afternoon nt the foot of
West Thirty-fift- h street. Ha was just about
to step aboard when a dotoctivo served tho
papers on him.

clothing nnd n letter to Fischer from his mar-
ried sister, Mrs. Edna Boutger of Kronberg,
Germany. It was dated Juu. 17. 1801. and
thanked Fischer for money ho hnd sent her
family. The letter said that they would not
havo known how to get along without it, und
added that they hoped to sen him soon.

It Is not known what Fischer didwhonho
leftGroBsmnn's. He told a fellow omployoo
thnt he was going to have a good tlmo for four
or flvo weeks and then bocomo a travelling
salesman. He was not a heavy drinker, but
was a man who eamo homo lato nights.
