, Onthamorning of July B last Btophen Van
Cullen White, sonior partner and moving aplrit
in the banking firm of 8. Y. Whito & Cuo, with
offees now at 30 Wall street, in the Iselin
pallding, began a apeculation which was to
take him out of tho famillar patha he had trod
on the New York Stock Exchange. Hia earcor
s & lander In Wall streot had boen establish.
od. His intropld spirit shone brlillantly (n the

t Lackawanna cornor whioh he suoccess-
fully engineered In 1834 and from
that day he waa ona ol the shin-
fhg stars  of the epeoulative world,
His asanolatos have been Jay Gould, Ruasscll
gage, Crrus W. Field (bofora the Manhattan
mishap ocourrad to Mr. Fleld) Addison Cam-
mack. and nthers, but la the step Mr, White
took on July 6 ho was practically to loave
thess old frlends and vontura finta the
whitipool the power of which Jamea R. Koeno,
John W. Mackny, Benator Falr, and Jamos Q.
Nood bad triel. In a word. Mr. White fol-
lowed theso [llustrious prodecessors in nn
effort totriumph over the soll and elimato of
this groat conntry. Heo attempted ta engincor
aeorner in corn, espeolally In the Boptombor
option, and yestorday the battls ended when
Nr. Whits made an asalgnment without prof-
erenoes to Charlea W. Gould, & lawror (n the
Yaol*od Bank bullding.

Mr. White besamo a momher of the Now
York Btoock Exchange on May 8, 1858, His
junlor parinor and son-in-law, Frankl(n W,
Hopkins, hacame a member on Dec. 8, 1881, and
these two mon made up the New York firm.
Carorca H. Wildes had sharge of the hond ds-
partmont. Thore waa a Chleago bLranch of
the irm. consisting of Mre, Whito, his mon, Ar-
thur, his nophew, A. W, Allon, and Mr, Hop-
kina. This Chioig> branoh wns started in
April, 1880, nt 2 and 4 Bherman strest. The
pama of B. ¥, White had been familiar in Wall
strest 8inon tha olose of the war. At one time
hewnsn mombor of the firm of Marvin &
Whits, whish disaclvad in 1807. Mr. White
went It alons unt(l January, 1833, when he
opened offices at Wall and Now stroots,
sod Mr. Hopkinm, then a young graduato ot
Yalo.and Arthur B, Claflin, son of the lato
Horace B. Claflin, the dry goods merchant,
wets his partnors. Mr. Clafiin withdrow on
Dec. 31, 1885,and the presont fiem was formed.
Mr. White lives at 210 Columbia Helghta,
Brookiyn, Itis & rosldones worth nearly $560,-
000, and he has there s fine astronomical ob-
rervatory and the biggest tclescope ln any
private obsorvatory. Beveral years ago hls
private fortuno was put down at $2,000,000.
Hs was at one time Presidont of the Brooklyn
Astronomical Boslety.fand for years he has
beon one of the leading epirits in Plymouth
Church. He was elected to the Fiftioth Con-
gross from tha Fourth distriet in Brooklyn,
snd for twn years has beon troasurer of the
Bapublivan Btate Committes. He deolined a
tenomination to Congress, and last woek he
doollved to merve further ms treasurerof the

mittoo.

Mr. White was very ill early this year. Ho
llul!ared from a dangerous form of dyspepsin.
With the spring sunshine he improved. and al-
though fora number of years he had been
known as a pronounced bull on rallroad shares
be apparently bocame dishcartsned by the
course of the market and deelded to turn
his speculative geulus Into other channela
Even while Mr. Whito was contemplating this
shange the rallroad share market showed
srmptoms of & boom which has lasted to this
day with but a temporary interruption. But,
in the face of those evidonces of an Im-
provement In the atook market he, oontred
his fforts on cornering enrn for Boptombor,

Atfirst all wont woll. Mr. Whita conduoted
most of his oporations through his Chicago
houns. When he bogan there ware all sorts of
sories s to the poorcondition of the erop,
Evon then it was wall known that Rusala, Qer-
many, Franca, and the Unitad Kingdom woro
thort of corenls and that thelr orops wara
Ukely to be short, tan, The action of the Crar
In putting nn export duty on rys was anothsr
argument in favor of Mr. White's stand. Corn
was much cheaper than rye, and corn onuld
take ths plnco of ryo. Then from the West
and Northwest camo reparts of frost and dam-
Agetoour growing erop of eorn. Everything
looked well for Mr. White, and duy by day he
backed hir aplolon.

He began his purchases when the prica of

ntembor corn was 50 eonta. Ho continued
buring untll hy owned 10,000,000 bushels.
The average prica paid for the corn was 00
eonts, and at one time Mr. White had a paper
proft of $1,000,000 on his deal. Two weeks
889 the priee for Soptember was 70 cents, But
fwasn groat lond to carry, espocially as there
ware indieations that the Chleago gamblers
would brealk tholr neeks or provent Mr. White
from unloading. A ellauoe met dally In Chicago
atthe Calumot Clnh to dovise monos of down-
ing Mr. Whito. This elique consisted of Coun-
selaan & Day, Norton & Worthington, Swarta

Dupee, nnd John MeCormick. and they were
sipported by others ns powerful ns thomsolves.

The continued lieavy receipta of corn at Chi-
engo from all contres materially asaistod them,
Evon tho muost soeret steps on hin part towsrl
Unlonding some of his corn were detected and
the elique, afdod by tho LIg rocolpts, smashed
fown the market, The recelpts continued,
and the attitude of tho Chlcago cllque became
#opronounced that it was apparent on Mon-
dny that Mr. White eould not withstand the
forces nguinat Wim. The Beptomber option
bad dnolired  to H2%, Of tho T0,000,(0K)
bushels ho still hold 8,000,000 Lushels, and on
moet of this heavy ndvaners had bLeen made
byths Ne v York bonka With the declining
markol the banka refused further loans, and
there wan nothing to do yeatorday morning
