I WANTS MANUAL EDUCATION.

Mayor Cleveland Says Jersey City Ka
Fallea Ilehlnd Other Cltlea.

Acting onasuggestlon from Mayor CI ovoland,
the Jorsoy City Board of Education has ap-
pointed a committee to consider the feasi-
bility ot adding an industrial depart-
ment to the curriculum of tho public schools.
In his communication to tho Board tho Mayor
says in part:

"Somo of you are awaro that I havo for a
long tlmo contended for a more practical edu-

cation In our publlo schools, an education
which would enable tho scholars to work tholr
own way In the world, if noed bo, when thoy
loavo the sohool; that would mako them
moro usoful mombors of tho community,
moro Independent and self-relia- in their
immodlato surroundings, and so cause thorn
to become more valuable cltlzons ot thoStato.
That Is tho purpose for whloh monoy Is raised
to support the publlo sohools. Next to per-
sonal Independence, tho glory of tho sovoral
States that compose this great republic Is In
their public sohool system, but wo must not
lull ourselves to sleep with tho popular idoa
that our system In Jorsey City Is porfoct It
must bo romombered that this Is a world ot
progress, and that what does not progress will
fall behind.

"Whllo we havo beun struggling with tho
problem of how to provldo lor tho absoluto

of our city jrovornment wo havo notSeedsin touch with tho publlo school systems
of othercltlos. Wo have boon content to pro-
vldo as well as wo could for tho old method.

A DRAMATIC CAVALRY CHAHCE.

How h Oncct of Cooke's Briraae at
eataea'a Mill Saved the Federal anas.

(Copyright, 1801.)
Dramatic cavalry oharges, so far as our civil

war was conocrnod, began at tho vory outset
and tho first regiment to cross sabres with tho
Southern horsomon on Virginia soil was prob-
ably tho last ono Mr. Jofforson Davis Imagined
would bo promlnont against him. the Fifth
Regulars. Ho had scloctod Its offloors whon It
was organlzod In 1855, most ot thorn pots of
his own from tho sunny South, and famous
troopers thoy woro. With few exceptions, tho
Southern born of tholr number had roslgnod
nnd gono with tholr States, but Virginian
though ho was. nothing could daunt tho
loyalty of Goorgo IL Thomas, who had
rlson from Major to Colonel commanding
whon Sidney Johnston and Robort E. Loo
steppod down and out It was Thomas
who remounted and proparod tho roglmont
for tho Hold on Its arrival from Texas, and half
Its forco was thrown at once Into Washington,
guarding tho Whlto Houso nnd Treasury
building until noar tho ond ot May.

months of organization and drill under

tlio advancoon Manassas In March,
'02, only to And It abandoned; then tho trans-
fer to tho Ponlnsula: tho halt of a hundred
thousand mon tn front of Magrudor with little
moro than n division; tho tedious slogo of
Yorktown: tho pursuit to Williamsburg; tlie
advanco to tho Chtckahomlny nnd tho strad-
dling thoraof, and then tho four squadrons of
tho Fifth Cavalry not omployod on ordorly or
escort duty had somo gonulno cavalry work.

A born trooper was the veteran Brigadier
who commandod tho Uttlo forco ot Union
Horso. Philip 8t Goorgo Cookn. but among tho
powors that wore In tho Army of tho Potomao
in Juno, '02, ho was nolthor npprociatod nor
treated an ho dosorvod. When toward tho ond
of Juno McClellun hud determined to chango
baso from tho Pamuukoy to tho Jamos, and
Gen. Fltz John Porter' 8 corps was still to tho
north of tho Chtckahomlny, down camo that
wondorful flanker and marcher, Stonewall
Jackson, from tho Shenandoah, and. acting
In conjunction with A. P. Hill and Longstroot
swooned upon Portor's less than 30.000 with
not less than 00,000 Achttng mon. And tho des-
perate battles of Mcchanlcsvillo nnd Gaines's
Mill wero the result Jackson was not in tho
first named, but most emphatically ho was In
tho second for nil ho was worth. And so woro
what woro loft of Hill and Longstroot's peoplo
after their savago handling at Beaver Dam
Creek tho previous day.

Llko ovory other battle about Richmond In
tho campaign of '02, Gaines's Mill began aftor
12 o'clock. In thoso days tho mill itself was a
lino strueturo hardly two miles north
of tho Chlckahomlny, its mlllraco emptying
into Powhlto Creek, a Uttlo stream which ran
duo south Into tho Chickahomlny. All around
oast and southeast of the mill tlio woods wero
thick and heavy. Old Cold Harbor lnyn mllo
and n half to tho east: New Odd Harbor halt
a mllo to tho southeast, and. sweeping around
In almost a complete semicircle, a little
stream roso halt u mllo south of Old Cold
Harbor, Aowed westward through tho woods,
thon began circling to tho south, nnd eventu-
ally dropped into tho Chickahomlny in tho
donscly wooded bottom cast of where Duann
and Woodbury, of tho engineers, had built
their bridges. All on tho north nnd wost of
this Uttlo brand) was forest; nil to tho east
and south boautifully undulating and cleared
land the farms ot McUee, Watt nnd Adams.
And all this open plateau terminated In bluffs
overlooking the little stream, and hero on this
curving, commanding ridge Porter had made
his stand. With tho regulars of Hykes's divi-
sion on his extromo right and faclngnorth.tho
lino swept around upon tho crest, tho brigades
of Buchanan, Warren. Griffin. Martlndalo. and
Buttorllold tn order covering the ground from
east to southwest tho frowning, black-muzzle- d

batteries pooping through every gap. Further
In roar, on tho low hills overlooking tho valley
of the Chickahomlny. woro tho supports undor
McCall and a mass of battorlos held in reserve.
It was a strong position, chosen and manned
with consummate skill, but with forco far too
small to hold ugainst such fighters as Jackson.
Hill, and Longstroot

It wan Hill who began the attack about 2 P.
M:. and cot a most unmerciful pounding for
two mortal hours. Then Longstreet assaulted
tho extreme left and tho batteries deluged
him with caso shot and canister. Then Jack-
son, who nociris to havo counted on Hlll'soaslly
driving tho Union forco Into his welcoming
line, found, in tho languago ot Major Dabuoy,
chief of stalT, that "Porter didn't drive worth
a cont." Kwell wan woll nigh worn out fight-
ing Buchanan's regulars, und had to bo
heavily reOnforeod. D. H, Hill's ilvo Con-
federate brigades lapped completely around
tho Union right nnd wero cruwllng steadilyup
on the beautiful batteries of Wood, Tldbnll.
and Kingshurr. all regulars. The six brigades
strung out In Jackson's rear that ho never
thought to havo to use nt all wero sent plung-
ing into tho light wherovcr thoy found tho en-
circling lino thinned by that tcrribio II ro from
tho crest Blocum's division in the Union bluo
camo cbeorlng ovor the Chickahomlny in tlmo
to fill tho growing gaps in Portor'n sturdy
ranks, and so tho uattlo woro on until nearly
7. Then camo tho last grand assault ulong
the wholo front and tho ono chunco for thecavalry.

Obcdlont to his orders. Uttlo as ha liked
them. Gen. Cooke had held hln puny brigade of
troopers to tho left roarof tho fighting gunners
along tho crest. Porter had moved up by
this tlmo battery aftor battery to thoedgoof
the plateau until tho loft of his lino was fairly
black with cannon.
