Shortly before Quitting time this afternoon gas
accumulated in one of the gangways, and
without a moment's warning a loud report,
similar to the exploding of cannons, washoard.
It was followed by th6 fall- - of an immense
quantity of ooai. which entombed fourteen
men and out off all moans 6f escape.

As soon as the explosion occurred the men
In the other parts of the mine hastonod to the
spot, but were powerless to render any assis-
tance. They were thunderstruok when thoy
realised the perilous position that their com-

panions were in and at onoe sent word to the
surface and the oompany's offlclals wore noti-

ced of the disaster. A rescuing party bogan
work at once, and not until Into this evoning
dld thoy find any ot the man.

After digging through coal and rock for fifty
yards eight ot the men were reached, two ot
whom had been crushed to death by the fall-

ing dtibrls. The othor six wero fatally burned.
There are still six men Imprisoned, and they
cannot be reached until when lite
Is likely to be extinct.

Paul, Oct a The Buprome Court of
Minnesota has rerersod the deoislon ot tlio
lower courts and filed a decision finding tlio
dealing In grain futures. Illegal and void. Tho
finding is one of great importance, oa a largo
Board of' Trade la now located at Minneapolis
and at Duluth, the operators of which may
now repudiate their contracts with impunity
whon on tho wrong side of the market, exeunt
when thoy buy and sell real grain. Tho Su-
preme Court finds as follows:

"Oontraotsfortheealoand delivery of grain
or other commodities to bo dollverod At a
future day are not per unlawful whero par-
ties In good faith' lntendto perform themao-cordln- g

to their terms. But oontrnots in form
for future delivery, not intended to represent
actual transactions, tmt merely to pay and re-

ceive the difference between the.acrood prlco
and the market prloe at a futuro day. are In tho
nature of wagers on the futuro price ot tbo
commodity and void. The order ot the lower
court is reversed."
