Characteristics of the Man Who (Kale nt
Party With m Bod or Iron.

In 1835 Henry rarnoll of Avondalo. Wlcklow
county, Iroland, waa travelling in tho United
Btatos with his kinsman. Lord Powersoourt
Their letters of Introduction gavo thom oo

to tho best society In New York. Ilonry
Parnell mot and fell in love with Delia Tudor
Stewart eocond daughter ot tho famous Com-

modore Stewart, who hod won many a naval
battlo with tho British. Whon he proposed for
her her fathor refused his consont having lit-

tle Inclination to see his daughter marry an
Irishman. But his consont was at last got and
nonry Parnoli married his daughter In Oraoo
Church In May. 1835.

They went to llvoon his boautlful estate of
Avondalo, whloh had boon tho seat of tho fam-

ily for ovor a hundred years. Tho Pnrnolla
woro originally an English family, haying
como to county Wlcklow from Congloton, Chos-te- r.

In tho Tolgn ot Charles II. Tho oldor
branch ot tho family was in tho lattor part of
tho Inst century raised to tho peerage, with the
title ot Congloton. Henry Parnoil's fathor was
a younger brother of Lord Congloton. Thoro
had been many noted statesmen, a poet and
sevornl great clergymen In tho family, and
thoy traced tholr dosoent In a direct lino to
that Earl of Warwick who is called tho "King
Maker."

To Henry Parnell and Delia Stewart wore
born many sons and daughters, among them
Charlos Stewart Parnell. who was born In June.
1840. As oldest son ho was to Inherit tho es-

tate which Tom Mooro had made famous by
writing a poom " Tho Mooting of the Waters "
--sibout it

On this estate Charles Stewart Parnell was
bred amid arlstocratlo surroundings, in a Ufo

ot case, with all that was boautlful in naturo
and roflned In civilization about him. Ho was
oarofully oduoated In English schools, as his
family was Protestant and later, waa sent to
Cambridge Ho entered Magdalen Oollogo, but
waa not rogardod as remarkable In any way.
Ho was neither a spoakor nor a student He
was iazy and luxurious nnd finally grow weary
of restraint and left college without taking a
dogroe.

After the fashion ot sentlomon. both English
and Irish, he act out upon a tour before settling
down to tho routine ot a country gentle-
man's life. Tho American birth of his mother
lod him to visit tho United Btatos. It is said
that he waa much struck with tho business
methods of tho American Houses of Congress
and that ho mado a careful study ot thorn.

In 1874 he rocolvod tho plaoe of High Sheriff,
but ho seoms to havo boen willing to resign It
almost Immediately. For he exprcssod a de-Bi- ro

to stand for Parllamont Thoro was a
consultation among tho Irish leaders, and ho
was persuaded not to run. But whon the sit-

ting mombor. Col. Taylor, accepted another
position, and thus had to recontest his seat
Parnoli Insisted upon standing. He was a
man ot property and position. He offered to
bear tho expenses himsolt. and he waa so
strenuous that thoy feared to oppose him lest
ho should bo drlvon into tho opposition
party. The rosult was most disastrous to Par-
noli. He wbb overwhelmingly beaten. The
very thing the loadors had foarod had come to
pass. His name had boen greeted with cheors
and he had been nominated by aoolamatlon.
But whon ho camo forward to speak ho stam-
mered and became Incoherent, and finally
broke down completely. The few words that
ho did speak had been spoken In a voice as
free from Irish accent and as full of English
accent as though ho had never lived In Ire-
land. His look, his manner wero also English,
and tho Irish people would not havo him.

But the next year Parnell wrote a letter
John Mitchell In his candidacy for

Dublin oounty. This letter was strong, clear,
and patrlotlo. and was read and praised
throughout Ireland, Whon Parnoli thon asked
to bo allowed to stand for tho seat whloh the
death of that fiery Irish leader, John Martin,
had mado vacant his request was granted,
and In 1875 he entered Parliament

For the first year ho novor spoke, and had no
part in the councils of his party. He devoted
himself to the study of tho English Parlia-
ment Ho listened watched overy motion
with those restless eyes of his afterward so
famous. Ho lost no opportunity of gaining
knowledge At the ond of tho year ho sudden-
ly sprang Into eminence as tho first of the
Irish party in knowledge of parliamentary
proceedings as its only member able to meet
and vanquish tho English statesmen.

To give an idea of what Mr. Parnell had to
deal with, it is necessary to Bay a word as to
the condition ot the Irish party. Since the days
ot Daniel O'ConnoIl there had always boen an
Irlrh party and It had ulways boen aggressive.
But there had been no leader, no ono who un-
derstood English ways or who was In the least
able to gain a hearing. Sometimes this party
had boen violent, again It had boon simply

and Irritating, without at anyauarrolsome much. There had boon
orators among the Irish, full of fire and pas-
sion, but utterly unfit for Parliament where
the dobato is cool, deliberate, and starching.
Thn outbursts of rhetorio had been listened to
and then passed aa bo many words spoken
without meaning. Tho party was not strong
onough numerically to command respect nnd.
besldos. Its loadors had not had any fixed or
definite purpose.

This young man of 30 years andof one years
experience in Parliament did not get tho lead-
ership without opposition. The Irish loader
was then Isaac Butt who had strong Tory In-
clinations. Tho party wus a conglomerate ot
Whigs and Terlos, bondod together for no
particular reason excopt that they wore Irish
men ana were aisooniemca.

Parnell's first move wus to Introduce In 1870
the Irish Churoh Act Amendment bill, by
which he wished to cnablo tenants of propor-ortie- s,

formerly belonging to the Irish Catho-li- o

Church but then held ny a sort ot Commis-
sion, to purchaso outright tho land thoyjiald
rent for. Ho urgod this measure n such a way
that II was dofoatod hy a vote of 110 to 160.
This measuro. for tho benefit of Catholics
When ho himself wan a Protestant, won him
ninny frionds, though luaaa Butt did not llko
him tor It

Tho next year Mr. Cross Introduced the Pris-
ons bill, which would have transferred tho con-
trol ot Wl'tUow county prison, among others,
from the hands of tho county to the hands of
tho Government The whole Irish party united
on this and prepared to light tho measuro bit-
terly. It was at this tlmo that tlio "obbtruo-tlo- n

policy" was begun. It was simply an In-
troduction of American Congress methods,
somowhat modiiled, into tho English Parlia-
ment It was a new thlug, a rovolation to tho
members ot Purliumont, nnd created a great
noise. Evon mombors ot the Irish party woro
tearful of tho outcome of tactics by which a
small, feoblo minority woro obstructing tho
business of the nation. But Parnoli hold tho
party to tho course ond with such success that
old Jsaao Butt, who hud opposed him, was
forced to retlro from tho leadership. Mr.
William Hhaw, membor for Cork, succeeded
him, and thon In 1H78 Mr, Parnell wan mado
Presldont of the Homo Rule Confederation,
whloh placo Mr. Butt had resigned. This mado
him tho acknowledged leader of the Irish party,

Ho now proceeded to the work of making
that party a power in Parliament. Ho quelled
joalouslos, took to himHolf all .authority,
welded tho Irish members into a slnglo body,
animated by ono purpose, speaking and acting
through one mouth and brain. To tho accom-
plishment uf this purpose ull things seemed to

In 1877 and 1878 tho harvests In Ireland
wero bad. In 1878 there wero no harvests
worth speaking ot. and the condition of the
pooplo became desporato. Thoro was want
there was sickness, there were nearly all the
horrors of a famine. Tho people woro ready
for anything to chango their condition, since
no clmnco could bo for tho worse It was just
at the most hopoloss time, 1870, that Mr. Par-
nell foundod tho Land League. The objects of
the Leaguo woro to bring about a reduction ot
tho grinding rack rents which prevailed over
all Ireland, to refuse to pay any rent unless tho
reductions were granted, to aid tho peasants
In bujlng the land, and to compol landlords to
sell. Theso purpoaos. definitely and clearly
stated, wero grasped and approved by tho
whole people. They mot tho oondltlons ex-
actly, nnd they formed tho prlnelplos upon
which Mr. Parnell built eeouroly tho Irish
Homo Utile purty. He put tho purpose of tho
League into an epigram, " Keep n firm crip on
your homosteads, and this hecamothow.iteh--

rd. which was echoed aud reeohoed and
by the wholo Irish people. Thus, with

one bound. Charles Btewart Parnoli became,
without question or rival, tlio representative ot
tlio Irish people.

To be worthy of this place his powers seem
to havo expanded with singular speod. Onlya
tew years before ho had been stammering

with a poor stock of. words and
Speaker, ability in debate. From day to day of

In Parliament hi. fellow members
him grow. At first ha was not much

of a speaker, and he gave tho impression of a
man.who. having no mental bont to speech- -
Saklng, despisedJt as a u solos way of trying

affairs. Then ho began to mako short
speeohoa, notable for saying In a few words
and .In. a cold way Just what tho. speakers
mind Intondod. Finally ho made loncor
Bpooohoa. sustained and poworfui. losing by
their length nonoot thn strength which pad
mado his brovlty so effectlvo. But he had
lever booomo that stylo of sneaker whloh ParIlamont had come to call tho Irish orator.
Ho ,was at this tlmo a tall, rathor narrow-shoul- d

or od man, with a brown beard, brown
hair, a high forehead, a cold and haughty
faoo. His brown ovoh woro continually wun-dorl-

as though ho fearpd something might
escape his attention. Ho had cast asldo his
lazv nndfAixurloue habits and had booomo an
assiduous worker, tiring out all his subordi-
nates, yet novor seeming to tiro.

In Parllamont and among the mombors ot
his own party ho was tho same. Ho novor un-
bent, novor relaxed. Ho tormod nn close per-
sonal relations with any ono. Ho gave his
commands llko ono who Is accustomed to re-
ceive unquestioning obedience. He listened
to ndvlco, but seemed to bo unaffected by itWhen ho spoko in Parliament ho was al-
ways cold, ooldor than tho most passionless
of tho English spoakors. When the oppo-
sition reviled htm, ho eat without appear-
ing to hoar, Whon ho nnswed, ho seemod
to havo no malice and novor showed
signs of Irritation: nnd his sarcasm
was of tho samo type. It dropped from his
lips Indifferently, without any trace of hoot
Yet fow of tho English loaders of Parliament
havo not writhed and Oushod undor It For
Parnoli spoko as an infinitely superior bolng,
far beyond the reach ot the porson ho was cas-
tigating, and thoro was that in his manner and
In his tones which sustained tho claim of great
superiority.

In foot no stronger leador of the flory and
passionate Irish cau bo Imagined: and among
tho Irish inemborsof Parliament he had few
frionds. although all wore perforco 11b admir-
ers and cordial supporters, whon it Is recalled
that ho alone ot the Irish mombors spoko with-
out a broguo, and that his voice was shrill and
clear llko tho voioo ot an Englishman, tho
completeness ot tho dissimilarity to an Irish-ma- il

is perfect
In assuming this position at tho head ot tho

Land. League. Mr. Parnoli oast away all social
standing and all tho frionds and associates ot
his youth, no chose a causo that brought
nono of tho things mon usually seek, and
which ho might easily havo had. Ho devoted
himsolt wholly to that cause and obtaluod a
reward of which no man can ovor bo sure the
gratitude and admiration and lovo ot u wholo
people

When he wont to Iroland In 1870 tho Irish
pooplo received him as their deliverer. Ho
was put sldo by side with tho great O'ConnoIl,
and to speak ovtl of htm In Iroland anywhere
Sastolnourtlio deadliest hatred of the Irish,

tho dictator, and now got
tho namo ot " Uncrowned King of Iroland."

Parnell looked across the water to this coun-
try for tho money and sympathy which wero
to enable him to fight with success this war
against the landlords and for Irish freedom.
In 1870 he camo over horo to found tho Ameri-
can branch of tho Land League Ho was re-
ceived here with tho most distinguished lion-or- e

Congress permitted him to addross it
from the floor ot the Houso. an honor accorded
boforo to only throo mun, Latayotte. Bishop
England, and Kossuth.

Tho sudden downfall of tho Ministry com-
pelled him to hurry back home Ho took with
him (350,000 as a start for tho campaign, and ho
left bohlnd him a great and enthuslastio or-
ganization, which has mado tho succosBosof
the Irish movement possible

In 1880 he was eloctod to Parliament from
three countlos. a signal proof of his popularity.
Ho chooso to represont Cork, and was eleoted
leader at the first moetlng of tho Irish mem-
bers. The power and threatening aspect of
the Land Loacue aroused tho gravest fears In
the minds of tho English parties, who wero
both at that tlmo disposed to harshness
toward Iroland

Lord Beaconsflold fought tho campaign with
tho gravity ot Irish affairs as an Issue Mr.
Parnell took advantage of this, ond at tho
opening of Parllamont Introduced an Irish
land act This, ot course, was too radical to
meetthe-approvalo- tho Englishmen pledged
to tho upholding ot tlio landlords. But some-
thing had to bo done And Mr. Forstor, Chief
oecretaryfor Ireland, Introduced a Compensa-
tion for Disturbance bill, which was passed,
and was supported by tho Irish party. It would
have stopped evictions during tho continua-
tion of acute distress. But the Homo ot Lords
rejected It

The state of affairs ot Ireland In the fall of 1880
will bo recalled (iy most peoplo now. Famluo-strloko- n.

suffering families, pooplo thrown
Into tho road with no shelter, a brutal constab-
ulary, a Government bont on coercion, united
to form a most appalling state of affairs. And
the result was that all Mr. Parnoli and the ad-
vocates of tho constitutional obtaining of
rights could do did not prevent acts of vio-
lence, plots of assassination, nnd disturbances,
which tho Liberal party seized an excuses for
Btill further orlraos against Iroland.

In 1881 tho Goernmont brought In a new
coercion act suspending tho habeas corpus
nnd irivlnir thn nnwnr ta thn nfllners to arrnst
and detain suspected persons without trial for
any length ot time. V, Ith thin and us a sort of
false profession of justice a land bill was in-
troduced. This put tho arranging ot fair rent-
als into the hands of a Commission whoso
judgments should not he disturbed for fifteen
years. It granted much of what tho Irish had
been seeking.

But Mr. Parnell could not permit tho Coer-
cion bill to pass without resistance. And for
sovonwocks ho and his party fought tho bill
lino by line, using tlio perfectly legal policy ot
obstruction, until tho Uovernmont. without
warrant or right arbitrarily removed thirty-flv- o

Irish Members of Parliament from the
Houso. Then the Onvornment Introduced and
passed tho Arms bill, which made the keoplng
or distributing ot arms in proclaimed districts

folony.
Mr. Parnell, thus driven from hlssoat In Par-

liament went to Iroland and arranged for tho
testing of tho now Laud bill in tho courts.
This movo provoked tho Government into an
act of folly. On Oct 13. 1881. Mr. Parnell and
several of his ohlof supporters woro locked up
in Kllmainham jail, Dublin. At tho same time
hundreds ot arrests of innocent iiorsons woro
made, and tho jails were filled with prisoners,
while tho constabulary dashed up and down
tho high roads adding to the horrors ot famino
by acts of violence and brutality.

Tho Liboral party began to (too tho folly ot
an attempt to ovlct and then imprison a whole

Thoy soloctod Capt O Hhoa to act as
ntormediary between their party and Mr.
'arnoll. It was finally arranged that Mr. Par-

noli and his colleagues should bo released on
condition that they oxort thoir Influonco to
control tho vlolonco of the extreme Irish party.

Mr. Parnoli entered thojull nt Dublin in ro-
bust health and in perfect mental poise Ho
loft It thin, haggard, and nervous. It Ih snld
that since thnt tlmo he has not been the samo
man. It Is said that from that Imprisonment
at tho hands ot the Liberal party dates tho
change In his character, which tho two last
years have shown so plainly. For generations
thom had boon a tendency to meliuieholla nnd
morbidness In his family, mid this had several
times developed into insanity. It may havo
heon that this imprisonment In the frightful
jail at Dublin was tho llrbt stop in the under-
mining of his powors.

In May, 1882, tho murdorof Lord Cavendish
(sueoeedlng Mr. Forstor) and of Mr. Thomas
Burko In Phoenix Park damaged tho Irish
oauso throughout tho world. It was a blow
whloh came at tho worst posslblo time Itgave an oxouso for u new Coercion act beside
whloh tho other was mild and just Thopeo--

woro forbidden to bo abroad after night-al- l.

Tho right of trial by jury was suspended,
"uhllo moetlngs were prohibited. A reign of

iron and blood was set up.
Mr. Parnoli at onoo joined forces with the

Conservative party, and seourod tho return of
many Conservative candldatosatthonoxtoloo-tlon- .

Thn Liberal party fell from powor, and
Mr. Parnoli demanded justice from Lord Halls-bur- y.

But Sir. Parnoli expected nothing nnd
got nothing from tho Tories, and straightway
alllod himsolt with tho Liberals and uidud in
the overthrow of Salisbury.

The Oludstono Government was well dls- -
toward Its Irish allies. Although Mr.

'arnell's Irish Land bill was rejected, nnothor
measuro embodying much of It und giving a
largo sharo of justice to Ireland was Intro-duce-

Then tho Gladstone Government fell
and tho Liboral natty split upon the question
ot homo rulo for Ireland. Lord Salisbury came
back to powor and the Irish have slnoo been
waiting their opportunity.

Tho Salisbury uovernmont was sot In Its op-
position to tho Irish cause, and raised the cry
(hut homo rulo meant tho disintegration of tho
British empire. To further their sehomoH
against Ireland, they organised, and, through
the London Timet, promulgated ovlolous at-
tack upon Mr, Parnoli. Tho Ttmn published a
sorles ol articles under tho boadlng ot "Par--

and Crime," whloh tried lo connect
Ir. Parnell with tho party of murder and dyna-

mite. letters wero printed and ovl-
donoo published which, had thoy boen true,
would have ruined tho Irish party and mudo
Parnell a criminal.

Mr. Parnell repelled this attack first In thn
House of Commons, end then, tho Tory.uov-ernnio-

refusing to do him jurtlco, sued tho
Tine for libel, The I'lgiMt forgeries won)
uucoereilaml tho whole uhargo of the Tiff
wus Bhowu lo lie utUsuo of lle, Mr. Pal nell
rocovered 5,00 damages, and the suit cost
tho Tinw and its backers tens of thousands of
dollars, besides the disgraee. When Mr.' Par-
nellI was ontlroly cleared and tho full. Infamy
of the attack againtt hui n M hOwn bis fan)

roso eyen beyond what It had been. Not only
in, Ireland, but in Great Britain, was he re-
ceived ovorywhoro with onthustasm. Ho had
reached the Tory, pinnacle of faino: and thoso

lavo attraotod great attention had It not been

In tho earllor years of his leadership Mr.
Parnell had paid clone attention to parlia-
mentary business, and had boon nt all tlmoB
in communication with tho othor Irish mom-he- rs

of Parllamont. But In 1884 tho chango
in this respect whloh had been growing, be-ca-

most marked. It was attributed to
various reasons the family tondonoy to mel-
ancholia, tho rosult of confinement In jail,
overexertion in Irish Interests, nnd. lnstly, to
tho woman In the case. Perhaps all may have
combined to produce tho change.

Ho ceasod to havo much to do with thn Irish
members, ho was seldom in his neat in Parlia-
ment he allowed no ono to know his addrose
Ho allowed his mall to lie unopenod for dnys.
he paid no attention to tho routine of Irish
affaire Ho bocaino moro arrogant and more
unapproachable But ho nevor lost his grip
upon tho leadership, and. it may bo added
also, he mado no error which was ot sorious
moment.

In 1885 and afterward he becamo moro open
In his attentions to Mrs. O'Shca, and tho Irish
Sembore wero much Irritated to find out thnt

was more in the confldenco ot
their leader oven as to political affairs thanany ono elso In tho world. But Mr. Parnoli was
not tho man to brook interforonco. and no ono
dared remonstrate with him.

Matters got worse and worse and knowledge
ot tho Intrigue spread widor and wider, until
at last publicity came, and with publicity camo
tho ruin of Parnell.

At first the story was not generally believed.
It was thought thnt Capt 0 Shoa had nccusod
Mr. Parnoli at the Instanco of tho Tories, and
that thetrlal would cloar him.

Mr. Parnell mado no detonce Indeed; no av,
fenco could bo made, as Capt O'Shca was fa
miliar with all the foots, and wns nblo to prove
the guilt of his wifo boyond a doubt Capt
O'Hhea had boon cognizant of tho Intimacy in
1831, but had forglvon Mrs. O'Bhoa. had ac-
cepted a soat In Parliament from Mr. Parnell,
ond had rostored him to his Intimate friend-shi- n

and to free access to his house, trusting.
as ho said. In a promlso Mrs. O'Shca had mado
to return to her wltely allegiance. Tho dlvorco
was granted. Cant OShea got tho custody of
such of tho children as wore minors, and Mr.
Parnoli nnd Mrs. O'Shea took up their resi-
dence in adjoining houses. Mrs. O'Bhca had a
considerable fortune In her own right

Everybody felt that Mr. Parnell was ruined,
yet it was some tlmo boforo the blow fell.
Finally an English clergyman wrote a letter
to Mr.- - Glndstono Asking if ho proposed to
fight the battlo for homo rulo with suoh an
ally. Mr. Gladstone answered by demanding
the deposing ot Mr. Parnoli. The Irish mem-
bers of Parliament wore divided, nnd n split
and n factional fight resulted. Mr. Parnell
and Mre O'Shoa woro married, and then Mr.
Parnell claimed that he hod the leadership
still, and that ho proposed to hold It at any
cost Blnoe tho blow fell tho world has

a mournful spectacle. Tho Irish peo-
plo could not support Parnell. und, although
at first he refused to soe that his day was done.
tho fact has been drlvon homo to him. Ho
was not tho man to bear such a downfall eas-
ily. As his followers toll away from him. ho
bocame moro nnd moro hysterical. Ho got
thin and haggard, nnd a strango look came
Into his oyes. And as the constituencies ono
after nnothor rejected his candidates he real-
ized that his rulo had gone forover. This
brought about a state of mind whloh would
offorllttlo resistance to tho uttaok of death.

PABXELL'S VISITS TO AMERICA.

At One Time lie Wore Resolutions Which
President Grant Declined to Keeelve.

Washington. Oct. 7. Within the past fifteen
years Charles Stewart Parnell has paid two
visits to tho United States, and on both occa-

sions ho did not neglect tho capital of the
His first official visit to tho United

btatos was In October, 1870, whon, accom-
panied by John O'Connor Powor, ho boro to
this country resolutions adopted by a mass
moetlng at Dublin, Iroland, congratulating tho
United States upon tho attainment of Its cen-
tennial birthday of indopendnnco. Upon the
arrival of (ho Irish envoys ot Now York thoy
wero escorted to tho Fifth Avenuo Hotel,
whore President Grant was stopping at
the time. Upon teaming tho objoct ot tholr
mission to this country Gen. Grant announced
his willingness to waive all ceremony and ac-
cept tho resolutions in tho spirit that thoy
wero tendored, thoro and then, at tho hotel.
But to this arrangement Mr. Parnoli domurrod,
stating as his reason that he preferred to pro-se-

tho resolutions formally at the Exocutlvo
Mansion In Washington, as he hud been In-
structed by his countrymen.

OPIXIOXS OE PARXELL.

Men Who Knew nint Or Ills Work Discuss
Ills Life and the JJccta or Ilia Death.

Mr. Parnoil's Ufo work and tho effoct of his
death on tho cause of homo rulo wero dis-
cussed yesterday afternoon and ovenlng brail
mon in Now York who aro interested in publio
affairs In Europe Evorybody who had known
personally tho lost leador added his fund ot
romlnlsconoe and gossip to tho general politi-
cal speculation. The majority of opinions
wero tributes ot honor to Parnell's memory,
and even most of tho mon who la reoont
months havo become politically estranged
from him wero slow to speak slightingly ot the
doad agitator.

Mr. Michael Davltt the father ot the Irish
National Land Leaguo, who Is stopping In
Now York for a few days before his return to
Iroland, gavo his views as follows:

"My fooling about Mr. Parnell now Is one of
unmixed sorrow at his sudden death. Tho oc-

casion demands tho expression ot doop rogrot
that ho should have boon cut off at a compara-
tively early age, that wo should remomboronly
tho good work which ho performed for Ireland
In a caroor of usefulness ond distinction tor
his country. His recent and moro unhappy
conduct will. I om sure, bo forgotten by a
grateful people. It was a sad episode In his
political Ufo which will not lingor In tho mem-
ory of Ireland, sldo by sldo with tho record of
his groat sorvlcos to tho causo of homo rule

" His death will. I firmly bellovo. put an end
to tho unhappy dissensions by which tho Irish
movement has been torn during tho last twolve
months. Thoso who followed Mr. Parnell In
his warfare against the majority of the Irish
party did bo, in tho majority of casos. let us
hope out of a feeling of personal loyalty to a
man who had commanded tholr respectful
fealty throughout the stormiest period of the
Land Leaguo and home rulo fights, and not
from any conviction that he was wise or right
in his unfortunate struggle with thoso whom
duty and patriotism nllko compolled to depose
him from tho leadership. Now that his lips
aro sealed in tho silence of death I feel con-
vinced that our ranks will bo closed up again
In a solid unbroken movomont for Irish na-
tional

"Mr. Parnoil's successor In the leadership will
be a secondary consideration to tho

necessity of a rounlon of our forces. Mr
Justin McCarthy did not doslro tho post which
wub conferred upon him whon Parnell was de-

posed. Ho would have gladly relinquished the
position at any moment during tho last year It
by doing so he oould havo put an ond to the
disunion which rolgnod in tho party. Now that
a Bad and unexpected cvont terminates tho

quarrel within tho homo rule ranks.
McCarthy will doubtless demand a release from
the Chairmanship of the party. Whoever his
successor may be. of ono thing you may rest
assured, and it Is this: We havo dono with
one-ma- n power In Irish national polities for-
ever, Tho Irish leador of the future will be
democratie and not autooratie. He must be
the mouthpiece, and not the master ot tho
movement for home rulo.

"If McCarthy consents to continue In the
lead for the present it will. In my judgment
be tho most prudent polloy to pursue, as ho has
uttorod nover a word in tho hitter contro-
versy which others have waged that could give

offenoe to one ot Mr. Parnell's followers,?ny Is preeminently a man uf conciliatory
manners, and as the fight for home rulo Is now
nearlng a successful close, suoh u man will
fulfil all tho necessary qualifications of Par-
liamentary leadership. But whethor thn fu-
ture leader ho McCarthy, Sexton, or Dillon,
does not matter very muoh now that the Irish
raoo is onoo again about to bo reunited, and
that this unity will make even brighter and
more hopeful still tlio already bright prospects
of home rule"

"I was grieved and astounded to hear of Mr.
TarnoH's death," continued Mr, Davltt " be-
cause I hoped and believed that aftor the next
