Hat It I's a Distressing Malndy that Das
Overtaken Liouv.-Gov. Joaes,

Glaucoma. the disease of the eye for which
Lieut.-Gov. Jones was operated upon by Dr.
Noyes, {8 not an uncommon affection. Forty-
two casos of glausoma wore treated during the
lagt year by the physiclans at the Manhattan
Eyoand Ear Hospital alons. The other oph-
thalmio hospitals probably averagod fully as
many. Glaucomsa is, in brief, a hardening of
the eyebasll from intra-coular temsion. This
tension s brought on by & defective elroula-
tion of ocular flulde: that s, the fluids enter-
ing the eye areinot earried off through their
proper chanoels as fast as they come In. This
eauses a stopping up or hardening of the iria.
It is ontirely different. howeverer, from solidl-
fleation.

The only cure which selence has 8o far been
able to dissover for glaucoma I to removea
portion of the iris. This operation is neces-
sarily extremoly painful, as it is not often that
opiates can be administered, from the very
fact that they would tend to closo the ove,
