Avrangements for Removing the Body to
Ircland—Seasational Placards In Cork.

Lowpon, Oct. D.—The casket containing the
remains of Mr. Parnell will be conveyed from
Brighton to London to-morrow morning.
There will be no demonstration upon the
arrival of the bodyin this city nor until the
funoral car reachos Holyhoad. 'This is not be-
cause thero |8 any dearth in London of sym-
pathizers, but simply bocauso the Parnellite
mombers of Parllament who are conducting
the funeral have soarranged that they and the
friends of Mr. Parnoll from England who are
to bo present at tho last ceremonies over the

THE ROYAL FUNERAIL AT STUTTGART.

The Hody of King Harl Followed to the
Tomb by Emperor Willlam,

Brvrraart. Oct. 0.—The Emperor of Ger-
many arrived here to-day to attond the fune-
ral of the late King of Wurtemberg, who died
on Tuesday last. At the rallroad station the
Emporor was mot by King William IL. succes-
wor of King Karl: the Princes of Wurtemberg,
Prince Henry of Prussla, and a uumber of
distingulshed Generals. Shortly ufter reach-
ing Htuttgart the Emperor, accompaniod by
the notabilities who had weloomed his arrival,
proceeded to the castle und entered the hall
where the remains of King Earl wero lying In
state. The Emperor lald a magniflcont wreath
of flowers upon the casket and knelt beside
thoe body. After a short prayer ho rose and
conversed inlow tones with King Willlam IT.

The Grand Duko Michael of Russla, in view
of tho fact that the wife of the late King was a
Russlan Princess (the Grand Duchess Olga,
daughter of tho Emperor Nicholus), came to
ottend the funeral as the representative of the
Cear,

The funeral ceremonies took place at 10
o'olock. A memorial service was held in the
Marble Room. The catafalquo was surmountad
by a handsome baldachin of black velvet em-
broidered with eilver. The casket was covered
with & red velvet pall, heavily embroldered and
fringed with gold. Boaide the casket, upon
richly embroldered velvet cushlons, wera the
crown, sceptre, aword, and other Insiguin of
royalty.

I'OPE AND LABORER,

The Poulif"a Last Words on Empioyers, Em.
ployed, nnd Noclalints,

The first French pilgrims were reesived by
the Pope ut noon on Sept. 10 in Kt. Petor's.
They numbered 2,000, and they greeted with
loud chesrs the Popa, who was borne on the
sedin gostatoria. Cardinal Langenieux read
an sddress contalning these words:

“"Twenty thousnnd French workingmean are
ooming to express their gratitude: they feel
anure that the call of their hearts will eaho from
nation to nation to tell the laboring world that
it must lift ita eyes to the Pope. beeauso in his
word is their salvation. The undertaking of
the workingman's pilgrimage will remain o
living wituess to the indissolubllity of people
and Papacy."

Connt De Mun read another nddress, in which
was emphasized tha impossibility of solving
the labor problam without action on the part
of the Churceh. The Pope read his answer In
Frenoh, standing erect for twenty-flvo minutes,
Io it he sald:

It glves us great joy to notiee the zeal of
Christinn France in so froquently sending pil-
grims to Rome. Wo socept your thanks for the
recent oneyellen in your tavor. We are happy
to contribute to the elevation of the working
classes. You are the fiest reprosentatives of
the men of labor whom we have receivel sineo
the lssuing of our eneyelica; it is Franee, the
foremost nution In wobllity, that sends you.

Our santisfuction is the groater.ns your depen-
donce on th e Chureh aml its

practical solution with purely civil
Inwe, however gomd they may e, The soln-
tion must be left to the dictates of perfect
Justico, which demands that the wages should
corvespond with the task. It {s, therefore, s
matter of consclonce,  Human Inw, however,
which coptemplutos directly the outward ne-
tinn of man, cannot cvmprohend the guidanes
ol sonselence,

The sulution of the guestion necessitites
nlso the codperation of brotherly love, whioh
goes further thun justlee  alone.  Jteliglon
alope, with Its reveslnd dogmas and godly
taTuhinm. hins the right to Iniposa upon eons
Aclenco porlact justleo nny Irrnrhurl luwe with
oompleto self-saeriflee. lie secret of ovipy
soclal problem must, therafors, he sought in
tho action of the Chureh, combinsd with tho
nuslptanos of the publie nuthoritles nnd human
w!n,&;m.
