Crocker,
and Mrs. Ilonklns controlled this company.
Whon ho said tiiat ho did not mean that
they owned lt. but that thoy hold a con-
trolling Interost. The bonded notes of the
Bouthern Paciflo reached upward of S250.000.-00- 0.

These four persons sustained these
firoperties as nndorsors nnd guarantors on

Tho mileage ot rallroadt eon-troll-

Thoro
aro also Interosts in tho Morgan Steamship
Company nnd tho Oriental nnd Occidental
Steamship Company, running from Ban Fran-
cisco. Thoro wore also Interests In Vancouver
Island.

In the Memphis and New Orleans Ball-roa- d

and branches In Texas, and 400
miles in tho Texas Central Company.
The Paciflo Improvomont Company was a con-
struction company which had built several
rallronds and was building several more. The
financing of this company wns In the hands of
tho four porsons he hail named, who endorsed
its papers and guaranteed lt The earn-
ings of ' the Southern Paciflo system
were $48,000,000 n year, and lt about
paid Its interostbut it was spending money
all tho time, and It had been necessary to bor-
row to par the Interest Ho did not mean to
say that these properties woro In a bad way.
Ho didn't think that thoy were, but he thought
that lt doponded upon the proper attention ot
these tour persons whether It was to be fully
worth SO oents on u dollar or to como undor
the 60.

Coming, to the partnership. Gon. Hubbard
said that his Income from his prlvato practice
has bonn $45,000 a yoar for sevoral yoars. and
Is Increasing. Hegavean intorostingnarratlve
of the formation oftho copartnership Boarlos.
Btlllman. Hubbard, A Co. Mr. Btlllman came
bark from California and said that Mrs. Searlos
had asked him to take care of hor Interests.
Il wantod tho witness to go Into It with him,

"I wns opposed to lt," he said, "and Mr.
Btlllman sold at first that ho would drop itAfterward Mrs. Searlos was urgent and we
nirreod to assist her. nnd I then suggested that
wo onsht to bo .placed moro upon a piano ot
equality with the other throe partners. Per-
haps I should say of authority rather thanequality. The partnership was agreed upon.
I did not considor Uve per cent any Induce-
ment to clvo up a practloe of law worthvory much moro. I considered lt better that
tlicr should ho such n partnership, because
Mr. bearles h buslnoss was not exactly a local
buslnoss, and by that I mean that Itlncludodmany outside Interests. I did not suppose at
first that it would divorce me entirely from the
law bUBlnoso. I found later from Mr. Btlllman
that it would requlro our concentrated atten-
tion, aa Stlllmsn put It probably for the rest
of our natural Uvos."

Thoro was some sparring between counsel
on the admissabllity of jGen. Hubbard's

as to his thoughts. He said that he
didn t desire to glvo them an essay on the
Searlos case. ILaughtor.J Ho was allowed to
stnto substantially that the partnership was
entered Into In entire good faith. With good
management Mrs. Senrles's property might be
msdo worth $35,000,000. or,lf poorly managed,
reduced to $10,000,000. Everything dopend-e- d

on perfect harmony with tho four principal
railroad magnates. It lay with thom whethor

Paciflo system was worth fifty
ccnti on the dollar or 150 cents.

At the afternoon session Gon Hubbard testi-
fied that he had given most of his time to thomanagement of the copartnership, while
Mr. Htlllman had dovoted his entireenergies to Its direction, having given
up his law practlco in the mean time.
Thero woro a number of conferences with
Mrs. Searlos In relation to tho formation of a
copartnership before it was actually formed.
Most of tho ninety per cent sharo that be-
longed to Mr. and Mrs. Searles was being
drawn by hor husband, and when her atten-
tion was called to It she replied that she had
no objection to offer: that Sir. Boarles paid all
the running expenses of the household, and
that she did not want tho bother of looking
after tho business unless something was going
wrong.

Gon. Hubbard said he learned of Mrs.
Bearles's condition some days before her
death. At about that time there was a change
in the record of certain stocks, they being
transferred, so that In the event of the death
of Mrs. Searles they oould be voted on. as it
was feared libat the syndicate composed of
Huntington. Sanford. and the Crocker estate
might combine against the Boarles Interest If
some step of the kind was not taken.

Gen. Hubbard said that he never knew of
any undue Influence bolng brought to boar on
Mrs. Boarles In the making of her will: neither
had ho noticed nny defect in her mind or
body. She spoke In a decided way
upon nil matters of business, while so-
cially sho was affable and entertaining.
Incidents wero then given of hor husinoss
qualifications nnd hor will power. Tho wit-
ness nevor advised or caused to be kept secret
anything relating to tho estate of Mrs. Hop-
kins from Timothy Hopkins.

Gen. Hubbard will bo cross-examin- to-
morrow morning.

PACAUD'S 8TOBT MAKES A BTZB,

ISo-r- r lie Oot 8100,000 from the Railway
Contractors, and What lie Bid TVIth It,
MojrnusAi. Oct 2a Tho most sensational

evidence that hai yet been given before tho
Royal Commission which is now Investigating
tho " boodle" charges against the Quobeo Gov-
ernment came out Ernest Pacaud.
editor of L'Electeur, the Government organ,
chief organizer of tho Liberal party In Quebec
and bosom frleud of Premier Morcier. was put
on tho stand and examined In regard to his
connection with the Bale des Cbaleurs Rail-
way matter.

Pacaud Is a dapper little French Canadian,
and told In the most unconcorncd manner how
he did the railway contractors out of a cool
$100,000. He said he had first met Contractor
Armstrong in Now York, and Armstrong had
asked him to get a settlement of his claim
against the Government Several Interviews
were subsequently held in MontrooL On
March 10 last he met Armstrong at the Hotel
Brunswick In Now York. Provincial Secretary
LatiKcllor and Attorney-Gener- Robldouxof
Quobeo woro also prosont Witness then told
Armstrong that he was willing to take up his
claim nnd securo a settlement Armstrong
asked witness what Interest ho wanted, and
Pacaud replied by asking Armstrong what
he wns willing to give. Armstrong thon offered
him $75,000. hut Paoaud domamlod $100,000.
Paoaud sworu that hu never expoctod to got
moro than $4,000 or $5,000, but whnn ho saw
tho gold mlno which Armstrong had offered to
his viow ho thought It was no moro than right
that he should work It fur all It was worth, and
the additional $25,000 was readily agreed to.

This cool statement created great amuse-
ment The claim was shortly afterward Bo-
ttled, tho witness said, by the Government's
paying Armstrong $175,000. Pacaud recoived
$100,000 In live chooks of $20,000 each.

Pacaud's evidence created a great sensation,
and it is expected to lead to the retirement of
several Ministers.

af ra, Pratt Oeta m Divorce.
Sin Fmscisco, Oct 23. Judge Ellsworth of

Oakland granted yestorduy an absolute sepa-
ration to Mrs. Borthn C. Pratt from hor hus-
band, Qoorgo Pratt, on tho ground of cruelty.
Tho trouble In tho family was tlrstmado public
a year ago, whon Pratt shot and seriously
wounded L. L. Brumwoll, President of tho Ca-

lifornia Insuranco Company, for intimacy with
his wifo. After lingering for sovoral wcoks
between lifo and (loath. Bromwell recovered.
Thon Prntt was trlod for ntteinptod murder
and acquitted. Mrs, Pratt confessed that
liramwollhad been intlmuto with hor. Aftor
his acquittal Prntt returned to live with his
wife. Lator ho brought suit for divorce. Mrs.
Pratt filed a counter petition charging her hus-
band with cruoltynnd Inftdollty.

In his decision Judge Ellsworth said be was
satisllnd that Mrs. Pratt had been guilty of In-
fidelity, but as Pratt had condoned her offence
and lived with her afterward, he oould do
nothing also thun grant hor a dlvorco on tho
ground of cruelty.

Abraham Coakloy appeared as confident nnd

dofiant as ovor yesterday morning whon he ap-
peared at tho bar in Judgo Fitzgerald's court
where he Is being tried for larceny. Assistant
District Attornoy Staplor called Mrs. Jennto
Schwartz, wife ot a rostaurant koperatl23
Sheriff street Charles Rothsohild. tailor, ot 4
Montgomery street and Solomon Brody, tailor,
of the same number, to corroborate Israel
Herskowlts's account gtvon on Thursday, ot
how he was robbed, as he claimed, by Coakloy
and James W. Williams, alias "Nlbsey." ot
$545 on Jan. 24. 1680, and Detectives Shalvoy
and Sullivan testified to the clroumitancos ot
Coakloy'a arrest

James W. Williams, who was Jointly lndloted
with Coakley. was the next witness called by
Mr. Stapler. He camo from the prisoners' box
with a determined face. Williams claims that
Coakley basely deserted htm when he was ar-

rested. Coakley and Williams looked full, at
each othor as Williams took his soatand for
the first tlmo in his trial Coakley appeared to
be really Interested In tho proceedings.

Williams testified that his real nam is
James W. Moloney, and that ho was bora
In London. Ho bellovoB that he Is about 62
years of age. He was brought to this
country whon ho was about two years of
ago. He pleaded guilty of complicity with
Coakley In stealing Herskowlts's monoy on
May 10. 1830. Ho was roloasod from
tho Tombs, sovoral months ago, on his own
recognizance, as Coakley oould not bo found to
be tried. He was runrrosted about six weoks
ago and recommitted to tlio Tombs to testify
against Coakley.

Sir. btaplor asked Williams to tell the story
of tho stealing of Israel Horskowlts's monoy,
and Williams said ho met Coakley and a pick-
pocket whom ho know ns " Billy " by appoint-
ment and while walking up Grand street aftor
dinner thoy saw Herskowlts and his friends
standing on the corner waiting for a our to
take them ovor to the Bowery.

"Coakloy," Williams wenton, "said, "There'sa mob. I guess we can get somo monoy from
them.' Then Billy crossed ovor and stood be-
hind Horskowlts and hia friends. Tho car
came along just thon. coming from the ferry.
Coakley and I jumped on. and wero on the
rear platform when tho car stopped at Sheriff
street to take on Horskowlts and his friends,
who were going to n theatrq in theliowory.
Billy cot on behind Horskowlts. Abo stood in
tho doorway and pushed Horskowlts, and I
pushed Herskowlts back toward Abe. Billy
orowdod in botwoon us. Whllo Abo and I
were pushing Horskowlts Billy nipped
Herskowlts's money out of his right-han- d trou-
sers pocket, nnd passed lt to Coakley. Coakley
took it in his left hand, pnisod It quickly to his
right hand, und thon stuffed It In his overcoat

The money was in n canvas bag, andBucket. told mo afterward that ho had a dovll
of a tlmo getting tho money out of lt He hald
ho hnd to cut tho aioney out. and nearly spoiled
two $5 bills in doing It Nobody but u ralsor.
he snld. would put up monuy In that style." Herskowlts felt Billy's hand in his pocket
and commenced to holler and pulled the bell
for tho car to stop, and I lost my nerve, I guess
for the first time In my life, and I jumped off
and ran. If Grand street hod not boon so
crowded I would havo got away, but a boy saw
mo run Into an alley In Sheriff street and ho
pointed mo out to Policeman Germain and I
wus arrested. Tho oar had gone on in tho
meantime. Abe and Billy did not lose their
nerve, nnd they stayed on the car.

"I was locked up all night in the, Delaneey
street station," Williams wont on. "and the
next morning I was taken to Essex Market
Court. While Horskowlts was signing , tola
complaint Coakloy, whotiaa a" loatT on, cam
up to mo while I was standing at the bar, and
ho said. 'Tho sucker 1b cuttiug up rough. Ho
has got to get his monoy back? I said, ' Yes, I
suppose so. But I thought you had better sense
thnn to como Into a police court What the
devil brings you heror While we wero talking
Herskowlts turned around and recognized
Abe. and Abe was arrested. We woro locked
up In the Essex Market Police Court prison,
and I heard Coakloy ask to bo put in tho same
cell with me. When ho got info tho cell I said
to him: "Why did you come to court?' and ho
snld: Becnnso I am a fool. I was in
Charley Smith's saloon last night until 1
0 clock, and I knocked a man out there, and
then I wont down to Coney Island nnd got lull.'
Thon Georgo II. Bronnan, a saloon keeper,
1 think, camo in to soo us, and brought fif-
teen cigars. Brenunn seemed to bo a great
friend of Coakloy. and Coakloy told him to go
across town and see a party who could do him
a good turn. When Brcnnan went out Coak-
ley snld: 'Thoro Is a man that I dono n little
favor for once, and if I can convince him that.
I am Innocent it will bo to my benefit.' I
snld to Abo: 'Well, whoro docs my advantage
como In?' Abe snld: 'Well, If I got bailed
I will seo that you got balled, too. I want you
to tell him that I had nothing to do with
this thing, and that I am Innocent and thon I
will get out on bail and help you out' Iircnnan
came acaln to seo us in the Tombs on tho fol-
lowing Wednesday after we wore committed
for trial. Brennnn told Abe that ho hnd got a
party to go on his bull bond and I told Bron-
nan. a Abe bad asked me to do, that
Abo was Innocent Brennnn said that
ho was glad to hoar that Abe was innocent
and that ho would do more for him, if ho
oould. On the following Saturday Coakley got
outon ball. Ho said that ho wouldnever drink
a glass of beer evon until he got me out. too.
He said that he would fix the complainant and
get him out of town, and then he would got mo
out on ball, and wo would bo all right"

Coakley's wife visited herhusband in prison,
and Williams relates this incident ot their In-
terviews:

"Abe said to. his wife. In a kind of
meaning way, I must havo been at
Coney Island last night and she said,
'I think that you wore at Conoy Island.
If lt is possible to make out that you were,
I will.'

7, Loppy will bo taken to Sine
Sing as the Tombs keepers aro
anxious to get rid of him, ho having mado
several apparent attempts to commit suicide.

Mr. Blalno's friend Joe Manley said in
Washington a few days ago that Mr. Blaino
was well, that he Is not a Presidential candi-
date, but that he might become one If "the
people" showod a unanimous Inclination to
place htm in nomination. There is no indica-
tion in Washington that the masses of
tho Republican party aro not now fnlly
as enthuslastlo for Mr. Blaino as thoy
have been for the past year. It Is
true that oarly In the summer, when the
reports that ho was in a dying state were sent
broadcast ovor tho country, many of the men
who bad boon the loudest shouters for Blaine
were compelled to admit that they oould not
make a candidate out of a physical wreck, and
for tho post two months there baa been, as a
consequence, loss Blaine talk than before.

Ho knows that ho has a
chance for rcnominatlon if the Seoretary of
State Is out of the way. and that otherwise he
has no ohance, Thero has been tor a year the
utmost jealousy of tho State Depart-
ment exhibited by the Inmates ot the
White Houso, and everybody there, from
the President down to the popular typewriter,
knows that tho shadow of Blaino Is the cloud
that overhangs tho hapninoss of tho Harrison
family, and that sooner or later the storm will
burst. Tho President ot oourse. has been
vory circumspect in his treatment of Mr,
Blaino. and, as far as outward appearances go,
the relatione betweon the State Department
and the White House are of the most amicable
oharaoter. President Harrison is a shrewd man
In many ways, and hels fully awareor all phases
of the political sltuati,onad he knows exactly
what effect upon his aspirations the desires of
Mr. Blaino will have. Ho knows that lt Blaino
is a candidate beforo the next Republican Con-
vention he will, not bo. nnd ho knows, more-
over, thatif Blaino Is out of lt and is inclined
to turn over what strength he can to him there
is a nghtingchatioo for his renomlnstion.

Not u man of any importance or Influence can
be found in Washington y who knows, or
even professes to know, what Blalno's inten-
tions aro. The reports as to his regained
health aro doubted In many quarters, chiefly
for tho reason that If Blaino were again a woll
innn ho would not be compelled, after rocuper-ntln- tr

for four months at the seashore, to occu-
py threo cntiro days in a journey from
Augiihta to Washington, a trip that or-
dinarily requires about sixteen hours.

Oct 2a A mirage in the
Oarribean Sea was the cause of tbe total loss ot
the new American barkontlne Steadfast while
bound from Port of Spain to Phila-
delphia with cargo ot street-pavin- g asphalt
Sho was wreaked several weeks ago. but the
crew'only reoently.reached hers on their way
homo trom the Island of'StOroIx. the scene
of the disaster. The Captain had neverbefore
mads "voyage.' and cost her owners nearly
WO 000.

When the Steadfast sighted the lofty peaks
of Bt Croix the atmosphere assumed a pecul-
iar light oolor. and it became Impossible to de-
tect the sky from the island, everything assum-
ing a similar shade and color resembling the
cirro-strat- o'ouds, hiding the entire lower
portion ot the island. ,

The peaks and mountain tops appeared
to be twenty mites away. The tops of tho
mountains seemed to be Inverted, the tall
cocoanuts appearing to grow from sky to the
earth. Iho sugar-grindin- g mills wero pour-
ing their smoke downward, and tho workmen
working upside down. Tho Bteadfast was
kept under easy sail and perfect control.

Everything went well until a grinding sound
was heard, and a sudden tromor went through
the ship. The vessel crashed ovor the reefs,
and was soon fast on the rooky shore where
her wreck still remains. The mirage made
the island appear twenty miles away.

Bo Saya His Bank 8100,000 by Errors
aad That lie la Truly flood.

New Obleaxs, Oct 23. Tho loss of $100,000
In the Louisiana National Bank of this city
through the paying teller still continuos a mys-
tery. Garcia, the teller, had this to say

"All I can say is that my conscience does
not reproach me. I did not rob the bank: no, I
did not It was one of those strange fatalities
which sometimes ovortake tho unfortunate. It
has been going on for fifteen years, and I have
tried to conceal lt It was nothing but a suc-
cession of errors which mounted one on
top ot the other until at last concealment
was Impossible and I confessod. I havo never
speculated, never havo been insldo of a gam-
bling house, and never oven play cards, except
an occasional friendly game with my family
or some friends." Detectives cannot find
the slightest flaw in Garcla's statement
There Is no evidence that ho speculated,
gambled, or was dissipated in any way.
