ken the copy has thus been transferred to
tho strip of paper, tho latter Is taken to tho
second machine, which is workod automati-
cally by electricity, nnd, ns each lino is coin-pose-

impresses It into matrix paper lu a way
that makes a perfect mould of tho line. Tho
matrix paper moves along automatically us
tho linos are composed, until a mould Is ob-

tained for a column.
It Is then ready for tho electrotyping proc-

ess. It can bo operated as rapidly as a type-
writer. The automatic aligning and Impress-
ing machine will bo capable of handling tho
matter turned off from two or three of the per-
forators.

103 feet deep
on Fifth etroet and four stories high.

An immense number of vessels has taken
rnfiirrn from tho sale at Marseilles, manv of I

them ln a damaged condition. There are grave
fears of disaster along the river valleys In
France. Spain, and Italy, which are greatly
flooded. Tho towns of Carcassonne,
Llmoux. Coursan. and Narbonne. all ln
the valley of tho Audo. have boen greatly dam-
aged by the floods ln that stream. The troops
were called out to assist in saving property,
and two of them were drowned while at this
work. At Carcassonne, tho Canal du Midi over-
flowed ita banks for the llrst tlmo since it was

Paris. Oct 25. At Llmoux tho floods under-
mined several buildings, which subsequently
collapsed. Twenty Inmates of these buildings
were killed and nine other persons nro still
buried ln tho debris.

Now nmld tears and prnyors for her
safo return sho leaves her people for a brief
stay In Amorioa to meet and review tho forces
of the Army here, and to raise money for ex-
ternum; tho work rot further nmonc the
French.

La ManSchalo.ls ono of tho most picturesque

and Inspiring leadors of tho Army, with a his-
tory that reads like a medlieval romance Soon
after her arrival in Franco sho was joined by
Maud Ballington Booth, thon Miss Chorlos-wort-

nnd tho two young girls, unprotected
save by their Innocence and devotion to their
work, went down among the Communists,
where tho gendarmes dared not go. In the big
city of Paris, In whoso most qulot streets it Is
scarcely safo for a girl, if young and pretty, to
step unattended.

STOLE SPOONS AT TIFFANY'S.

Eagrarer Manas Caught By Watehlac the
Pawn Hliops.

Three months ago Ralph M. Hyde, superin-
tendent of Tiffany's, reported to Inspoctor
Byrnes that somo ono was stealing sliver
spoons from tho houso. Detectives Wndo nnd
Reap woro assigned to tho caso. A few
weeks later they found some of tho
silverware In pawn shops. From tho pawn-
brokers Wado got a description of tho man
who had pawnod tho spoons. Ho wont through
Tiffany's, but didn't run noross a man answer-
ing the description.

On Saturduy afternoon Wndo found more of
tho stolon sllvorwnro ln a Third avenuo pawn
shop. Ho had left tho placo nnd was walking
up Third avenuo when ho camo race to faco
with a young man who answered the descrip-
tion of the person ho was looking for. Tho
young man wns of medium height, well built
with light hair aud a small light moustache." Aro you still working ut TlfTuny's. Wado
asked him.

The young man looked surprisod, but said
ho was.
