The casts and tho whols manner of fhe pro-
duetions had been astonishingly cheap and
sareloas. Mr, Kondal had appealad publicly
trom tho vordict ol the experts, angrily attribut-
|ng to them untruthfulnoss and malloa. There
was much curiosity, therefore, to seo what
the Kendala would do with *The Ironmaster,”
s drama requiring more actors than either
of the maitreatod plocos, and which had
peon glven  with  scceptabllity Ly last
season's  Kondal company, Would there
bo & bold continuance of badness, or
would the Kendals endoavor to make amends ?
They took gnod connsel of the econdemnation
of thair misconduct, nnd gave the very best
represcntation of “ The Ironmastor’ possible
with tho resourcos at thelr {mmediate eom-
wanl The mounting of the play, although
pot & serap of new material was in it, showed a
carsful selection from the theatre's storercoms.
The evidences of thorough rchearsal wore
plentiful. One excellent player, nccessarily
an absentes frum the previous caats, because
there had beon no parts suitable for her, was
there very helpfully ln the person of Florence
Cowall.

EDWARD KOROUT, LIFE PRISONER, DE-
CLABED INNOCENT AND A FREE MAN.

Mo ts Only 98, But it Is Six Tears Bines He
dnd Mis Brather Menry Were Menl to
Bing Hing for Firteg a Tesement, and Five
Yoars Sinoe Menry Confeased Flix @Gwilit,

Edward Kohout, who was convicted of arson
and sentencod to imprisonment for life. was
pardoned yostorday by Gov, Hill. It was his
brother's erime for which he had suffered, yot
before he left the prison he want to the hospl-
tal, where his brother lies, stricken with rheu-
matism, and forgave him for the wrong he
had dona

On Oct. 23, 1885, the newspapera told In de-
tall the story of one of the most dastardly in-
eondiary fires that over ocourred in New York.
A tenement house at 404 East Sizty-fourth
8 coet burned down at 1 o'cloek in the morn-
Lug. and four lives were lost.

Henry and Edward Kohout lived (n the
housa, and Honry had incrcased the in-
surance on his furniture to $G600. Ed-
ward's furniture waa insured for S300.
Henry wna  arrested, and when Edward
waont to the Yorkville Pollee Court to see his
brother, they arrostod him, too. The brothers
wore indicted together, and tried in the Gen-
ernl Bessjona. Neither could apeak a word of
any language savo tho Dohemian. Thoy wore
found guilty. and sent to Bing Sing for llfe.
Edward waa then 10 years old.

For the first seven months they ocoupled one
coll. Henry, who suffers from chronle rheu-
matiam, grew moody whenever the disease at-
tacked him strongly. and ono night, when he
was writhing in pain, he said to his brother:

* Edward, It's no use keeping quiet about it
now. 1sct the houso on fire, I and John Kil-
lian."

Edward upbralded his brother, and thelr
angry words attracted the keepers, who put
thom in separate celle The etory cama out,
but the prison oMcials took no notice of it

Thoe mattor was brought to the attention of
Georgo F. Roesch (he was not Bonator then),
who began a tharnugh Investigation.
