SOME DIDN'T REACH SHORE

AT LEAST TRIRTEEN LIVES LOST IN A
BURNING MISSISSIPPY STEAMER.

It ta Feared That the Death Rell of the
Oliver Belrne May Reach Twenty-fve—
The Cotten Bales Canghi Fire, and Bspape
From the Stera of the Boat was Cut OF

New Omnmaxs, Oct. 20.—The New Orleans
and Vieksburg steamer Oliver Belrne was
burned this morning near Milliken's Bend.
La.. twolve miles from Vicksburg, while en
route to this city, Probably twenty-five Hives
wuere lost, but the exact number will never be
kpown. The Beirne left St. Louls last Wednes-
day, whero ahe had been used as an exenfsion
steamor during the summer. The boat was
coming south to enter up. n her regular winter
business, that of running vetween New Orleans
and Vicksburg in the cotton trade. Bhe bada
small cargo of morchandise aboard and 700
bales of cotton and 110 passengers. Most of
the passengers were dock psasengers: that
is, those who travel second class and remaim
on deck.

The boat left Milliken's Band st 3:30 o'slosk
in the morning. and was only a short distance
from the land when the ory of fire was heard.
Tho flames broke out among the cotion bales
near the engine. The passengers were hur-
riedly aroused. The fire spread rapidly, sad
& panlo broke out among the passengers.
They rushed about the deck In desperstion.
Many were In their night clothes, and notwith-
standing the cold weather some of them be-
:m-u!rlchteuod that they leaped lm the

Vor.

Although the flames enveloped the whaeesl-
house the pllot stuck to his post like & hero to
the lust moment. He headed the boat for the
Louisians shore. Bhe ran aground. and thus
many of the passengars escaped, having only
ashort distance to swim. The engineer got
out the yawl and rescued half & dopem
persons floating in the riven Others
were saved by eclinging to the cottom
bales, which were dumped overhoard
Others of the passengers sut off from reaching
the bow clung to the boat to the last moment,
but were finally compelied to spring into the
river. Thirteen are known to have lost thelr
Lives and ten more are thought to have Deen
drowned. The losa Includea the following:
The two children of Dr. I\ Worrell of Baton
LBouge, tho mother escaping alive; Bam V. Ea-
tricken of New Orleans, son of the clerk: a
daughter of Mrs. 0. Adams, Mrs. J. Foolbriige
of New Orleans, negro nurss of Mrs. Frazier
of New Orleans, five cabla boys and two cham-
bermaids. There were a large number of deek
passengers, but how many it (s impossible to
say, probably a hundred. It s considered cer-
tain that some of these lost their lives. The
number Is variously estimated from four to
twelve.

The Oliver Beirne was only five years old.
and waa one of the few types remaining of the
old-fashioned side wheelers. She was valued
at $100,000 The steamer iook on no freight
sbove Memphis, for she drew all the water In
the river at the present low stage. At Mem-
phis ahe received 76 tons,and started away on
Bunday. picking up frelght as she went until
she reached the bend that was the scensof
the disaster. Less than an hour after the
alarm was given nothing remained of the
wreck above water. The passenger list was
kept on the boat, and no names can be loarned
at the company’s office.

Capt. Thorwegan was the last to lsave the
boat, having to slide duwn a guy rod from the
upper deek. Pilot Masale made his escape by
pasaing through the fiames to the starn of the
boat aud jumping into the river, He wan se=-
vorely burned. The mate displayed s
bravery by letting himself down by & repa
bolding a little child by the alothing. The
bodies of the pantryman and baker. and 'of the
chambermaid and her daughter have been re=-
covered.

A skiff reached Vicksburg from Duckport to-
night with the body of & very old white wo-
man. Bhe was found clingingto & bale of

.cotton floating down the river about 10 o’elosk

this morning by a flsherman named John Ma-
son. Tho old lady was alive when discovered.
He took her In his skiff, where she disd ina
few minutes. She was at least slxty years old.
A STEAMEE BUBNED IN ALABAMA.
