Dr. Tanner
says the injury Id not of a KorlouB nature, but,
on account of tho swelling, Mr. Dillon must
keep unlet. Consequently ho must stop can-
vassing Cork eity tor tho McCnrthyltos.

Tho flchtliiK which took plnco between tho
MaCnrthyltes and l'arnellltcs last nlcht In tho
strcoUofthls city was more serious than ap-
peared from tho llrst reports received at Pollco
Headquarters. Thcrowns a sorlosot sovoro
ecrlmmaces between tho contending parties,
tho most severe bolng tho onoln which Mr.
Dillon w.13 disabled. Crowds of McCarthyltos.
who were acconiuunylng Messrs. Dillon and
O'Brien on thoirwny to attend a McCarthrlto
moetliic in tho market placo, enmo Into col-

lision with a torchlight procession of rarnoll-ite- s.

headed by a brass band.
Neither crowd would glvo way to tho othor

and a hot and General fight followed, eoverol
thousand combatants taking part. Illaok-thor-

weroused with effect, and bricks and
stones were thrown. Finally tho McCarthyltos
took tholr torches from the Parnellltos nnd
stumped them under foot and continued their
march. Upon arriving at the market placo.
William O'Urten uddressod a meeting com-
posed of about D.OOU McCarthyltos, who vigor-
ously applauded tho telling points made by
that orator. Tho market placo. whllo tho
meeting wastakinc place, waB Illuminated by
Hcoret'S ut blazing tar barrels and hundreds of
torches. In their enthusiasm, sovoral women
climbed upon tho jaunting car from which
Mr. O'JJrluu was speaking and tried to em-
brace him.

Meanwhile tho rarnellltos found
and mado another onslaught upon tho

WcCarthyitoH, and a scono which will long be
remembered followed. They chargod Into the
square, hitting right and loft with their black-
thorns, trying to force tholr way to tho car
upon which stood Mr. O'Brien and his sup-
porters. Tho l'arnellltes prossod on with
shouts of derision, which woro answered by
flsreo cries upon tho part of tho McCarthyltos.
The latter, though thoy fought with desperate
energy, wore slowly driven back, ana with
howls of triumph tho I'nrnollltos overturned
tho blazing tar barrels and klckod nnd rolled
them Into tho river. Then for a time the es

held the market plnco.
The McCarthyites sought reCnforcoments,

And In a compact body mado a dash at the
rarnellltos in the market place. The black-
thorns were piled again without mercy. After
a desperate battlo tho I'nrnolllto forces woro
routed. Many on both sides woro Injured. In
nddition to thoso already reported.

Similar scono oceurrod at Bnndon, twenty
mllos from hero. Tho btreets of thnt town
were filled with rival torchlight processions
ready for a light, and thero woro numerous
affrays between tho opposing partioa While
n procession of McCarthyitcs was passing tho
Butter Exchange tho oceupantfl of that build-
ing jeered, and the McCnrthyltos halted and
burst In tho doors, in spite of a shower of
mIsIlos thrown at them from tho windows,
nnd completely wrecked the board room.
During tho light a number of portions were
seriously injured.

This city y Is full of echoes of the eloo-tio- n
fights of last night. The angry passions

aroused Jiavo not by any means calmed down.
A priest, who was cheering for Mr. Itedmond,
the Parnelllto candidate, was struck In the
face with a stick, handled by a McCarthylto,
with such terrillo force that ono oyowauae-btroye- d.

Mr. O'Connor hold a
hurried and whispered covccrsatlon with Mr.
O'Brien, and dually tho two men linked arms
ana in this manner pnsscd through tho crowd
and walked nwny In tho direction of tho hotol.

At a l'arnelllte meeting this evening Mr.
O Connor produced nn instrument which he
described as an nseegnl. and said ho had
wrested It from tho hand of a McCarthylto.
Mr. O Connor Indignantly declared that ho
would never speak to Sir. O'Brlon again, for
when ho Interfered to preservo penco at the
afternoon meeting .Mr. O'Brien had tho audac-
ity to say: "Comuwlth mo, John, and I will
protect you."
