The bow drill regulations of the United
States Army will bo Issued lit all probability
nbout the first of nfrxt, January. Their nclo
tlon la as groat a change, so 'far ns thn ofmy Is
concorncd, as the new lroncluds nro to our
navy, bnd they nro uulto as Important to the
country Atlarge. HNnearly nscoreof rem now
slnco the present Upton tactics woro adopted,
and during that time every other nation of Im-

portance in tho world has roncatodly changed Its
tactics to tnrot the requirements ot modern
arm. Slow ns wn liavn been, however, It ia
probable that our tactical Board has furnished
us with tho host system ot fighting tor

use that' was over devised. While the
battle formation of tho French and German
arnilos has been udoptod. n It most properly
should hao boon, wo are still to retain the old
Upton system somewhat modlllodnnd simpli-
fied, and. what Is of absolute necessity tor ma-
noeuvring In our own country, we are tn

tho unit ot tour. In this &M
tho Board lias enabled ' ih to fight
nn tho lino of battlo preelroly as
the European iirmlc do, while In solid bod lei
our armtes will bo handlod with far mul'a oftsa
than any others. Moreover, tn dofon ding our
own soil, should it over become necessary, wo
will have a tremendous advantage by reason
of tho retention ot tho unit of four. Inasmuch
as tho European armtes as a rule march either
two abreast or stxtoon abreast and while the
former would raako an army ridiculously

latter would bo useless, owing to
the narrowness ot our American roads.

In u recent conversation with n member of
tho llonrd for tho revision ot the United States
tactics, tho writer got a vory good Idea ot tho
most Importahtchnnges that have boon made In
the "drill regulations." ns they aroto bo called,
for tho three branches of tho sorvlco. Decid-
edly the most Important change In tho Infan-
try tactics is tho entire abolishment of tho
present skirmish system and tho substitution
forltot n uniform system of fighting on the
line of battle. Tho regulations are devised for
a epmpany Whoso maximum strength H to be
125 men In doublo rank Companies In tho
(terman army eonslst of Sou men. an. 1 in tho
French about the same. Thonumborotomcorit
U the same, and thoretqru.lt would seem that
the Qormnhs and French hnvo tbo advantage

t us In the economy of officers. This cannot
o obviated, however, in a country where thore

are so few trained ofuccrs as there nro lu ours,
and It was necessary to limit tho utrength of

companies so that ono ofilcor could hnndlo
a company It ho wero deprived ot tho aid ot
experienced lieutenants. Each company Is to
be divided Into two platoons, nnd each platoon
Into two sections, tho sections to ho of equal
size and to consist of as mnny sets of four as
the strength of the compuny will permit The
only innovation hero Is, ot course. In tbo Mo-
tions, and the reason for It will bo seen by a
glance at the formation for battlo.

Tho formation for battlo Is to be In three
linos. Tbo llrst called tho advanco " line, is
to consist of one-four- the fighting strengtll
of tho command; tho second, called tho sup-
port" Is likowiso to consist ot h tha
fighting strength: and tho third, which ia
coiled tho " reserve." Is to consist ot tho re-
maining half ot the command. Tho Oghtlng
line of the command Is to bo tho actual length
of the command In Hlngle rank, or double the
longth In doublo rank. This extent of lino is
Sssumed at onco by tbo advance line, the men

at Intervals In squads of
eight (one.set ot fours double rank). Instead of
Individually at Intervals ot Ave yards, as by tho
old system. As tho lleht progresses the sun-po- rt

comes up on tho fine and deploys in
squads In tho same manner, and, anally, when

tho resorvo comes up and makesfiecessarr. line a continuous bodyot men in
single rank. To illustrate take a command
consisting of a singlo company of sixteen sets
of fours. Each section will then consist ot
four sots of fours. The beginning ot tha notion
will be as represented In the diagram:

2 boa oonstrlctors, and an iguana
aboard whloh wero not down on tho ship's
manifest Tho petty officers who wero tho
oatonslblo owners could not give a satisfactory
explanation, nnd Again a crowd ot local animal
dcalora woro seen on the wharf. Bo those ani-
mals wcro seized, too. and deposited with
Donald Burns for safe keeping until they
could be sold.

Special Agent Wilbur waa asked tho other
day why It wns that tho Treasury Department
hadnover made a seizure of nnlmals before
that of Oct. 1. notwithstanding tho fact that
tor years there has been a great deal ot smug-
gling. Ho replied that tho difficulties In the
way of seizing such goods wcro considered
grcator than tho cash returns to the Treasury
warranted. Tho valuo to American dealers ot
the snakes, birds, nnd mammals brought an-
nually Into tho country without paymont ot
duty amounted to a largo sum. but tho duti-
able valuo was Insignificant Duty was levied,
ho said, upon foreign value, and thnt In the
caso of animals Imported direct from the coun-

tries where thoy were captured, was small. For
Instance, a tapir might bo worth only $10 In
Brazil, and would therefore bo worth only $2
to tho United Htutos In duty. Hut few tapirs
outllvod tho sea toyace: hence those which
did live wero worth to American dealers from
$100 to $400 each.

In the next place, ho continued, smuggling
consisted In landing goods, not tn merely
bringing thorn bore lu ships. Thero woro
always net animals aboard, and tho special
n cents bad difficulty In distinguishing bo-
twoon pots and those Intonded for market.
The saflota always said that all the animals
wero pots. BeeldeB, thoro wcru often a few
nnlmals entered on tho shin's manifest. Tho
agonts would find apparently a much larcor
numbor aboard than thoso so entered, but the
officers nnd eullors would glvo them no satis-
faction as to whloh woro manifested animnla
and whloh pets. Thus tbo agents wore both-
ered to a degroo which made it not worth their
While to Investigate. Bosidoa, so long as tho
ngents were aboard, no attempt was mado to
put any animals ashore. After thoy loft those
Intended tor market worn smuggled ashoro In
ways best known to the persona Interested. In
f uturo. however, tho amugglora may not have
things so easy.

As a matter ot fact the smuggling of birds
nnd animals has been extonslvojy prnctisod In
this port for years, ns many dealers could tes-tify-

they would. A man thoroughly Informed
In tho business told tlio.reportcr that the point
mado by Bpealal Agent lbur to the effect that
animals brought direct from tholr native coun-
tries wore dutlable-upo- n their InslgnlUcnntfor-olg- n

valuation, was all very well as a theory,
but that In practice It did not work. Tapirs
might bo Worth, as be said, only $10 eaoh whon
shipped at Brazilian ports, but the survivors
weru pretty sure to be appraised at their full
valuo In the Now York markot The Custom
House looked pretty sharply after animals,
and It was ot no use to enterthom In tho mani-
fests at less than n good valuation. Hence
smuggling wob profitable. It meant a saving
ot 20 per cent.

Wo got most of our animals from Europe,
and In this trado thero Is vory little smuggling.
One reason Is that most ot the animals aro
large, rendering It Impossible. Another rea-
son la that thu Hamburg and Liverpool deal-er- a

who supply the American market are mon
of large trade and honorable methods. Lions,
tigers, elephants, kangaroos. In fact nearly all
the beasts whloh make tho menagorle attrac-
tion oomo to us by way ot Europe. They are
sent ovor between docks on Gorman and Na-
tional lino, steamers, and every considerable
shipment la ncoompanled by agenta ot the
dealers who care forthe anlmala on the voyage.

Smuggling ia, largely oonUned to South
Amorlcan animals, whloh oome to us on sail-
ing vessels and by the aeveral ateamBhlp lines.
Most ot them come from Brazlt They consist
chlofly of gray, black, and cotton-hea- d mar-
mosets ; ringtail, spider, and howling monkeys ;
jaguars, pumas, tapirs, ant bears, and coata-mun-dl

or s, as they aro Incorrectly
colled. Tho American trado in Uiobo animals
Is verylarge. nnd this city lathe central mar-
ket That tho saving ota duty of 20 percent
Is worth something, may bo Been from tlio fact
that jaguars are worth from $300 to $500.
pumas or sllvor lions from $150 to $'200, tapirs
from $100 to $400. eoatamundi from $10 to
$25. and ant boars from $200 to $50a Mon-
keys and parrots como cheap, but tho demand
la so groat that thoy form the most crofltabla
department of tho business.

Nearly ovory ship, stoam or sail, piles
between Now i ork and South or Central Ameri-
can ports has Its speculators aboard. Theso
aro generally the stewards or petty officers,
raoro rarely common sailors. Often tho Cap-
tain of tho ehln Is tho real speculator and the
steward or officer bis commissioned agent
Tho owners of tho ships soldom participate In
the prpllts of this business. These specu-
lators bave established relations with bird,
snake, and animal dealers In South America,
and when in port are always on the lookout for
bargains. When at l'ara, for lnstanoo. they
visit the stoamors and sailing craft which
como down the Amazon with rubber. Those
boats go to Wanioe. 4.000 miles up tho
river, and often penetrate the Brazilian for-
ests noarty to the boundaries of Peru. These
wlfds aro tho homo of countless birds nnd
beasts which have a marketable value, and
the Indians who gather rubber ofton capture
them to sell at trifling prlocs to tbo boatmen
who take their rubbor. The boatmen sell the
birds and anlmala to the sailors at the coast at
excellent proms, but still at prices enormous-
ly below the Now York market so that the
sailors can afford the largo percentage ot loss
upon the sen. and still make the business pay.
