This
child, howetcr, seems to be uble to put a cer-
tain amount of sympathy into them which ut
times makes them as beautiful und bright as
they would be were they sec-lu- oo.

Sho oamo Into the room and felt her way
with a tumbling, yet not ungraceful hesita-
tion to Miss Thnyers side .Mlsa Thnyor put
her lott hand about the child's v. rlt-- t and aekod
her who was In tho room. She. of course, did
this by pressing tho letters, which sho fotmed
with her right hand. Into tho child's palm.
The child came over, felt the roportoi's hand,
thentouohed his coat, and nnsworod "Man."
Sho added that It was not a certain man whom
sho know, but one she did not know.

Mibs Thayer sent her font rocking chair.
She fert around the room, along tbehnll Into
another room, and soon came back with the
cliatr. She sat down in It. and. taking her box
ol beads, began stringing them with as muchdexterity as though It were not her small,
graceful, sonsittvo white lingers that saw us
wellasfolr. Every now and then she smiled
softly to herself.

Some of her instincts are curious. For in-
stance, nt the houso to which she was taken
for a visit last summor, there woro a young
man nnd young womnn who wore vory fond of
each other. From tho llrst this blind, dumb
child seemed to havo n knowledge of the situ-
ation. She knows nothing of tho abstractions
of love, marriage, and so on. yot sho never
spells out the name of ono of these persons
without immediately spelling the name of the
other.

Mr. Anagnos is making a most interesting
exporlmontwitli tho child. Severn! times be-
fore this experiments havo been mado with
blind or dumb children to seo whuthcr tho idea
of adhinebelng is Innate. But all these ex-
periments have boon unsatisfactory, becauso a
deaf child will seo something and a blind child
will hear something in spite of evory precau-
tion, and their acute minds will at once seek
nnd securo an explanation of some sort. Now
Mr. Anagnos sees In this child a chance to
mako a positive addition to knowledge of In-
nate ideas.

Thp chltd was smitten at an age when It was
impossible for her to lmvo had any ideas d

hanger and thirst Sho has a mind of
remarkable quickness and acutoncss. All re-
ligious ideas navo been kept away from her.
She has nover bad tho word " God " or " Jesus "

" " " " " "or Sunday or religion or hymn or any
other word which would lead to inquiry upon
religion. She knows the word church, and
she has been to church, and likes it becauso ot
tho sensation of poonlo at rest which pene-
trates her probably. But sho does not know
what a church is for or why people go there.
She simply has the word church.

Jow Mr. Anagnos proposes that this igno-
rance shall continue. No inoreaboutOod.ro-ligion- .

or horeafter will ever appear in hor
rending or in any conversation with her. In a
few yearn tho world will begin to arrange it-
self to her and she will get many abstract
ideas. She will bogln to renson about things.
to nng questions. Then it will come out
whether a human being with no aid from
other human beings, with no suggestions
from tho sound of thunder, tho flash of
lightning, with no view of trees nnd seas
and mountains and skies, can yst
rise to tho thought of God. Most
thclsts have held that snch a human being
could, bccniiBcOod has Implanted a know ledge
of Himself in every human heart, n knowledge
innate and Intuitive. If the child does somo
duy nsk after the Grent Cnuso or address Hlra
under ono of His attributes, it will be a strik-
ing argument for tho theory of innate ideas.

According to some Christian creeds this
keeping of tho child In ignorance of God and
tho tidings of heaven and hell would imporil
tho snhatlon ot its soul. Hut perhaps Mr.
Anngnos thinks thoro is onouch difference or
opinion on this point to justify his experiment

Tho cost of keeping this child and of edu-
cating her Is more than $1,000 n year. As Mr.
Anagnos nays most of It out of his own
pocket, he is not sorry when chnnty comes to
tils aid nnd helps him in his endeavor to give
this child nknowledgo of tho world which sho
can novor seo or hear.

Bho alroady understands that others do with
their eyes and ears as sho cannot do. In addi-
tion to hor reading and dumb speech, she is
becoming proficient in all tho games and work
ot tho kindergarten. Sho makes mats, she
sows, she cuts out figures. And her skill Is
marvellous. Hor small whlto lingers have as
great dextoritr ns sonoltlvoness.

It must not be forgotten that she has learned
to articulate twenty words. A deaf child could
yet soo how words nro made. A blind child
could, of course, hear them. But this child
has learned by feeling how they nro uttored.
The teachor spells the word to her, then puts
thochild's fingers against hor lips ami utters
the word. The child then tries to Imitate It.
After a while she gets the sound with surpris-
ing clearness. But no deaf niuto over learned
to urtloulate agreeably, and this ohlld will be
no exception.

Miss Thayer and the child havo become de-
voted each to the other. Tho child obeys hor
perfectly and yet has devoloped an Individual-
ity of hor oun. Miss Thayer talks to hor now
as sho would to any person and though the
child docs not understand a groat deal, sho
thinks it over. In thnt uninterrupted silenco
and darkness so conduclvo to thought, nndgrasps fur more than tho teacher at llrst
thinks. Tho longest sontoncu sho has over
mudo wnh at tho table tho nthor day when she
spelled nut this: "Doos Mrs. Johnson koep
hor mouth dosed when sho eats ?"

watchman at tho lllvorsldu Dye Works, lio Is
fi yeais old nnd his handsome wlfo Is 7
yenrs his junior A Hl'n rcporior saw Mrs,
Tush IB tho woinon's ward nt 8t. Joseph's
Hospital In Piitorson. yesterday aftornoon.
Shots still confined to her bed. This Is the
story she told:

"On Saturday night I went down to the
works to get tho money to pay myront and
small bills. It was pay day, you soo. My man
was lonely, nnd ho asked mo to como back, and
I said I would. Ho had tw? dogs there, tho
bloodhound and an old Newfoundland. I said
I would get somo meat to feed thorn with, but
ho told mo ho had somo trlpo that would dp,
nnd hoi wont nwny, and when I cntuoback I
sat down, and, culling the old dog over, began
throwing him pieces ot meat and feeding htm,
I didn't think of tho bloodhound until, with a
sudden tush, he came out of tho darknoss and
jumpod on mo. Ho caught mo first by my
arm. Hero you seo tho murks. It did not
frighten mo very much at first, but when I got
oumyfeit nnd the beast began to tear mo to
pleeos I was frightened almost to doath. I
was thrown on the ground two or three tlmos
before I could call tor help. All this time tho
dog was pulling my clothes off with lis teeth
and biting pieces of llesh from my thighs.

"My man heard mo at last and ran to my
help. He had his revolver, but had only one
cartridge In It, and wux afraid to shoot. I was
rolling nvor mid ovor on tho ground with the
dog biting nnd touring at mo all tlio time-- At
last my man got a chance, and gave tho bruto
n kick. Tho dog turned Inn moment and flow
nt his throat. Thon ho shot tho dog In the
hend. nnd tho boast ran nway. My skirts wore
neai ly torn fiom my body und the bono was
laid bare whore tlm dog bit my thighs.

"Alterthe dug ran away my husband took
mo Into tlm dye-- houso and tried to bind up my
won nils. I stayed ut the works until tlm first
Itlverfidocut enmo along In tho morning and
then 1 went home. My husband couldn't go
u Ith mo bei ause lie vv as nut rellev ed. My neigh-
bors called in Dr. Doty and he attended mo.
I was around tho houso as visual Monday
and Tuesday when I ought to havo been In
both 1 called In three policemen to shoot the
dog. They said thoy had only revolvers, and
they were ufiald to tackle such n big beast
without n shotgun, and that, any way. without
tho peimisslun of my husbnud thoy would
do nothing. Somo of tho neighbors, I
don't know who. sent tor Dr. Don, nnd he
enmo around with his gun nnd killed
tho dog. Un Wednesday an ambulance
was sent for and I was brought hero.
During the three days I wan at homo the
neighbors kepttelllng mol would dlo of hydro-
phobia. It is a pleasant pi ospect. isn't it? The
wounds on my thighs burn like lire, I suppose
I shall go mad und die."

The MstciH in charge of tho hospital say that
Mrs. Tush will rocovor und that tho nervous
elTeclsof hor struggle with tho dog and the
neighbors' talk are ot more consoquf nco than
the Heidi wounds Inflicted by tho dog. The
dog'h brain will bo examined to dlscovor It
possible whether or not ho was mad.

Mrs. btratton did not want the boy in
tlio family, and when sho gave her husband the
choice between herself nnd tho boy ho chose
the boy. This boy. I believe, was none other
than Charley Hoss. 1 will not say now nor
until I have concluded my Investigation why I
beliovo tills. When Stratton cumo to this vil-ln-

lio brought tlio boy with him. Ho was
know n as Fred Strattan. although Stratton ad-
mitted that he was not the boy's fathor. I
havo been corresponding with Mr. Ross
in Philadelphia for somo time. Wohavefound
tpiiuy little Incidents related by the boy that
have led Mr. ltuss to believe that thoro may be
something in it In some way Stratton loarned
uf what 1 know, and sent the boy to Denver. I
had many talks with him boforo ho was cent
away, nnd w hut I learned I am not now at lib-
erty to say. Ab Stratton is dead. I believe much
more will cumo to light. Stratton was a very
peculiar man ln many vruys. but would
never toll wlicro ho got tho boy. Thoro are
many things about tho boy that carry out
mylK'llef. This boy has cut quite a flguro in
Miatton's life. aud. besides separating him
from his wife, prevented him from marrying a
Brooklyn lady uf wealth. She frequently came
to tills village to see Stratton. nud would have
married him were it not for the fact that he
persisted in having tills boy with him."

Sheriff ltnrtliwlck showed a largo ptlo of
letters he hud received from Mr. Itoss. Ho
snysliu will continue his Investigation until
his belief is eitliei i ontlrmod or knocked out.
