Arsnattmt Befor the Mapnaie Court on the
Qnealton of Consttntloanllly.

WAsniKOTON. Doc 1. Tho United States
Court continued y tho Clearing of

tho throe suits brought by Now York nnd
Chloago Importers to test tho constitutionality
of tho MoKlnlpy tariff net. John V. Wilson,
roproscntlnn Marshall Flold 4 Co., closed tho
opening argument for tho Importers, main-
taining that tho whole not was vitiated by tho
omission of tho tobacco rebato section. Ho I-
llustrated his position by supposing that tho
froo sugar clause had been omitted nnd ask-
ing It tho sugar bounty clnueo would in such
an event havo boon held to bo legal Ho nlso
contondod that tho rato of dutlos had boon

by tho sugar bounty provision.
Justlco Harlan nskod how ho had ascer-

tained this fact. Mr. Wilson replied that ho
had ascertained It from tho net itself, which
was passed for tho purposo of reducing tho
rovanuoaof tho tlovernniont. tree sugar had
cut oil 00,0W,KK). nnd tho bounties to bo paid
from customs duties wore Intended ns a pro-
tection to tho producors who had to compcto
against froo sugar.

Justlco Gray inqulrod whoro was tho differ-
ence between the constitutionality ot n pro-
tective tariff nnd of n bounty. Jlr. Wilson
found tho difTorcnro in tho fact that n protvo-tiv- o

tu r iff eamo under tho elauso of tho Consti-
tution giving Congrnss tho right to rogulato
connneroo with foreign nations, whilo tho only
authority which could bo clnimod for the
bounty system was tho general welfaro clause.

Theru was a cross-llr- n of questions nnd an-
swers bctweon tha Justices and counsel about
tho general wolfaro clause.. Justlco Field
wishod to know if weight should not bo

the practice of n centuty. Mr. Wil-
son thought tho question had npver been pass-
ed on. Justice llrndlny linked If attempts hud
boon made M destroy legislation basodon tho
general wolfnro clause. Ho Inquired If (ho
codfish net passed for tho benollt of Now Eng-
land, fishermen, to put them on an even
basis with tho Fronnli and English, had
not been passed under tho general wel-
fare elauso of thu Constitution. Jus-
tlco Harlan cited the recent fortifications
appropriation net pubsod for tho purpose of
encouraging gun steel manufnoturti In tho
United BtatoB, nnd nskoil If Congross could

bounties to gun manufacturers why not
o hugnr producers. Mr. WlUon. however, did

not admit that theso eases wero analogous to
that of direct payment for tho simple piodue-tlo- n

of an article.
Bolleltor-Oenern-! Tuft then followed on be-

half of tho ynltod, States. Ho ditocted his at-
tention to thu omission of tho tobacco rebato
section, mid his lino of argument was that it
would not do for the court to go bohlnd the
enrolled net When thuv examined tlui journal
thoy would ilnd no record of tho not Itself nnd
tho court would have to supplement tho
record by parol evidence, which was conflict-
ing.

Attnrney.Gonornl Millor arguod on tho
bounty and reciprocity fentdrcs. Ho main-
tained Uio full right of Congress under tho
general wolfnro clause to pass n bounty act.
It was the duly of Congress in Ills opinion to
build UP our Industries so as to bo Independent
of tho world In Umo of need. In time of peace
the Government could get ovorythlng. but In
time of war It could not. In timo of peneo tho
Booth had devoted itself to cotton and corn
and had prospered, but wheu the war came the
Bouth found that it would lmvo boon to Its
ndvantngj to havo fostered its industries so
that it would not havo boon compellod to buy
nbroud. Tho power granted to Congress under
tho general wolfaro clause was ahsoluto and
was not reviewable by this tribunal or
any either tribunal on earth. Tho concrul
welfaro power was as absolute ns that of the
common defonco or naval power. Supposo
Congress directed the building of an undent
Greek Trireme, would anybody says this court
could review and nullify thatdetormination 'I

If tho power had boon given to Congress, tho
means wore certainty In tho discretion of Con-gros- s,

unless it used means which this court
could say, as a judicial matter, wero not moans
designed to the end. A case might possibly arise
in which the court could Interpose. Congress
might, under tho general welfare clause, ap-
propriate money for the building of on im-
mense cathodral In this city. Tho court might,
perhaps. Hay that was not u moans dosiguod to
tho end tho general welfare.

Tho Attorney-Gener- instnncod tho home-
stead, depredation, and other laws passed
under tho "general wolfaro" authority, and
addod that the last Congress had passed a law
Which, from the recordB in his office, he could
say would call for an enormous appropriation
on account of Indian depredations.

Tho Attorney-Gener- devoted his rovlew of
tho reciprocity objections of counsel to cita-
tions of n groat number of Cases running
through almost a oontury In which hnd been
deleguted to tho President tho power to hay
whon discriminating duties should bo im-
posed.

Stephen O. Clark of Now York argued that
tho court hnd a right to consider whethor or
not tho bill signed by the l'renident was tho
bill, uelther moro nor less, that Congress had
passed. He said it was not necessary to take

ovldonoo to show that section 30 hadEnrol omitted, nnd ho produced a book con-
taining a record of hills passed, kept in tho
Olnrk's officii of the House, to show that a cer-
tain amendment, wlioso number was noted in
tho journal nt tho House, was really section 30.

Attorney-Gener- al Miller asked if there was
n law for the keeping of that book, and when
Mr. Clark said ho was not infnrmod on that
point tho Attorney-Gener- retorted that un-
less thero was such a law the book had no
more weight than a newspaper publication.

The argument will bo ulosod by
Mr. Clark.

street, for murdor In tho second degree,
was begun yoatorday. Qalllvan Is charged
with killing James Cummlngs. formorly a

in his omploy, on last Christina. At
the eamo timo ho shot Edward Hurloy.

nnd Hurloy was In tho hospital for
four weeks, but rocovorcd, nnd was tho first
witness tor (hn poopto yoetorday.

Ho toathlod that ho Is n coaohman for
Lawyer William Kemp at Tuxodo I'ark. Ho
had worked for. Ualllvan as n stableman, and
on Christmas ho went to Galllvan's stabla to
colloct $7 that Qalllvan owed lilm. Qalllvan
said to lilm, "Oat out of hore, or I'll put you
out." and selrod n cano and chased him Into
tho streot. About two squares from tho stable
ho mot cummlngs, and thoy went back to tho
stable together, Cummlngs asked for money
that Qalllvan owed him, nnd Qalllvan

to put him ont Thero was a strug-
gle, and Qalllvan shot Cummlngs dead. Turn-
ing to tho wltnoss. Qalllvan shot lilm In tho
throat.

Thomas Fay. chair oaner. of 172 Wost Forty-eight- h

Btreot. testified that ho was passing
Galllvan's stable at tho timo of tho shooting.
Tho stnblo doors wero wide opon. Uo raw Qal-

llvan with a pistol In his hand, and heard him
say to Cummlngs, " I'll shoot." " Thon ho did
shoot," the wltnoss wont on, " nnd I saw Cum-
mlngs jump about five foot, into tho air and
drop on tho floor, etono dead."

In his opening for tho defence. Lawyer Howo
said that ho would provo that Hurley and
Cummlngs ontored thu stabto just ns Qalllvan
was going out to a neighboring restaurant lor
his dinner, and both of them attackod him.
Cummlngs using a bale stick that had been
used In the stnblo to keep, tho doors open.
Hurley used on Iron bar, Thoy boat Qalllvan
unmercifully, breaking threo of his ribs and
his nosoHUd kuockitig out several of histeeth,
which wero found on tho floor In tho stable
after tho light They knockod Qalllvan down,
nnd wlille ho was down and being beaten, be-
lieving that he was In imminent danger of
denth nt thoir linndu, hn used thu pistol.

Mr. Wollr.iau
asked on

" Well, sir." replied Bennett, sullenly. "I had
two accidents. I was in a salooii on Third
nvenuo with a gent I bad around,
and tho gent w s well heeled with liny-doll-

notes nnd was spending his money, nnd tho
bartender was out chnngo for ten-doll- ar

bills instead of fifties, nnd I told him I
would hot havo none of that business with any
gent of mine, nnd wo scrapped and he kicked
mo in tho throat.

lira. Barr Dreaaed ftor the Street When Iter
Iluaband Killed Her-II-la Mulclde.

Spbtoopikld. Mass.. Deo. 1. George E. Barr.
proprietor of tho Hotel Warwick, v as found
dead this morning on the floor of tho sitting
room of his private apartments on the socond
floor of tho hotel, which ho ocoupicd with his
wife. In a chair closo by was tho dead body of
his wlfo. Both wero shot, and tho weapon
with which tho doed was committod was on
tho floor undor a chair and near Mr. Barr's
right hand. The supposition is that Mr. Barr
shot and killed his wlfo and thon killed him-
self. Both appeared to havo died Instantly.

Mrs. Barr was half reclining in a largo easy
chair,' She was fully drossod In street cos-
tumed Her hat was on hor head and she woro
hor streot coat. Her glovos woro lightly hold
between the flngors of her loft hand. She
soemod to havo just come from an entortaln-mo- nt

and had dropped into a chair boforo re-

moving her wraps. Thu bullot entered tho
face noar the mouth.

About U:UO o'clock this morning Thomas
Park, who has boen connected with Mr. Barr
in the hotel business, nnd has been an inmate of
thu hotel for some timo, Wont to Mr. Barr's
rooms to talk to htm of matters connected with
tho hotel. Ho knocked lightly on tho door
which opened into a private hallway, and
which 'stood partially opon. Ho received no
responso, nnd bolng on Intimato terms with
Mr. Barr. tolt no hesitation about stepping in.'
As ho ontored ho cried out, "George." Ho re-
ceived no response. Thero was a peculiar
stillness about tho rooms. Park quickly
reached tho door that led to tho sitting room
of tho apartments, and a glance showed him
tho state of affairs.

Park ran to tha ofilco and notified tho police
by telophono. A messonger was also sont to
F. 0, Darr.tho father of the dead man. Tho
othor relatives wero quickly notified und In n
short time thoy wero nt the hotel. Inspoctor
Hadd was sont by Marshal Hoiithuinyd to
stand guard at tho door until tho remains
were vlownd by Medical Examinor Beck. No
note was found anywhoro that would indicato
tho probabio cause of the dood.

Homo of tho people In the hotel reportod this
morning that thoy had heard unusuul noises
in the Barr apartments during tho night, but

wus kiioitu till this morning. Mrs.iiothlngmaiden namo wus Miss Mary Ashley,
and she was the daughter of Mrs. A. E. Anna-bl- e.

A sister of Mrs. Harris tho wife of 3. if.
,Fnu)da Jr., of Boston, formerly of this city. Mr.
Foulds is now in the auditor's ofilco of the Bos.
ton and Albany Itallroadln Boston. Tho Ash-
ley family wero formerly rosldents of West
Hpringlleld. When Mr. Barr and Miss Ashley
woro married tho wife baa considerable money.
Barr was supposed not to he doing very well In
tho hotel busfners. and thoaoupln aro reported
to hiive had frequent rows bocauso tho wlfo
refused to furnish him money. It is supposod
that tho murder followed a refusal to comply
with n request for funds. Barr hud tho reputa-
tion of being dissipated.

For Ifntr n Day lie I'lunjc to the Wheel
House Cover nnd uni Iluaeteri About by
the Big Hene Roaeued by n ttpunleh
Trnder and Token to the Cnaurlea.

Probably no Ynnkec skipper allvo has had a
moro remarkable oxporlenco tn cyclonic seas
than Capt. John II. Loo of tha threo-innstc- d

sohoonor William II. Bradley, which founder-
ed oil Capo Charles wlth.clght mon on Oct. 10.
Tho plucky skipper spun thu yarn of HioIosb
of tho Bradley yostorday to n company of re-

porters.
The crow conslstod of nine men, Including

tho lucky skipper. Tho William II. Bradley
satlod from Charleston on Oct t, Sim ran
Into a hurrlcano off tho cubes on Oct fl, and
wns hove to undor douhto-rcofe- d spanker and
main trysail. Capt. Loo, In his son llfo of
twenty years, had often, in of
less stability, ridden out cyclones of greater
fury. Tho Bradley mado splendid west her of
It, gracefully quartering thu mighty sen", up
to-- Ji o'clock on tho afternoon of Oct. 10. Tho
grlpos of tho long boat on tho port quarter
got loose, and Cunt. Leo ordored his
men. nil of whom, exeopl the colored cook,
woro on deck, to mnko tho boat fast. While
thoy were thus engaged, not dreaming of
danger, tho skipper saw a' lofty sea rise on tho
port or weather bow It was undoubtedly u
cumulative wave. It had threo distinct crests,
und wns practically throo big waves merged
Into ono. Tho highest crest towered above tho
schooner's crosstroos.

Capt. Loo saw that tho chances of tho
pchoonor'a recovering In timo to ride tho
colossal wave wero mighty slim. Ho ran to
tho port rail, dodged undor it, nnd grasped
ono of tho davits of tho Iflngbont. Ah he-d-id

so the triple jvnvo fell on tho deck. But for tho
protection of tho rnll tho sklppor'u brains
would havo been dashed out. Thu schooner
was driven on her beam ends, liorcrosstrces
dipping into tho sens.

Every man aboard except tho Caplnln had
been swept away. Tho Captain looked about
him and saw that the vessel was going down.
Ho sprang eloar of tho rail Into the water ami
grasped a pair of steps. Ho paddled out of thorange of tho vurtex that lie know tiio schooner
would soon create in hor plunge to destruc-
tion. Ho saw the colored cook clinging to a
half of tho small boat, which had been split In
two. Just then (ho skipper was rolled under
by n wave. When he came to thu surfaceagain lie saw nothing of the cook. Thu
schooner vanished within a few minutes of
tho timo she was overwhelmed by tho great
wayo.

Capt. Loo had on his rubber ennt and boots
whon ho jumped overboard. Hu got rid of
them just after lie loiuidtho steps, which ho
soon abandoned for tho wheel house cover.
Thin was about ulght feet loug and eighteen
inches wide. Ho cluspod his arms around ft.letting tho lower half of his body remain sub-
merged. For nearly eleven hours, or up to 1
o'clock the next morning, ho kept up a to

light against denth. Every few minute?
ho wus turned ovornnd over by a eyclonln sea.
Ho fainted onee. fortunately retaining
ids hold on tho wheel house cover.
Now nnd then ho got Into comparatively
smooth wnter and dozed from sheer exhaus-
tion. Ho had been awako two nights before
and could not overoome the desire to sleep.

Ho wus aroused by the buffeting of tho
waves and a downpour of rain on his uncov-
ered head. Ho saw sails far tin ay when ho
rose on tho crest of a wave. Tim twilight
merged Into darkness, nnd ho still retained
his clnsp on the wheol-hous- o eovor. The ruin
censed und tho moon peeped at intervals be-
tween rifts In tho cloudud sky.

At mldnlgnx no snw a bark to leeward labor-
ing in tho heavy seas under goosn-wlnge- d foie
and maintopsallsnndftirestaysail. Ho sculled
his rait down toward the bark anil erossed al-
most under iter bun s. He was bo faint that he
could not halloo for help, but he groaned ns
loud ns ho could, and some seamen on tho
bark, tho Spanish trnder Famu
de Cnnurlus. heard him. A man sprang into tho
mizzen rigging with a line, and n. thu barkalongside of the Yankee skipper tho

panlard throw the lino and tho skipper
caught H and clung to it for dear life. He was
dragged aboard and put to bed, after bolng
dosed with brandy and coffoe. Tho joints of
his nrms wero bleeding mid his nbdomuu was
badly swollen.

Tiio bark was from New York, and bad nearly
a hundred puasengors bound from Havane to
tho Canary Islands. They made a lion of thohardy American. The next day unothercyclono
eamo along und enroled away nearly all tiio
upper spars of tho hark, hhe sprung aleak,
nnd the passengers woro nearly paniu-trickei- i.

If tho weather had not moderated within
twolvo hours sho would havo been n wroek.
Early In tho morning.twodnysatterhisreseue,
tho Spaniard eamo within llftoon foot of being
run down by a big clipper ship.

Copt Lio was landed nt Kantn Cruz de la
Pulmas, in tho Canary Islands, on Nov. :t. Ho
says lie wa very shabbily treated by the Amer-
ican Consul there and at Tenerlffc, whonco ho
sailed for Havana. Mr. Williams, the Consul
at Havana. Capt. Leo says, got him lodging at
a dirty houso in the filthiest quarter of thotown, nnd then gave lilm a third class ticket to
New York on tho Orizabn.

Gcoigo
Mutton, the Bradley's second mate, was an
Irishman, und belonged in Boston. Elijah
Lovely, tho steward, hailed from Charleston,
whoro ho leaves u family. Thero woro livo
seamen. One. Honry Webster, we? a Nova
Keotian: another, Gustnv Olson, was n Swede,
and tho three, others woro Scandinavians,
