When Dr. Edward Parson Tcrhune tendered
hlsreslgraUontothe Consistory of the First
Reformed Church in Bedford avenue Williams-
burg, about two months ago. a Urge faction la
tho church thought that It should not be ac-

cepted. During his pastorate ot seren years
Dr. Terhuno bad made many friends, and those
friends petitioned the Consistory totmake any
reasonable concessions to retain bis services.
The opposing faction declared that tho times
wero ahead of Dr, Terhuno and that a younger
and more agsrosstvo preacher was needed.
Tho church treasury was tn bad condition and
something had to bo done. A good deal of
feeling was excited, and It was stated that the
Consistory had susgostedto tho pastor that
be resign.

Dr. Terhuno at the time denied that be bad
been forced to resign, and said that ho hod
long been desirous of having sonio leisure
that he might devote to literary work. Not-
withstanding" his statement he has been do-
ing church work since his resignation was
accepted. A number of those who objected to
Its acceptance resigned from membership
tn the church, and the ill feeling la tho
neighborhood has been simmering ever since.

value. Tbo diamonds are real enough, but
tlioy are artificially colored beforo they are
sold. A yellow-tinge- d, low-gra- diamond in
this way masquerades as a white diamond ot
superior quality. In some cases very rcspon-slbl- o

bouses haro been mado a party to the
deception through failure to subject tho color
ot the diamond to the proper test Tho follow-

ing experience was reported recently to a Ion-do- n

Mr. George W. Kunz, tho diamond expert of
Tiffany A Co.. said yesterday. In reference to
the matter:

"The stories told by these different people
are undoubtedly true. Within tho last year a
great numberof artificially wliltened diamonds
have got Into tho market in Europe, and no
doubt quantities of them have made their way
to America. It is now bllecd that a stnglo
firm In Antwerp has sold between 84.00U.WO
and 5.0UXtXX ot theso fraudulently colored
diamonds in tho past year. A suit has been
instituted against this firm, and I belIco is
still going on. Until the cans is decided it
cannot of course, be positively stated that this
amount ot these diamonds was really sold In
Antwerp. But there Is no doubt about the fact
that large quantities of them are now offered
tor sale both in this country and In Europe."

Mr. Kunz then went on to explain that the
diamonds are colored by a bath In a solution
of anlllno blue. Tho color Is lelt in a thin,
transparent film, which is InvUlblo as a film
even under a microscope. This bluo tint
completely neutralizes the yellow of tho low-gra-

etono. and the result Is a colorless dia-
mond of apparently tbe highestouality. The
fraud can generally be detected. Mr. Kunz
said, by using ammonia or alcohol on the
stone. Theso generally remove tho color and
show the true quality of tho diamond. Some
times, however, whoa the coloring process lias
been especially well done, acids are required
to remove the dye.

Mr. Marcus of Jaeques ft Marcus said that
tbo practico of artinoially "bleaching" dia-
monds by means of aniline blue Dad been

' known to jewellers a long time. Dlsmond
experts were seldom deceived by the fraud,
because they always took precautions to test
the color thoroughly. All their diamonds, he
said, were put in the"plckla" thejoweller's
solution of boiling vitrioL which is used for
dissolving copper out of cold alloys.

" Tbe blue of the analine solution." said Mr.
Marcus. " completely swallows up tho vellow
dlscolorations ot the stone. A bluo-whl- te

color, which Is the result makes the diamond
many times more valuable than it was. Dia-
monds worth from tut to SOD. when tinged
with yellow, are changed to tho appearance of
diamonds worth 20U or $300 a karat Tho
bluo ot the coloring is wholly imperceptible,
and only makes the diamond appear the purest
white, just as a slight tinge ot blue In white
always does. The film on on tbe surface. Is
transparent and extremely thin so that it does
not change the appearance of the diamond for
tho observer in the least

Mr. Marcus said that to pearls nlso was
sometimes given aa artificial tint that greatly
enhanced their value-- A white peart, for in-
stance, might be worth $100. while a purple
pearl of the same size and quality might be
worth 2300. The artificial color, however,
given to the pearls faded gradually when ex-
posed to the sunlight whereas the artificially
whitened diamonds might hold their color in-
definitely. An attempt was sometimes made,
Mr. Marcus said, to color opals black. A num-
ber of such opals had been brought to him:
but the process to which they had been sub-
mitted bad spoiled their quality and under
test they crumbled tnto pieces, ueai Diacc
opals. If they do exist which is not altogether
sure, are very rare, and the prices asked for
the artificial ones could consequently be set
very high.

All in all, Mr. Marcus said, the artificial col-
oring of diamonds was the best swindle at-
tempted with jewels and the most difficult to
detect The possibility of the swindle, how-
ever, had put the reputable jewellers on their
guard, and they never purchased diamonds
without first submitting tbem to a thorough
test The only safeguard foethe public against
being "taken in" by an artificially whitened
diamond waa to be very sure of tbo house they
dealt with. "Bargains" in diamonds should
always be regarded with the greatest sus-
picion.

Keen competition between yacht designers
lias mado this an ago of freaks in rachUng as
well as in other manifestations of human en-

terprise. So dime museum manager ever
worked harder In cngaglnc persons of pecu-
liar shape or build than have yacht designers,
whe-hat- e been racking their brains to Hod out
a new war to develop speed in sailing craft.
William Gardner, the well-know- n Darat archi-
tect of this city, paid a short Umo ago. in con-
versation with a friend:
' " Well, there is ono thing certain. If wo

have got to build freaks I might as well be In
tho game with the rest ot them, but I hope for
tho take ot tho sport that tho freaks will not bo
cnlled yachts. Let them stand as monstrosi
ties, but don't say ther are comfortablo cruis-
ing boats.

"The way things arc going now." continued
Mr. Gardiner, "will bring us to two distinct
kinds ot pleasure boats, tho racing madiino
and the yacht. When a man wants a boat
for racing tho designer has to cut weights
aud sacrifice everything to speed. Of course,
in small boats! this does not matter eo much,
but in larscr eralt. from tbu up. It
i a serious matter. I think, however, that
freaks will bo conQntd almost entirely to unall
boats, for few men care to spend, say. from
J10.000 to $30,000 in building a boat utterly
un0t for anything except racing. Bat in the
small classes we are likely to see some extra-
ordinary productions unless the clubs should
take uu tho subject and legislate against
freaks.''

Mr. Gardners remarks arc timely. In both
this country and Great Britain men of brains
am at work on problems ot stability and re-
sistance, striving to produce boats that will beat the "top of the class." Their efforts
bavo resulted in freaks of the mot ex-
treme type. Tbe Ilerreshoffs have turned
out the Dilemma. Thomas Clapham is at work
on a queer design, li. J. Gielowhas original
ideas which ho Is applring to the designing
table. Ur. Gardner has tbe design of a freak
from FreakviUe. aud In Scotland O. L. Watson
turned out boats with heavy oentre plates.
while the jociLrman. published in londnn.
offers in its issue of Hot. 10 a suggestion for
earning the heavy centre-plat- e idea to agreater extreme than ever.

A glance at tbe works of the designors men-
tioned show how great mind-- , are running In
tho same channel. Everything points tu the
skimming dish In mure or leos degree of

sklmmvne." with a chunk of lead suspend-
ed for stability. o two designers seem
to agree upon the proportions of
lead to bull or tho method of fasten-
ing it to the boat proper. They have
different views of the best dimensions for the
hulL weight of lead, how to place it, and. in
fact, all the details of design and construction,
but they aro in accord whxn it comes to mak-
ing a hull to go over the water and then
tacking on a lump of lead to
cie the craft power. There
Is litUa thnught of seaworthiness,
or comfort. Everybody wants to lick all
comers, and nt the same time prospective
owners of freaks stand in such fear of being
beaten finally that up to date the bulk of Freak-tow- n

U in tbe air. The chances arc. though,
that next season will witness a strife between
the most peculiar ever built.

The latter is under way at Montreal, where
her owner will spend the winter. The steamer
designed by Mr. Gielow is being put together
by Poillon of South Brooklyn.

Designers think it is a little early yet for all
orders to close and look for more before thenewytar. Itaopears now that the er

which Mr. Gardner deefened for Georsre Bul
lock will not materialize. Mr. Bullock has
changed his plans and will not build
for next season. This leaves Mr. Gardner
with two contracts signed, one being the
schooner for Mr. Clark, building at Lawley's.
Boston, and the other a 78-fo- steamer for
speed. The steamer is under way at Wood's
yard. City Island, and no one except theowner, builder, and designers are allowed
to see ber. The only information concerning
berthat is reliable is that she will be a long,
narrow shell, with 22 inches draught of water
and ot the lightest construction that will stand
the weight and strain of her machinery. t$he
will have nuadruple-expansio- n engines and a
Mosher boiler like that on the Norwood. Her
disnlacement will not exceed fourteen tons
and may be less than that.
