dren, was adduced in the short session yestor-
day of the contest ovor his wllL Lawyer
Diehard M. Bruno, counsol for the proponent,
retired from the cose the night before bocause
of illness. It was said, and George W. Stephens
appeared in his placo yesterday. When the
contestants rested their case about noon Mr.
Btophons said he had beon retained at 0 o'clock
tho night beforo and was not prepared to pro
oeed. Tho case was then adjourned until
Monday.

Frederick W. Armstrong, brother-in-la- w or
Bedlow. testified to the habits of Bedlow at
Morristown in the summer of 1800. Tboy lived
about five miles from the Tillage, whither Mr.
Bedlow walked every day. Thero be Bpont his
timo in a grocery storo dUousstng public
affairs. Ho was accustomed to sit on a barrel
while ho smoked bis pipe and drank apple-
jack. Armstrong believed that Bedlow was
weak in mind, but be said that "drunk or
obor. Mr. Bedlow was always a gentloinnn.
Mrs. Mary Sadler, a cousin living In Brook-

lyn, said she had known Mr. Bedlow forty
years. Bho believed ho wns easily Influenced,
and unfit to attend to business, lie had boon
addicted to tho use of intoxicating liquors nil
nts life. Bhe was asked several questions
wbethor he bad kept intoxicating liquors in
bis house, and Harrogate Hansom interrupted,
saying:

Don't waste any time over that I have
kept liquors in my house oil my lite and always
will."

On onecsesslon the witness asked Mr. Bedlow
what part of a dollar soventy-Dv- e conts was.
He took It for a joke and said: "By Oeorgo I

Mame. that's a good one." He.repeated It as
a joke to others. In 1870 it bad taken him
two days to oomposo a letter of eight lines to
Oon. Orabom. Burveyor of the Fort asking
for a place in the Custom House.

Alfred Bedlow. Jr.. testified that when he
wanted to see his father he went to a saloon on
lower Broadway. The witness admitted that
while he had been in the employ. of Broker

City. In tho suit brought by M. W. Fox against
tho officers of tho Halo k Norcross mine for
$2,000,000. which, ho assorts, has been stolon
from tho, stockholders, bo has proved
from the mlno and mill records that In
the throe years which his suit covors.
one shipment that assayod $3,500,000 was
shlppod to tbo Nevada mill, whllo only
$1,800,000 In silver bullion was returned.
It was proved that tho mill company worked
for its own benefit what ware called tailings,
but these Included rich, concentrate's fraudu-
lently allowed to run Into the mill. It was
also proved that President Levy of Halo &

Norcross received a regular bonus from Presi-
dent Hobart of tho mill oompany for which no
ono could explain tho purpose, but assump-
tion Is that it was a sop to provont htm from
exposing tbo fraud on tho stockholders be
Is paid to protoct These admissions wore all
wrung from Superintendent Evan Williams of
tho Nevada mill. Both President Levy and
Superintendent Keating of. tho Halo. & Nor-
cross Company skipped to Nevada und evaded
a subpoena.

During these last three years, whllo the
books ofthH mine show that sufficient good
ore was extracted to pay quarterly dividends,
assessments were regularly lovlod on tho Halo
4s Norcross. and the stock was kept down to
alow figure. JMry and Keating aro now on
the Comstock, and they have exorcised tholr
power there to bulldoze tho two dally news-
papers of Virginia City, nnd prevent them
from publishing reports of the Halo Nor-oro- ss

suit under threat of withdrawing the
advertising potronago of alt mines. Of course,
it is upon this advertising that the papers
live, and not a line of the damaging revela-
tions made for over a week lnthts, BanFrau
cleoo suit has boon printed in Virginia City.

Tho Colonel, learning tun history
of tho orphan boy, concluded to adopt him,
and when he returned to this country settled
in Montpollor, Vt Lucas attended the schools
of tho town until ho wns 10. At tho ago of 2i
ho took nut naturalization papers, was ad-
mitted to the bar. and soon aftor moved to tho
Territory of Wisconsin, settled in Osbkosb in
1848. and engaged in farming.

During tho Mexican war ho was appointed
Colonol by Gov. Dodgo. In 1853 ho wns n

A POLITICAL TOCOU UAXaED.

Jean Me Manna, the Philadelphia Repeatar,
Took Oar ni ejkoea ea the HeaSbid.

Philadelphia. Dec. 3. John McManus was
hanged in Moyamenslngjallat 10.08 o'clock
this morning. After he had ascended the scaf-
fold he sot down and took off his shoes, having
declared that he would " never die with bis
boots on." He then stood upandaskod for for
glvenes, and said that he freely forgave every-
body. While tho priests were praying for him
the drop fell. Ho died of strangulation.

John McManus was one ot tho most notori-
ous men that ever disgraced Philadelphia,
Tbecrlmo for which ho wus hanged was kill-

ing Eugono McQlnnls on Feb. 21. 1800. in a fit
ot jealousy on account ot Amnnda Cross,
known as tho "Queon of the Slums." Mo
Manus and the woman were living together.
Ho found hor in company with McUinms. and.
after a fow words, shot the latter, who died
tho next day. Whon McManus was arrested
ho attempted to shoot the policeman, but was
ovorpowered.

McManus was 40 years old. fair and slim,
nnd did not appear to bo a desperate charac-
ter. In his early llfo he shot nnd killed a
sailor, nnd served flo yoars In the peniten-
tiary for it. He fatally shot Barney Reilly In a
Democratlo mass meeting in December. 1U70,
nnd made nn attempt at tho samo tlmo to
vhoot 'Boulre McMullen, Congressman Ran-
dall's n political frlond.but he was
thrown out ot a window beforo ho could ac-
complish his purposo. Ho wan acquitted of
this erlmo for want of direct evidence. Riots,
brawls, and numorous attempted murders Idup to tho fatal shooting of McQlnnls. Mc-
Manus was the leader of a gang of Republican
repeaters and toughs.

He fumbled for his pletol,
and his excitement wns so great that he dls
charged th weapon while drawing it from Ills
pocket. The bullet just graced tho front ot
his abdomen, causing a painful flesh wound.
Mshersoon recovered sufficiently todrhoto
his homo.
