11 =OMeial despatches ro-
eeived hero this ovening from Caleutta say
that there has boen fighting between the Drit.
{sh forees und the tribesmen in the vieiaity of
Gllglt, near the Pamir frontior and not far
from the new boundary line recently elalmed
by Busgin. The British troops are now fnce to
tase with frontier tribesmen In arms, who are
sald to bo under Russlan protection.

At Gligit thero I# a British agency garrisoned
by Ksshmires and Indian Ghoorkhas and a
tattory of artillery. Aceording to the latost
sdviees received from the front, the tribesmon
of Hunss and Nagar, two towns on the river
Indux, and almost opposite each other, have
for soms time beon threatening the Chalt
fort. held by a dotachment of Kashmires.
This caused Col Durand, the British sgent
st Giilgit, to make an advanae upon the Chalt
fort. for tho purpose of relieving tho garrison.
This advanes of the British troops was mado
early in the prosent month, for on Nov. 20
Col Durand wired the Commander-in-chiet
that he should move upon the enemy on Dec.
4 unless he was proviously attacked by the
tdbosmen, who were reported to be assem-
bling {1t lurge numbers and to have been insti-
guted Ly lussian agents. Col. Durand also
telegraphed. the same day, that ho foared a se-
rlous conflict was inevitable, although he had
done everything possible to prevent it

A later despatch from Caloutta announces
that Fort Chalt was captured on Dec. 2, and
thut sevon Bepoys wore kiiled and twenty-six
woundoed.

Col, Durand, tho degpatch addw, and Capt.
Aylmer und Lisut. Badeook were sorlously
wounde. Several other ofcers, including
Lieut. Gorton, were salightly wounded, Capt.
Aylmer und Licuts. Bolsragon and Badcook.
the despatch continues, displayed extraondl-
pary gallsutry. Capt. Aylmer led a storming
purty, carrying a gun-cotton petard, and in the
face of & shower of bullets, dashed up to the
Iron-bound gate of the fort, afixed the potard
toit lit the fuse, and retreated a short dis-
tante  The next moment there was a loud re-

poet, and the Captain saw that the petard had
blown the gate of the fort to pleces.

Capt. Aylmer and Lieuts. Bolsragon and Bad-
cock, followed by a handful of Bepoys, then
made o dash into the fort, and, after some des-
perate fighting, captured n fleld gun which
had Loen used effectively agalnst the attack-
Ingparty. The British oMcera and Bepoys also
eaptured nine prisonere, the remainder of the
rebel tribesinon fleeing, leaving & number of
dead insido and outside the fort.

BOSTON THINKS IT HAS IDENITFIED
THE RouMB THROWER,

Serapn of Min Clothes and RAnttons Recog.
nized a8 Like Those Worn by the Note
Broker who has beea Misslag Slaes
the Day Mefore the Attempt on Sage,

Boarox, Don, 11.—Intersst intho mysterioua
bomb throwor of New York was transforred (o
Bogeton to-day. A good many people horo are
econvinesd that the bomb thrower was a well-
known Boaton note broker mamod Henry L.
Norerosa, who nover showed any Indi-
eatfons of Insunity In any form or
even of u violent tomper. He wns oc-
centric, but was far from belng o erauk.
The identification rests sololy on shrods of
clothing found in the wrecked room. The
photograph of the dead man’s licad has Leen
shown to several of Broker Noroross's friends.
but while it bears some resemblance to tho
minslng man, it {s not positively recognized.
But the seraps of clothing are pronounced tu
be of Idenlical material with the clothing worn
by Henry L. Norcross when he left his homo in
Homervillo on Thursday morning, Dee. 4, the
day before the homb throwing.

The man who furnishes this testimony ia
Charles C. Hills, who Is a entter for Waltor C,
Brooks & Co., the tallor who mado Broker
Narorosa's elothes, As has already been stated
the buttons found on the fragmenta of tho
bomb thrower's clothing bore the name of
** Brooks, tallor, Boston,"

Thore is but one talloring firm of that nama
in Boston, and, with the fNletitious name given
by the bomb throwsr there was no way ol
identifying tho wearer: but a sorap of cloth
brought to Boston to-day bore a number, and
Mr. Hilla says that that number corrosponds
with the number opposite Mr. Norerosa'sname
on the firm's books. Mr. Hills sald to a Bux
man to-night:

' Mr. Nororosa was a enstomer of our honse
and had been for s long tima. He was a vory
qulet, gentlomanly porson. and one whom no
one would dream of connecting with such a
crime as this. When the mamples of cloth
wero brought to me I recognized the goods as
slmllar to eloth which had been sold to Mr. Nor-
cross in Ootober last. The cloth wns muode up
into trousers und wasof striped twill—black
aud blue stripa. It was a peculiar pattern, but
without doubt the goods wero sold by other
liouses than ours.
