censes and allow its readers to form their
own conclusions as to whothor tho present
Commissioners wero or wero not " alono
answcrablo "?

Having thus confessed that It has
wronged and slandered Mayor Giiant and
his Commissioners in charging tho latter
with brutal indifference and criminal neglect
of duty In tho matter of tho original location
of a vast majority of all tho saloons which
it has specified as being, in its opinion, too
near tho schools, the Post takes rofugo in
tho very qulbblo to which wo expected it
to resort. Wo undorstand It as com-
plaining now that tho present Commission-
ers havo not rovoked or refused to renew
on tho annual application thoso licenses
first granted by their predecessors, which
until now it has been representing as hav-
ing bcon issued originally by tho votes of
Mr. FrrzPATBiOK nnd Mr. Koch. Wo quote
from tho Post:

"The Excise Board now In existence Is responsible
for tho exUtence of every saloon In Now York city. It
Is directly chargeable with the responsibility for every
existing Infraction of the rule that says that no license
shall Issue for a saloon In the tmmedlato vicinity of a
school, church, hospital, or asylum. As a matter or law
every applicant for a license, whether n new license or
a 'renewal,' appears before the Bxclse Commission
iiom. The courts have held that a license Is a present
right, and not a vested one. It can be taken away by
the same power that conferred It. on the Board becom.
Ing satisfied that the llcenso was unworthily and Im-

properly bestowed."
Again :

That a previous Board bos failed to comply with tbe
requirements of the law In granting a llocnse should
not bo used as Authority or for present Infrac-
tions or tho law and bo mads tho ground for perpetu-
ating a publio evil"

Hero is nn Intentional confusion of terms,
for tho purposo of couf uslug tho mind of the
reader; aud in this attempted confusion of
ideas is tho Poat'x second trick,, a llttlo more
subtle, but not less discreditable, than that
which It has been compelled to abandon.

It will bo observed that in one place tho
Post speaks of Infractions of Iho rule, and
in nuothcr plnco of Infractions of tho law.
There is no provision of law against tho
establishment of a saloon In tho immedlato
neighborhood of a school. Tho law merely
provides I hat tho ponton to whom a llconso
Is Issued shall havo n good moral character
and that tho Commissioners shall bo satis-
fied that " a llcenso may propoily bo grant-
ed for such sale in tho place proposed." Tho
rulo as to thu "Immediate vicinity" of
schools Is a uiero rulo of tho Board govoming
Its own practice. Thoro Is nowhero, so far
as wo aro aware, any construction of what
is meant by " Immedlato vlolnlty," except
such as Is supplied In pcrbonol opinion, in
no case any moio nuthorltatlvo, legally,
than Goukin's personal opinion that
anywhero within six hundred feot Is
"lmmedluto vicinity." Dlffeiont Boards
and different Comml&slonors havo in-
terpreted In different ways a rule
which, aftor all, Is a mcro generalization of
a discretion vostod by tho law in tho Board,
The Pout' attack on the present Commis-
sioners, thoroforo, for "criminal nogloct"
of duty, resolves Itself upon analysis into a
complaint that thoy havo not rovokod or
withheld licenses previously granted by
their predecessors In tho oxorclsa of tholr
own interpretation of their own rule gov-
erning tholr own practice under tho discre-
tion vested in them by tho law.

Tho Evening l'oat knows, or ought to
know, that tho Bourd of Exclso can lawfully
revoke aud cancel a llcenso only when it
has been obtained by fraud,, or whon the
person holding it Is 6hown to havo violated
sorao provision of tho Exclso law. In tho
mutter of revocations It deals with porsons,
not places. Tor tho presout Board to at-
tempt y to revoke a llcenso which a
previous Board had originally granted and
In the caso of which no violation of tho law
had boon proved, moroly on tho strength of
tbo itost's Idea as to what constitutes' "im
modluto vicinity," would subject tho Com-

missioners nt once to tho attention of tho
nearest court of record.

Godklnlsra has nover been moro thorough-
ly exhibited thun iu this matter. It is quite-o- f

a piece with its other efforts to mislead
theriubliotuat thojg.ph.oiUa duMbuIu

thrco or four dlfTcrout places tho

York 217 llconeed drinking places less than
thcro were on May 4, 1889, whon tho present
Board was organized.

The Major Shorn.
Major Jonus of tho St. Louin Republic was

onoof tho original promotors of tho Millb
movemont. So conlMft.l was tho Major

that an nlllance between himself, tho Mug-

wump froo traders of the rnd tho re-

mains of tho Cleveland Administration
would prove Irresistible, that early In tho
canvass ho bet his whiskers on Mr. Mills's
election. Every person who has ovor scon
and admired tho Major's whiskers will un-

derstand tho powerful, and, toward tho last,
the desperate efforts which Major Jones
mado to eleot Mr. Mills oh Speaker.

Tho Democrats of tho House held tho In-

terests of tho party abovo tholutegilly of
Major Jones's whiskers, and on Tuesday
morning, Deo. 8, tho Major steppod out of
tho BlggsHouso barber shop In Washing-
ton In a condition of fuclal nudity which
would have prevented Mr. Mills himself
from recognizing him.

Thcro are not now so many " abandoned
farms" In tho New England States as pooplo
who have heard of thorn, without oxaminlng
tho facts regarding thorn, may think there
must be. Official reports uboutthe abandoned
farms of Vermont, lassachusotts. and New
Hampshire navo recently been mado by the
Boards of Agriculture of these States. There
woro only 400 of thorn in Vermont last spring,
and a good many of these havo boon taken up
binco that time. Thoro wero 000 of them In
Massachusetts at tho same period ot tho
year, not a few of which havo boon pur-
chased nnd brought undor cultivation
slnco then. Thoro wero 1,442 ot thorn
in New Hampshire two years ago, but
hundreds of buyers have gono to tho Stato and
made selections from thorn within theso years.
We havo not at hand yet tho official reports on
tho subjoct from tho othor Now England States,
but wo aro sure that there aro far fower aban-
doned farms In Connecticut, Malno, nnd Ilhode
Island than thoro were In Vermont, Massachu-
setts, and Now Hampshire In the early part ot
this year. Moreover, It appears from soveral
of tho reports of tho Stato Boards of Agricul-
ture thnt mauy of tho farms classed In them
under the head of "abandoned" were not. In
reality, abandonod at all. in any proper senso
of thn word, but woro merely for sale or woro
left to Ho fallow by their owners for reasons
satisfactory to themsolves.

In somo of tho Soutliorn States, howuver, the
amount of land that has been ubandonod or
that has Iain unfilled for years Is vory great.
Here, for example is a ropott Isbued by the
Virginia Board of Agvlculturo, which says that
In that Stato there aro 15,000,000 acres of land
suitable for crop growing which are nottlllod
and whloh aro a burdon to tho owners. "Most
ot this land," we aro assured, "is for salo at low
prlce6, and all of it would produco splendid
crops, profitable to industrious farmors." As
It is In Virginia so Is It In tho adjacent Btato ot
North Caroilua and In other States as fur west
as Arkansas.

It is those Soutliorn States that send out the
loudest Invitations to funning Immigrants
who possess at least a small capital.

Tho Emperor of Austria gavo a State din-
ner tho other day at which boor was passed
around in tankards niter the soup. Tho Shall
of Pursla is said to bo nurnlng hlmsolf with a
quart of brandy a day, and has a tllo In his fez
most of tho time. Now. it the Emperor of Aus-
tria would only teach tho Shah to Uko boor,
and to substitute it for brandy, what a blosulng
tho change would be for Persia nud nor poten-
tate Wo aro not sure that Col Suu'ABD's first
duty Is not with the Shah rather than with tho
Bulton.

Tho "Bus6lan Influenza" Is tho nnmo
now llvon by foreign medical journals to tho
epldomlo that is prevalent to an alarming ex-

tent In Austria and Oormany, ns well as in tho
country of Us origin, and that also exists In
New York nnd othor American cities. The
ravages of the epidemic havo been vory sovoro
in the faralno-stricko- n regions ot Bussla. and
it has advanced westward from there in tho
opinion ot Oorman and Austrian doctors who
buva beon making a study of It. But there
is now something to be feared, or to bo guurd-o- d

against, that may bo even a worno ovlL Ad-

vices havo recently been received In Berlin from
llusalathat a malady resembling the Atlotio
typhus hM made,, its appeoronso in thp prpvj
Uce of Kuan, a too. Yohj. where millions

of pooplo aro starving: and there Is, of course, '

diingor of Its spreading wofltwnrd. Publio
warnings of this dangor have bron glvon In
Austria and Oormany, and wo havo ft report
that tho Governments of theso countries aro
about to ostablUh a strict quarantine along
their enstorn boundaries.

Now. wn havo In theso times a large Immi-

gration from fnmlno-tlrlcko- n Itus&la, In which
a peculiarly dangerous form of Influenza nud
a still moro dangorous form of typhus nro
wldoly provalont, and. thoroforo. it bohooves
the modlcal authorities at this port and at
other Amerlcnn ports to bo on tholr guard.

Thoso favorod disunion as
preferable to observance of Constitutional obli-
gations ngnlnrt which they had consflentous
scruples. Thoy regarded the Constitution as
a loaguo with boll for tho oppression of tho
negro. But the Garrlsontans reprcsontod only
tho oxtremost among anti-Slave- mon and
womonwho woro Identified with both Whig
nnd Demoeratlo rnrtlos. who attomptod onlv
the restriction ot slavery In tho States then
sheltering it, and its oxcluslon forever from
now territory.

Among thoso Daniel Wobster must certainly
bo counted. Rcpeatodly ho professed his op-
position to tho cxtonslon of slavery, though
when tho compromise, measures camo up ho
waived slavery prohibition against the new
territory acquired from Mexico on the ground
that tho character nnd population of this new
territory made slavery Impossible, and that it
was "needless to reOnnct u decroo of Uort."
This expression sufficiently donotes Mr.
Webster's opposition to slavery, and it also
shows his unwillingness to resort to extreme
or unnecessary measures for its extinction.
Whero Daniel Webster most grieved mnny
thousands throughout the North, wits In his
support of tho Fugitive Slave law, making all
Northern States a hunting ground for slave-
holders, and requiring Vvery cltizon on de-
mand of a United States Marshal to old la re-
turning fugitive slaves to tbelr mastors.

By very many Northern nnti-slavn- men
nnd women this law wis considered of doubt-
ful constitutionality. The strict letter of the
bond was that such fugitives from sorvlei
"shall bo returned" to thoso to whom such
labor or service shall bo duo. This power was
not among thoso directly delegated in the
Constitution to tho Federal Government It
therefore came under thu provision of tho
Constitution reserving such powers to tho
States and to the people. This was Statps
rights doctrine, long held In tho South for tho
preservation of slavery. But it was nlso gon-erul- ly

accepted in tho North, thoroughly by tho
Northern Democracy, und In scarcely lossor
degrou by Northern Wlilcs.

It wns the dosporatlon of Southern slave-
holders thus fi'ccod in nnd unablo to extend
tholr poeullar Institution that loci them Into
tho nggressive policy that proved slavery's
downfall. The drastic fugltlvo slavo law.
placing the power of returning fugitive slaves
to tholr masters without thu jury trial thnt tho
Constitution requires, was tho first of theso
aggression moasuros. To this Mr. Wotistcr
agreed. Ho died two yours after tho adoption
of tho compromlso measures and before any
further aggressions bv shuery woro attempt-
ed. To assume that Mr. Webstor would favor
a repeal ot tho earlier compromlso of 1H'20,
forbidding tho Introduction of slavery Into
Kansas and Nebraska, is not warrantml by his
known hostility to slavery. Ovor tho Territor-
ies the Fcdral Government is given exclusive
power by tho Constitution. Jt Is the belief
of many warm friends of Daniel Webstor
that had he llvod tho polloy of Abraham Lin-
coln would havo been his. Mr I.ineoln. Ilko
Mr. Wobtter. was originally a Whig, ietwhen
(Inliverlug Ids first Inuuuural Mr. Llncnln reaf-
firmed tho strong States rights (led.nation
which tho ltepubllcnn platform of lWKt nU
finned. Upon that platform, had Daniel Vrm
tter lived through tho war and reconstruction
eras, it Is curtain that ho would have been ona
of the most powerful supporters of tho Oonbll-tution-

powers of the Government This is
tho thought most beautifully expressed by the
poet John O.Whltllor In "Tho Jjst Occasion."

AVFAirtS IX SAMOA.

Commissioner Ida oa the Worktaga or the
Treaty The Voa rilsaeh Affair,

Washington. Dec. 11. Henry G. Ide,
States Laud Commissioner to the lo

station ot tho three treaty powers lit
Samoa, is In Washington. Ho Is on his way to
Vermont, having served n Commissioner for
eight months. Regarding Somoau affairs nnd
the workings of tho treaty Sir. Ida said to The
Sun reporter

"Certain changes In tho treaty terms
should bo mado. tho tlmo for amendments
as provldod by tho treaty, being close nt
hand. In tho first plnco tho ub6Urdlty Is
manifest of making tho unanimous de-

cision ot tho throo laud Commissioners,
two of thorn lawyors In their own countries,
possibly subject to rovorsal by tho Chief Jus-
tice, and ho n Bwedo appolntod nccording to
tho treaty by the King of Sweden. Thoofuoo
ot President should either bo abolished or
filled by a man ot tact and discretion, ablo to
harmoulzo tho contending nationalities or
S.tmoa. Dy a peculiar construction tho trenty
mukos all customs revenues belong, qulto im-

properly to tho municipality of Apia, instead
of boing apportioned equitably to tho wholo
country. Tho tux is usscssod per capita on tho
entire natvo population, man, woman, nnd
child, nnd Is accordingly a great hardship to
largo families. It should npply to mon only.
Possibly a provision for tho election of n lung
of Samoa may relievo tho restless deslro of
the Mamoaus for change, and tend to the pcaco
of thnouttntry.

"Thn work of tho Land Commission wns
limited by law to two years. Oyer :.700 claims
had been filed by Oct. 1. whon tho doors closed.
It Is practically an impossibility to deal with
all ot those caieB in tho tlmo allowed. So far
tho work of tho Commission has bcon har-
monious aud tho Judgments satisfactory to
both natlvos and foreigner Now tho actual
truth Is that with somo nub amendments and
with discreet men In thu offices, thoro is no
reainn why rt suceim ehould uot bo mado of
the Government or Samoa. Its independence
preserved, and with that the incalculable
value of harbor rights to tho United States.
Thoro is tho ono stopping plnco in support of
the great trnfflo between tho United Statosand
Australia, which is to bo grn.itly augmented
by tho completion ot tho Nicaragua Canal,
whllo all tho South and west Paclllu is already
absorbed by England, i'ntncrt, Oormany, or
Holland. That gono. tho United States would
havo no Paclllu coaling stations or harbor
rights, except through tho nourtoslos of somo
European power which could glvo or withhold
them."

Mr. Ide nlso gavo tho following version of
the Von Pllsach iiffalr exploited in the lotters
from Robert Louis Stevenson in tho London
Times:

"Portions of the chiefs of Samoi nro opposed
to tho existing Government ot Mnllotoa and
support Motoata. Mataafa represented
Malleton during tho war with tho Germans
In 1887. and while Mallctoa was held a
prisoner. Mntaafa being ambitious to bo tho
King, pstablshod headquarters at Malio.
about six miles from Apia, whero ho was
surrounded by the chiefs friendly tohlm. Tho
significance of this location is tliat Malio is
tho pl.icu where tho kings aro crowned und
from which thoy tako tho nnmo 'Mnllulou.'
Mataafa has already assumed tho kingly nnmo.
Wore It not for tho naval mippott ghonKlug
Mallctoa by tho treaty powers, by tho terms of
tho treaty of Juno 14. 188:). It in doubtful
whothor ho could maintain his position In the

ot his rival. Six ohloisor Manoudfiresenco however, wero trlod by tho
Government for treason as adherents of Ma-
taafa. They were bontencod to six months'
Imprisonment with tho provision ot dally
exorcise in tho open nlr. Fears of a resouo
from this torribln doom wero entertained. It
Is charged thnt Baron Von PUsuch. the Presi-
dent or King's adviser under tho treaty, rep-
resenting the three treaty powers. adised
that dynamite bo placed under the prison nnd
exploded It attempts wero mudo to rescue tho
prisoners, with tho clToct of blowing into
atoms prisoners nnd rescuers alike. Ar-
rangements wore corapleted.it Is charged, in
accordance with this tlimdlsh plan. But tho
oxpected attack did not occur, and the next day
tho prisoners were doported from tho country.
Publio sontiment in Samoa was wrought up
by this Incident, nnd Mr. Stovenson nnd othor
citizens addressed Baron von Pllsach with a
remonstrance. His replies wore regarded by
those who addressed nim ns decidedly inso-
lent nnd nvnslva When tho King refused to
take his advice in tho mattor of currency his
influence boenmo Impaired and ho tendered
his resignation in a heat of passion. That was
in October Inst after tho Samoan decree de-
claring Mataafa and bis adherents rebels and
their lands forfeited. His resignation has not
been actod on by the throo powers, but it is
doubtful it ho wilt bo or ought to bo kopt
there."

Malden. Mass.. Dec 11. For some tlmo an
unknown man has bcon seen in tho grounds
of tho resldonco of James C Newton.

Tho stranger
whipped out a revolvor and throatoned to kill
Nowton, but tho young man ran away. Last
Saturday night whllo Nowton was crossing tho
back yard a shot wns lircd at him. The bullet
whistled closo by his head. He II rod two shots
at n man ho saw runningnwny. butwithoutap-tmren- t

effect. Tho police wore called iu and
kopt watch till yesterday without result when
tho watch was discontinued.

This morning joung Nowton went to tho
greonhouso to fix tho fires, and had hardly en-
tered whon ho was pounced upon by tho
stranger, who exclaimed: "Now I have you,
and I mean to kill you 1" Tho man had a re-
volver in his hand and tried to point It at New-
ton's head. Newloncliuohed his assailant and
fought desperately In nn ondeavor to proent
tho two of tbo rovohor. Tho intruder finally
threw young Nowton to tho (pound ami, point-
ing tho ro elver nt his breast fired. The pros-
trate man throw up Ids right arm at the snmo
tlmo and received tho bullet there. Tho
would-b- o murderer, uot knowing whoro tho
ballot had taken effect, fald: "There, U that
don't fix you I'll stay around until I do, if it
takes till Christmas." Ho then made his es-
cape out tho back door, leaving the revolver, a

bulldog, on the fioor.
Young Nowton snys ho knows no reason why
