' way to soouro his pardon, and slnoo bis doath
has boon worklnc to soeuro Dunlap'& Last
night she told a Bun roportor tho story of her
work. Bho hns married ncnln. and rosldos
with hor husband at 123 Fifth nvonuo. Tho
forraor Mrs. Bcott Is a small woman wltli nn
extremely pleasant faco and voice, dark hair
and oyos. and a slight tmpodtmont In hor
spoocb. Bho had no hosttntlon In spooking of
hor work, although It roenllod unploasant

" I was Uvlnc In Now York at tho tlmo of tho
burglary," she said. " and had no Idea of what
my husband was doing. Up to that tlmo I had

i had no reason to supposo that ho had led any
thing but an honorablo and upright life. Our
frlonds and associations had boon of tho best,
and you may lmaglno that it was n vory seri-
ous shock to mo whon I loarnod whnt'lio had
done. But I am not ono of those who bollovo
In treading on tho fallen, and I romomborod tny

own to stand by htm In sickness and In hoalth,
in wealth and In poverty, until doath should
part us. I think I can honestly say that I loft
no effort untrlod to help him. I broke up my
homo and went to Itro outsldo tho jail. WhoVi
1 found that ho was tlylnrr I went to tho Gov-
ernor of Massachusetts and securod from him
n pardon, so that my husband could dlo outsldo
of tho jail. Ho did not caio for himself, butho
thought his dying In prlsoi would bo a stain
on mo, and tho chaplain offered us a room in
his house whoro my husband could romnln
until his death. Unfortunatoly tho Governor's
inossengtir came n little too lata, nnd before
his arrhal Bob had byen pardoiod by a higher
power.

. " When I enmo back from the Governor my
husband was dying. He called rro to his bocl-sld- n

and said to mo: Mary, you havo boon to
good to mo and havo worked so hard for mo
that I foci sure you will do mo ono mcro favor.
I ask you to promiso mo. and my bones will
not rest in my grnvo untoss you keep that
iiromlso. that you will nevor coaso striving for
Jimmy's pardon. It was I that got him Into
this scrape, and I want you to bolp him out'
Then Dunlap was brought up, and, holding
our hands In his. Bob mado us swear Jim.
that he would lead an honest Ufa thereafter
and tako core of mo always, and that I
would securo Jim's pardon and look out for
him. I sworo willingly enough, and huvo trlod
my best to keep my promiso. and I would con- -.

, tlnuo to do so. if nocossu y, if 1 llvod for Ilfty
years. There wero othors who promised to
look out for Dunlap. too, and who should havo

b done so. but didn't.
"Of con ran, nothing could be done right

away. ,1 wont hack to New York and af tonvnrd
1 to 8t Louis. Friends of Dunlap promised to

come for him whllo I was gone. Wo wore told
I ofllclatly that no pardon could bo expected in- -
I lde of ten years. 1 romalned In Ht Louis four
I years and returned to Now York in 1887. I
I loarnod that Dunlap's alleged friends had
I done nothing, and in 1888 1 nppllod for a par- -
I don. Klnco then I havo been beforo tho
I Massachusetts Pardon Board two and threo

times a year, havo gono to promt- -
nent men ovorywhere, and havo se-
cured largo numbors of influential signatures
to a petition for his pardon, among them those
of Lung nnd Gen. Sherman. The lat-
ter wroto a long letter arguing in Dunlap's fa-
vor. AH the wardens who havo been at tho
prison, the chaplain, tho luwyors, nnd tho off-
icials of the bank fnvorod his pardon. It was
bard work for a woman. I wont to Boston at
least twice n month, and each time I hunted up
the Governor, tho members of the Par-
don Bourd, and tho prominent mon
who had agreed to aid me. I wont
to their offices and tholr homes, frequently
travelling mllt'H Into tho country to seo them.
The Board of 1888 refused to pardon him, hut

tho Board of 1800 to do It Thogicommended year refused, and on May 01
went before this year's Board. I was at the
prison three weeks ago and expect to bo there
soon again.
