Tho emigration from Italy nnd that from
Russia nro cspoclully notable features of
tho year's shifting of population. Tho Ital-
ian emigration of 1891 to the two Amoilcaa
cannot havo been lets thnn a fifth of ft mil-

lion; and tho calculation is based upon tho
Litest statistics that wo hnvo at hand. It Is
chiefly tho lmtsciilluu imputation that 1b

IcaUng Italy, ns may bo scon by the foot
that only 12,000 of the CC.000 Itnllaus who
havo landed hero ihls year wore females.

Tho Ilobrow movement to this country
Just now is even more striking than tho
Italian. Jou ish emigrants from Russia and
fiom Poland havo como hero this year to
tho number of between 70,000 nnd 80,000, and
about two-thir- of them woro males. Tho
Jneih Messenger of this city, after taking
account of tho Joivbh newcomors of tho
past fow yenrs, bnys that " 250,000 may not
bo au extravagant csllmato of tho Jovrlsh
population of Now Yoik." If this bo cor-icc- t.

or neatly correct, wo havo a larger
Jowlnh element than any other city in tho
world. Tlio attempt of Baron Hmscit to
turn tho tldo of llusslan-Jowis- h emigration
away from tho United States to South
America has not thus far been successful,
and it is very suro to swoll high at this port
during tho coming year. The work of tho
American Jows in aiding tho needy immi-
grants of their raco is deoorvlug of all

Tho growth of emigration from Europe in
thoso times is becoming mora and over
more interesting both to Europe nud tho
rest of tho world.

Phosphorus.
Tho magnltudo and slgnlllcanco of phos-pbat- o

mining aud of tho manufacture of ar-
tificial fertilizers can hardly bo. overesti-
mated. Tho llgurcs involved aro enormous
and almost incredible.

Phosphoric acid is ono of tho invariable
constituents of vegetation, nppcnrlng nt
first chiefly lu tho tondcr leaves and buds,
and flnallv almost, whnllv in the mntnm
seeds. Over two billion sevon hundred
million pounds in weight of phosphoric
acid are romoved every year from tlio soil
of tho United States in tho crops of cereals
and of hay and straw, or about ninotceu
pounds un acre of corcals and twelve pounds
nu aero of grass. To maintain the fertility
of the soil, this vast amount of this spocial
mineral must soonor or later bo returned to
it. In early times this end was in
part attained by allowing fields to Ho
fallow at tegular Intervals, so that tho
natural processes of decay and absorption
might restore somo of tlio lost phosphorus;
or by tho rotation of crops, w hleh periodi-
cally substituted for a crop requiring much
phosphoriu acid a crop that needed loss
than usual. Subsequently various manures
wero employed ns fertilizers, but not until
somo flf ty years ego was it proved that only
tho phosphoric acid In them and nothing
else, neither llmomor gelatine, renowod tho
exhausted land. Now thoro have been dis-
covered in various purls of the world, in
Spain, Portugal, Belgium, Franco, Norway,
Russia, and North America, In rocks of dif-

ferent formations, deposits of phosphatio
earths or rocks of various and disputed
origin, which when cleaubod and pulver-
ized, or heated with acid, yield phosphorio
acid in a form readily assimilated by grow-
ing plants.

Tho great wheat lands of tho Mississippi
Valley, that to-da-y aro the granary of tho
world, owo their fertility probably to tho
number of centuries during which thoy
havo been deforested nnd accumulating
from tho overarching und tho underlying In-
fluences of sky and earth a store of mineral
plant food, whloh, according to Professor
Siialeb, will in no long tlmo be exhausted.
Tlio slow disintegration of tho glaclor-crumbl-

granite rocks of Now Englund
may keep its farms, that for tho moment
ore 60 much despised, permanently, if only
moderately, fertile; but as the years pass

in tho middle Webteru Slates will
dopond moro aud moro upon artificial fer-

tilization oh agriculture along tho southern
Pacific slope must over depend on artificial
irrigation. Tho question of tho possiblo
supply of phosphates becomes then of ex-
treme Importance.

Fortunately deposits of phosphates aro
numerous and extensive whether derived
from tho remains of mtuuto lyarine shell
fish or from fossil gunuo as in Florida, from
the bones of mammoths and tho coprolltesof
beasthofextIuctspci.k'sasluCanaili,fronitho
bones and scales of aquatic creatures lu tlio
river drift beds of South Uuoliua, oi from
chemical compounds of ixxiblbly purely geo-
logical formation ah in South Carolina nnd
Canada. Iu Ottawa county, Quebec, ami In
ttvo counties of Ontario, aputito, a combina-
tion of phosphorus with fluorine, or
chlorine, is mined to tlio extent of
oer 22.0IK) ti!j a yoar by compa-
nies vltli an aggregate capital of
nouily four million dolltus. In South Cor-oll-

f he outptil of phosphate is over 000,000
tons by companies with a capital of oor
six million dollars, whilo tho eaplt.il of com-
panies ougiigod In tho snino business In
Florida Is ovur fitly million dollais. When'
It In tmiiemborcd tli.il phosphate mining did
not begin in South Caiulina unlit lso, and
not until 18:43 lit Flurlita, tho phonomenul
development of this industry m apparent;
uud nit hough the capital of the various com-
panies is often only speculative ami artifi-
cial, its magnitude Is amazing still uml per-l.p-

unpatallclod. Othor deposits hnvo
been found lu rocks of tho tertiary era that
aro formed of tjio sediment of a prehistoric
ocean lu Virginia. Noitli CaioHim, Alabame.
and Gourglusbiit tho vast beds of ph03-pliut- o

in South Carolina and Floildanlono
are deemed cipablo of producing moro than
enough to supply thu doraauds of tho whole
woild for many yours, a demand that is
calculated at Several million tons a year of
phosphates anil superphosphates.

About ouo-tltli- d of tho yearly production
of raw phojphato lu South Carolbm is
tnod by local compaulns for the manufac-
ture of artificial fertilizers: while almost
all the high-grad- e rock and thu river dttft
phoupliatu Is exported to Europe. The Mir
nmteiial for export or for usu in an un-
manufactured state, is treated hu simple
and Iiigonious nutomutlo prncosa, whereby
a continuous series of buckets full of tho
phosphnto is hoisted by a derrick froin the
river, dellvored to a crusher, then passed
biiccosslvely through a dry screen, a wash-
ing screen, and a jlnslug screen, aud thciico
very slowly through a drying screen thr.t
revolves lu n heated cli.imbor aboro ft fur-nuc- o.

Tho processes for tho manufacture
of superphosphates are too compllenlod nud
various to describe; but tho end lu view is
to transform ns much us possible of
tho phosphoilo acid present from un

form into forms sulubh) either in
water or lu iltrato of ummonia. This,
speaking veiy generally, is effected by
grinding' tho raw material exceedingly flno,

blending It when necessary with a cortntn
amount of carbonate of lltno, and mixing it
with sulphutlo add of sixty por cent.
Btrongtli, or with tllluto phosphorio add.
Tho result Isft porous, friable mos, which is
dilodlnliotnlrntid passod through a dis-

integrator. Ono peculiarity of thlo process
Is that only half of tho phosphoric odd is
rendered soluble, and that only by almost
doubling tho bulk ot the raw material.

This great business, thnt Is of so recent
origin anil has already grown to such
extraordinary' proportions, is ono of tho
most notablo illustrations of tlio practical
importanco .to 'mankind In gnnoral of ab-

stract nclontlflo research. Not until tho
nctunl part taken by phophorlo raid In tho
functions of plant llfo was positively ascer-
tained, was it posnlblo toullilzo with Intelli-
gence tho mosses of natural fertilizers that
lay unsuspected bonor.lli tho fcot of tbo
needy farmers of Florida nnd South Caro-
lina. Even now tho nocd of moro careful
attention and moro accurate- sclontlflo
kuowlodge is becoming Much
vitlnnhtn mntartn! tinA hAmi wanted bv limr- -

rout manipulation. Chomlstry Is an ex-

act science, of mathematical precision, and
tho proper treatment of tho raw phosphate
is a matter of pure abstract chomlstry.
Tho product of tho different mines differs
greatly In composition, and with every
variation needs a different manipulation to
foi m tho most economical hypophosphato.
Only In this way can tho least bulk bo ob-

tained witli tho highest proportion of avail-
able phosphorio acid: and tho freightage,
on account ot its bulk, is ono of tho chief
Items in tho cost of this Indispensable aid
ot tho farmor. As yot tho mothods used
havo been crude and by rule of thumb.
Tho business has boon much injured by tho
varioty ot anal ysos, by tho variations In tho
samples and by tho prejudices of farmers.
Perhaps it is In tho direction of sclonUilo
husbandry that sclonco has still In reservo
its greatest services to tho greatest num-
ber ot tho human. raco.

Tbo Opinions of a Beginner.
Tho New York Timca'a theory of Oodkin

and Godklnl3.ra is not tho less Interesting
bocauso it is unsound. Wo regard it as a
valuable and significant circumstance that
our morning Mugwump contemporary
should address itself at last.

In ehort, wben the Pint ! in
pain it crlea out and ' tbrowa thing 'at thoie whom It
aupposea to be tLe cause of its discomfort, and of course
It It not at tuch timet very particular abant tbe choice
of ill words or Its missiles. That Its irresponsible

should provoke controversies Is inevitable, but
we have always felt tbst these outbreaks called for the
pathologist's microscope rather than for brickbats."

This is practically Identical with tho
famous divvlo theory ot Mr. Godkik's
performances, formerly entertained by us
as a working hypothesis, but long ago
definitely abandoned because it was inade-
quate. Tho beginner in tho study of tills
subject Is always attracted by the notion
that there really exists a good Godkin, mor-
ally respectable and trustworthy Vrbcn left
to Itself, but possossed with u malignant,
malevolent, and phenomenally mendacious
divvlo, forovor struggling for tho master).
At first sight tlio dlvvle, or dual-natu- re

theory, sooms quite satisfactory, but it
does not stand tho test ot a profounder
philosophy, or ot prolonged observation.
It is not borne out by repeated readings
of the alothomoter, covering u considerable
period of time. That rclontless instrument
exhibits altogether too much dlvvle and
altogether too little good Godkin to justify
tlio hopes of thoso who nro naturally In-

clined to bo charitable in their viow of tho
Evening PobVo characteristic performances,
orreluctantV) bollovo tlio worst of a fellow
Journalist.

Tlio Times, thoroforo, stands just about
wheio The Sun stood several years ago,
when our attention w as first drawn to tho
mystorlcs of tho Evening I)t'a mendacity.
It is no disparagement ot tho Intelligence or
tho candor of this now Mugwump investiga-
tor of Godkinlsm to say that his present
opinions on tho subject correspond, chrono-
logically, to tho crude theory of electricity
which prevailed at the beginning of the last
century, or even to the
conception of tho univorso.

Tho seven writers In the North American
Recicu) who give their opinion as to which
book of tho current year is " Tho Best Book of
tho Year" differ from each othor in tholr
citoicoot tho book that deserves to bo thus
characterized; and wo cannot say that we ac-
cept tho choice that has been made by any ot
them. After studying tho essays of all thoso
writers, it soems proper to rotnark hero that
tho man who, on Friday next, shall possess
tho best book of this yoar, will be ho who is tho
owner of a bound volume of Tbe Bun for 1891.
We say it with duo modesty, but what a book
of knowledge thought, power, and quality that
volume has been to its readers, and will bo to
all the people who may peruse It in the years
to como in the closing years of tho nineteenth
century. In all the hundred yoars of tho twen-
tieth century, and in the radiant centuries of tor
that, as'long as tho volume shall bo preserved,
perhaps a thousand years hence.

If It It absolutely necetaary tbat we must bare a
Harry Uoward ttreet to please tome ot tbe friends of
Harry Howard, who seem to msnltest more seal than
discretion In tbe matter, there are other abort streets ot
no nartlctilar ia fhnf ,an tu .Iim,. v..
Instance. City Hall nlaco or Tark street would answer
easaUy as ell, or any other ot the down town by waj a
that ore not named after our oldest famUles.

rrobably some of tbe Board of Aldermen have not
read the history of our city. If tbey had they would
bare more respect for our old family names, landmarks,
and traditions. Landmarks, of course, must make Bay
before tbe progress ot time, but names ot streets should
remain as they are, for they cannot be Improved upon
with any particular benefit.

In looking up the history of the Bayard family we find
that Mcholas Bayard arrived In this city with Governor
Feter Stuyvetant, of whom he as a relative, In 1647,
during the old Dutch period. He and his descendants
bave alwaya been Identified wltb tbe growth of the
city, both socially and politically. Tbe family were
large land owners In the early days of our city, nnd furthe above reasons tbe street named tn their honorabould remain as it Is.

This mania for cbanglnr oor streets by the Board of
Aldermen the pant rew eara. does not meet theot ulder clUzuis and local historians A
short time ago au attempt was made by a certain A-
lderman tn one of tbe down town wards to alter thaname ot Raxter street; probably not being a New
lora'T by birth, be w as not aware that It was namedafitr ivil. Baxter, a brave and accomplished officer
who re. i t'ghtlugforhls country In the Mexican war,
or the tbat. Tills same Alderman was
instrumental tn having tbe and papularname or Chatham street ebanged to l'arkrow for no
material reasou.

We linrw If we ever get a Board of Aldermen
who can comprehend the natural sentiment or thecommunity, we shall have the old fashioned name of
Chathim street restored to us. a name that old
New YorLera would rejoice at. If our stroett must
be altered rrom time to time, choose streets whobenames have nu material slgnlucauce I have referenceto the streets in the lower parts ottbe city and cboceenames of old historical standing

Wo bave plenty of good materiel to cboose from.Take Jacob Lelsler, the first martyr to constitu-
tional liberty In this city, who was executeddirectly opposite Taa era ofHoe on thecommons In J mil. Take John Peter Zenger. whofought well for the liberty of the press previously to
tbe middle nt tbe last century: Lord Sterling, whofoagbt so nobly In tbe American ranka during the Rev-
olution: John Kandel. Jr. tbe distinguished civil engi-
neer who laid nut our streets wltb strict arith-
metical precision: n 7. alentine, that distinguished
historlau v. bo did more to preserve the citr archives
than any other public man Any of tbe above names,
or any others too numerous to mention tbat bave beenidentltled with the rise and progress or the city in days
rone by, wilt be a link toward keeping up our ancientfilstory. In conclusion. I ebjeet to a body of poli-

tician who ere not in ampatby wltb and have no
Interest or respect fnr our ancient history, changing
and obliterating with an IconoclasUo band the old
historical street names dear to ns. As the New York
Sim baa alwajs been an exponent of our city history
end tbe writer bas been a steady reader of Tug Sum for
thlrty-tbre- jears.

Tho Triplo Alllanoo has
concerted its plan. Itussla bas gathered all
possible information on tho subjocti Franco
bas a national intorost In it: Portugal. Spain,
and England oponly profess tbolr prcforenoos
aud sympathlos. At tho Vatican and In tho
Cathollo world It Is tho dominant question,
Attho prosont tlmo the difforont croups aro
encased In Uieircaleulations. Newspapers and
books havo dealt with tho Question, nnd we
seo everywhere political pressure, dlplomatlo
movements, and campalsns.

But this dollcato subjoct has not yot boon
treated with compctcnco and wholonoBS. Its
very complexity arrests, so to speak, tho com-

mentators. Ono must havo a knowledge based
on oonstant study of the elemonts whioh con-

stitute tho problem, to be ablo to follow with
interest and bonollt tho unfolding and the
secret attlon of all tbo factors that will Influence
tho cholco of tho Conclave. Moroovor. those'
contradictory Interests and political passions
obscure tho truo evidence It Is truo attempts
havo been made to set forth tho nature of
4hA nrnhlsim )nn nt ihn f1raf --mm-, XT

do Cosare. a liberal Italian writer who has
made a specialty of ecclosiastloal affairs, a
sort of journallstlo Paolo Sarpi. In I860 ho
wrote a heavy volume on the last and tho noxt
Conolave, just at tho momont when thoGovem-mon- t

ot Italy, unable to bond tho infloxlblo
political consclonco of tho Pope in the matter
of conciliation, broko with Loo XIII. and
began to conoentrato all its anxious hopo upon
the chosen ono of the noxt Conclave. But,
after all, tills work is only a chroniclo ot more
or loss good taste. It is a mixture of vagua
hopes, fantastlo conjocturcs. and poor por-

traits ot the Cardinals considered papaltli, tlio
wholo enhanced by a dissertation on tlio liberty
of tho Conclave which, in his opinion, provos
tho liberty of tho Pope.

On tho 1st of OctoCor, 1801, the samo anti-
clerical anecdotlst published in the Aiiorit
Antologia. a sort of Italian Itecue des Deux
Mondes minus tlio ability and classic oleganco.
an article upon tlio next Conclave. This arti.
cloisof hlghlmportanco; It is a manifesto.
Tho Italian Government in this way tries to
onlightou tho public on this important sub-
ject, and to prcsont tho judgment ot political
minds. Its programme constats In tho affirma-
tion that it is Austria, a Cathollo power in the
Triplo AIHanco. which must in tho namo of the
latter play tlio role of tho Holy Ghost and
tho Grand Elector in tho future elective as-

sembly ot tlio Sacred College.

The Popo preferred by tho Italian Govern-
ment would bo a good old man, gentle and
pious, somewhat timid, not too brilliant, who
would do the Italian Ministers the favor ot
disappearing from tho scene and making the
solitude of the Vatican Into a Trapplst mon-

astery, ololstored and shut against all
the storms and asjiirations ot the cen-

tury. The lofty stature of Leo XIIL, his
modern spirit, his greut diploiratio intel-
lectuality, his intervention In favor of democ-
racy and ot republics; his octivo, incossant.
and onllghtenod participation In tho problems
and preoccupations of the present hour: nil
tills work of social rceomposition aud moral
orientation on tlio part of tho Church, voxes
and oxasporatos tlio hostile and frondeur
Italian Government far more than any claims,
in favor of tho temporal powor, the restoration
of which no superior and intuttlvo mind
dreams of now In Home, eitbor lu the Vatican
oranywboreelso.

The future will create a new sovereignty and
a Pope adapted to tho noeds and conditions
of the contemporary world. Tho manifesto of
M. de Cesaro has boon widoly ooinmontod upon,
because it gives undenlablo proof tiiut ofllolal
Italy and tho Triple AUlanco will put every-
thing in motion to prepare uud dominate tho
coming Conclave.

Ilesldo these inspired political essays, we
have somo literary attempts. Tako. for in-

stance, tho work of M. Bcrthclot, VEtrzhne
del J'ava, written in concert with tho Italian
Government It Is a collodion of documonts
taken out of old and dusty libraries, in-

tended to furnish tho journals
with arguments ncnlnbt tho Popo, to revo-
lutionize publlo opinion, and to ramlllarlzo It
with tho idea ot making tho noxt Pope. I
will not dwell now upon this ploco
ot tactics on tlio part ot ofllolal Italy,
having to oomo back to it at a
Ifltn.. V. Vi ..,. .. Sl.n aa. .
Crispl opened tho campaign, showing that the
part of diplomacy for Italy and tho Triple
Allianco must consist henceforth In preparing
tbe cloctien of tho successor to Loo XIIL
Among Cutbolio journals only one, tho
Moniteur da Home, had tho courago to dis-
cuss tills ovontuallty, and that for reasons
of dolicacy oasy to be understood. This
journal, whoso mission has often boon
tn sound publlo opinion und to br(ng out
ideas of prcsontlmout. unmasked during thepastsummor tho tactics of tho Government:
but tho pressure of tho Triplo Alliance finally
bl ought it back to silence A great number ot
persons woro interested in keeping tho dobato
from growing Intocontradictorypolomlcs. Nev-
ertheless tho shot hit tho mark. Tho anger of
tho officials proved that the Government v.'im
concentrating all its diplomatic euorgy uoun
this point: to elect tho next Pope.

Tills lltoraturoon the subject of tho Conclavo
has not tho merit of impartiality and serenity.
It consists in timid attempts or prejudiced
manoeuvres. Up to tho prosont tlmo wo Uud
lo It no objective point, no clear exposition, no
accurate photograph of tho question; and this
In tho work which I would liko to undertake.
