Thirty-elght yoars ago—on Nov. (' 1853-a
man in tho prime of life, attired in tharvobes of
& Cathotto Wakon, stood at the door of old Bt
James's Church In Jay streot, Prooklyn. With
him ware tha Most Rev, John Hughes, Areh-
bishop of New York, often ealled the wreatost
of Amoriean prelatos; Archblshop Bedinl, the
Pope's nunelo, who some weoka befora had
consecrated the man first mentioned a Blahop;
Birhop Baylay of Newark, who was conseorat-
ed with that man, and a large numbper of
priosts. Boveral thousand ehlldren and mem-
bers of Catholio socletios hiad escortod thom to
the churol. The man was Bishop Loughlio,
whom the Pope had made the head of the new-
Iy ervated diocese of Brooklyn. o was nbout
to bo Installod.

Yestarday hundrods of priosts, thousands of
ohildran, and a great gathering of laymon es-
eorted that samo Blshop to tho door of the old
chureh, but, instoad of singing the giad " Te
Deum,"” tho pricsts ohantod the mournful
ofMce of tha dead, and a band played a funoral
dirge. Among the thousands who accom-
panled the remalns as a guard of honor
was Lut one man who partiolpated
in the coremonies of thirty-eight years
ago. He was the Rov. Bylvestor Ma-
lone, tho r ol the Church of Bta Peter
and Paul At'Bishop Loughlin's {nstallation
he celebrated the solemn high mass.

steamboat (nspootion service, the marine
hospital servico, the expcnses of regulating
immigration, expense of tho shipping servioe,
arming and oquipping the militia ofthe various
Btates. and a large number of claims against
the United Btates Government.
