Fathor GabrloU
and two othor Bolglan priests camo to this
country to take ohargo ot it Canon Vandon-held- e,

one of thoso priests, wns mado Presi-
dent ot the somlnary. In 1871 ho resigned
and Father Gabrlols succeodod him.

In addition to filling the olflco of President
of the seminary Father Gabriels nas boon
Professorof Ecclesiastical History and Hebrew.
Ho was one of the secretaries of the Third
Plenary Council of Baltimore. Hundreds ot
thepriostaof the New York arohdlooeso and
at least one-ha- lf ot those In the other dioceses
ot the Btate received their ecclesiastical train-
ing under the direction of Father Gabriels.
When the new seminary at Bouth Yonkors had
beon completed Father Gabriels and the
other Bolglan prleBta In tho faculty at Troy
woro to return to Louvaln.

For more than a year before the death of
Bishop Wadhams, whose age and illness had
somewhat Incapacitated him, there was talk
of the appointment of a coadjutor to him. In
the diocese aro a large number ot Frcnoh
Canadians. Thoy circulated a petition asxlng
for tho appointment ot a priest of their na-
tionality. Among others they recommended
Father Gabrlols. Tho othor Catholics in the
diocese opposod tho French Canadians, and
for a time it looked as though there would bo
some fooling between the two sections. When
Bishop Wadhamfl died it was though that thoro
would be a rupture. It is said that Father
Gabrlols was appointed to conciliate tho Frenoh
Canadians.

A USIOX OF COXanSaATlOXALISIS.

Blrnl Association la New fork and
Brooklyn Trying to Oct Together.

The New York and Brooklyn Association of
Congregational Churches held its annual
moetlng In the Central Congregational Church,
300 Wost Fifty-sevent- h street yesterday after-
noon and evening. Tho most Important sub-
ject dlsoussed wasthe proposition to amalga-
mate wtth tho Manhattan Conference of Con-
gregational Churches, which was organized
several years ago as tho rosult of n split In tho
New York and Brooklyn Association.

A move was made somo months ngo looking
to u consolidation by tho appointment of a
committee ot llvo ministers by each organiza-
tion to confer on tho subject, lteccutly tho
Manhattan Conference added fivo layman to
Its committee, and yesterday Its request that
tho New York aud Brooklyn Association join
it camo up.

Tho ltev. Dr. William Lloyd announced that
ho was opposed to the proposed consolidation,
as it would mean the annihilation of ttieir own
association as an independent body. Ho
thought that the subject (should bo brought up
at a special meeting, whore representatives of
Uio congregations and not ministers alone
should decide the question. Tho llov. Dr. J.
M. Whiten said that ho thought that it was al-
ready agreed that union was nccosary. It
was a scandal, ho said, throughout tho coun-
try that in tho grout twin cities two organiza-
tions should exist. Dr. Whiten thought that
thoso opposing reconciliation didn't represent
tho spirit ot tho churches, but 'simply acted
from personal motives.

Tho llov. Dr. II. K waito. who la also con-
nected with tho Manhattan Conference, said
that the schism between the two hodloi wuh
founded on what was left ot human mennnoss)
In tho followors of Christ Ho cautioned tho
association not to expose itself to tho chanco
of a snub from the other side, and said tha
body was too dignlllod to be treated in such a
fashion. .. ...."I don't oppose union,
"nor does my church, and 1 don't think any
churoh doos. But I don't want to see our asso-
ciation sluppod in tho face again."

Movernl other clergymen spoko in tho name
strain, allngreoing that tho association should
mulntain its dignity in tho negotiations in

It was llnnliy decided to allow tha
ouorator to appoint the additions to tho Con-

ference committee. It was understood, how-
ever, that tho committee was ono of delibera-
tion only, and had no powers to commit tho
association to any action. The committee will
try to Und out undor what conditions u con-
solidation is possible
