Examiners Fla m Shortage of le.OOtt
and II Barats lata Tear m Confesses

Will Restga as Villas Trustee.
Whon Tarrytown awoko yosterday It hoard a

story ot how one ot Its most respected citizens
had boon toroed to resign his office In the
Wostohostor County Bank, becauao ho bad
taken nltnost $10,000 of tho bank's money that
didn't belong to him. Jpsoph W. Maboe, tho
Boerctnry of tho bank, was Uiat man. Twonty-ou- o

years ago ho bocamo connected with tho
bank. A year ago ho Was olectod Ylllago Trus-
tee. Ho was a class leader In Iho Asbury
Methodist Episcopal Church.'

In Bocomber Bank Examlnora A. C. Judson
and Phllo 1L Backus began tho customary ex-
amination ot tho bank's books. Bonson Fer-
ris, tho Prosident of tho bank, said to thorn:

"Make a thorough job of it" Ho did nbt
suspect anything thon. but In view of tho dis-
covery of fraud In othor banks ho wanted to
show that his bank had no defaulters. Secre-
tary Mnboo and othor officials ot the bank
aided tho examiners as muoh as possible On
Monday, Bee. 8, Mr. Judson told President
Forrls that a discrepancy had boon discovered
between Uio depositors' Icdgor and tho general
ledger. u

"Mr. Mnboo," said tho Prosldent to tho sec-
retary, "you are familiar with tho bnnk's
nllalrs. I wish you to get those books rights,
if vou hnvo to sit upluitll 10 o'clock

It was docldod to call In tho depositors
books, and oxamlno thorn. Mr. Porrls was
about to leave his prlvato office In which wero
tho bank oxamlnor and Mr. Mabeet when the
seerotary.ralled him. Mabee hurst Into tears,
and said that the books couldn't be. straight-
ened, ns ho lmd been taking money from tho
bnnk for several years. He cried bitterly, and
President Ferris also broke Into tears. Mabco
begged not to bo oxpnnod, and promised to
make the tosses good. Mnboo and tho exam-
iners wont over tlm books, and Mabeo showed
how he had taken the inouuy. llo had n pri-
vate account nt tho bank, and by systematic-
ally overdrawing It ho got the mohey. Ho add-
ed fictitious llum-e- to cover what ho had
tukou. Tho amount taken, as calculated by
the examiner. was fi.731.:7. On Tuesday. Jan.
6, President Ferris called tho matter to tho at-
tention of the directors ot tho bank. Mabeo
offered his roslgnntlon and It wnsaccoptod.
Ho also made good what ho had taken." If Mabeo had beon suspectod," sold Presi-
dent Ferris to a Bus roporter yostorday, " ho
would have been discovered years ago. Wo
placed such Implicit eontldonce In him that hu
was nblo to Kt tho best ot us. In lHil) ho
took tho first money thnt didn't belong to him.
It wob $100. and when ho saw thnt ho was not
discovered ho took other small amounts. He
had boon doing this until 1SS.

He admitted that ho doctored tlio
books In order to cover his Irregularities. Ho
snld It was In 1U7S, not 1H7U. Uiat ho first took
money. '

"I Intended all along to replace the money,
but I was never Bblo tu do it After I had taken
the first I took moro, and Invested It In tha
hope that I could thus ralso money to roplaco
what I had tnkrtu. I was unsuccessful,
though, and before I hardly realized It
I had overdrawn my account a good
deal. I never touched a penny ot othor
monoy that I could havo made away
with. 'While I was connocted with
the bank millions passed through my hands.
Much of tho money I took I spent In paying for
tho house In which I live. My salary wus only
$1,200 n year. Two weeks bofore the discovery
of tho discrepancy I rosolved to make a big ef-
fort to repay the bank. I doterutned to sell
my house and livo moro economically. Bofore
I could do anything tho blow came. I havo
suffered tnteno mental anguish on nccount of
this unfortunato affair. If 1 had realized what
1 was doing I would never have token a penny."
